Swindling Societies.
The Halifax Chronicle sounds a note of 

warning against a class of societies that are 
extending their operations from the other 
side of the line in Canada, 
called insurance society was introduced in 
the state of Massachusetts a short time ago 
which offered people who paid $300, $1,000 
at the end of a period of seven years. It 
was obviously impossible thgt such a prom­
ise could be honestly performed, but there 
was no lack of fools who began to put their 
money in the game, it paid the promoters 
so well that other societies were started 
which offered $100 at the end of one year for 
$25 paid in. The swindle was so palpal 
the legislature had to interfere, and an act 
was passed prohibiting the further formation 
of such organizations. The * organizers 
prompt’y changed their methods of operating 
and are now actively engaged in forming 
what they call “investment companies.” 
Bonds are issued for a thousand dollars, 
numbered in regular order, and paid for, so 
much down and so much in regular install­
ments at fixed intervals. As soon as $1,000 
is available, the holder of bond No. 1 takes 
it and slips aside. The holder of bond No. 2 
takes his turn next and this is kept up as 
long as dupes can be found who will pay 
their money in. The organizers naturally 
get hold of the earliest numbered bonds, 
either in their own names or in the names of 
others, and make a

further payment of $41. One organ

cious co-operation to realize a larger profit 
than the savings banks,” offers a certificate 
for $1,000 for $8 down and $2 a month until 
paid. The certificates, as before, are pay­
able in numerical order, payments to com­
mence as soon as the funds equal the sum of 
$1.000. after which a certificate will be re­
deemed each month. A certificate maturing 
in two years will cost only $50, while one 
running eight will cost only $200. The num­
ber of these wild cat schemes being operated 
at the expense of simple or dishonest people 
is rapidly mounting into the hundreds. As, 
according to a paragraph in a previous issue, 
such swindling concerns are now making 
their way into Canada, the Dominion gov­
ernment should take the matter jtfto con­
sideration, and if the present law is not 
sufficient to cover the ease such an ameud-

Mr. McIntyre, Dear Sir,—Your letter 

received. I .send you according to request 
the particulars as near as I can gather them 
from the records back. We came to Dere­
ham in the fall of 1834 and settled on the 
2nd concession. I had made cheese in the 
States for the Boston market for 10 years. 
YYre thought we would begin dairying as 
soon as we could get cows as they were 
scarce and hard to be gotten. As soon as we 
got up to five we made cheese for ourselves 
and when we got up,to ten then we sold all 
we could make, in the London market We 
added every year to our stock of cows; in 
1838 we got up to 25; we sold our cheese 
after this also iu the Brantford groceries 
and as our stock of cows increased w’e sup­
plied Massey of Guelph as well as taking 
some to Hamilton and Toronto. YVe kept 
up these supplies as long as we made cheese. 
Iu 1855 we kept 102 cows. After that we 
put them down to about 80 until James 
Harris built a factory on our farm, we then 
gave up making cheese and sent our milk to 
his factory. I am now 90 years of age and 
able to oversee the work of my family.
