SCHOOL FIRE DRILL.

Yesterday the Sun contained an article
on fire drill in schools describing the
manner in which-a serious outbreak of
fire in the Victoria school, Toronto, was
met and subdued, without the least sign
of panic in the part of the pupils. This
affair was spoken of by the Sun as an
object lesson worthy of the careful at-
tention of the St. John School Board.
Any one reading the Sun’s article would
naturally infer that there was no fire
drill in the St. John schools and that
the children of this city were exposed
to great danger in consequence. This
inference would of course be incorrect,
for we are informed that the system of
fire drill which is taught in the Victoria
school here is quite as good as that
which prevails in the Victoria school,
Toronto,which the Sun praises so highly.
The Victoria school can be emptied in
two minutes afier an alarm is given,
without the least disorder or confusion,
and it would be utterly impossible to de-
vise any system which would produce a
better qult.

" In a letter to the Sun this morning thus
states what has been done in the large
schools of this city in respect to fire
drill :—

The question of fire drill has had the
attention and consideration of the board
for many years, and they have the satis-
faction of knowing that the system in
vogue in the Victoria and other large
schools in St. John has received the
highest praise of educationists, and of
citizens in public and private life, ex-
pressed on many occasions, as they have
witnessed the orderly and rapid exit of
seven,or eight hundred girls from the
building, accomplished within two min-
utes from the first signal on the fire gong.
The board has already taken steps to in-
troduce the same system into all the
other buildings where there is a large
gathering of school children.

This is quite satisfactory and it would
have been well if Mr. March had ended
his letter just there. But, unfortunately,
he goes on to make further comments,
which comments largely neutralize the
force of his statement in regard to fire
drill and gives the Sun an opportunity
of sneering at a policy which locks the
statle door after the steed has been
stolen. Mr. March says:—

The danger from fire in the Victoria,
Centennial, Albert and other large build-
ings is not great, but should an out-
break occur, the public may feel assured
that no pains will be spared by the
board, the officers and the teachers to
secure the safety of the children by fre-
quent drill and careful handling at the
time of the occurrence of any fire.

Itis an unfortunate peculiarity of
those who are connected with  our edu-
cational institution, whether as profes-
sors. superintendents or teachers, that
few of them are able to express their
meaning clearly in the English language,
and Mr. March has been particularly un-
fortunate in the sentence quoted. 1t
might be inferred from it that the
school board  would order the “frequent
drill” at the time the fire occurred, in-
stead of the drill in question being a
preliminary to the proper treatment of a
fire. It is hardly candid on the part of
the Sun to treat his sentenceas a con-
fession that there is no fire drill in the
schools and thus excite needless alarm
on the part of parents whose children go
to the larger schools. They may rest
assured that the system of drill which
exists in the Victoria and other large
schools in St. John is as good as it is
possible to devise.

ABOUT THE SCHOOLS.

A bill was introduced in the Mas-
sachusetts House of Representatives yes-
terday raising the compulsory school
age of children from 14 to 15
years. If attendence  at the
public schools in this province
were compulsory, as it must be within a
few years, we should, under present
conditions, be strongly opposed to
any such measure.

Maprip, April 20.—The reciprocity
convention between Spain and * the
Mnited States, as drafted by Premier.
pvas del Castillo, representing Spain,
and Gen. J. W. Foster, representing the
United States is based, as far as the
United States i8"cofiéerned, upon the
third or regiprocity sectionof the new
American tariff 1aw. !

In réturn for the privilege of free
entry into the United States of free
Antilles sugars, molasses, coffee and
hides, and a reduction of the dutyom
tea, America will obtain exemption from
duties on most of her raw and manufac-
tured products and a reduction of the
tariff on cereals and flour.

The negotiation were protracted upon:
the question of the entire abolition of the
tariff on cereals, flour and oils, including
petroleum and lard. :

The same question in regard to tobacco
was also raised, but not coming within
the scope of the third section of the
American tariff law, was put aside.
Premier Canovas offered protracted
resistance to the abolition of the tariff
on flour. Barcelona and Santander
traders, who are largely interested in
flour shipments, presented energetic pro-
tests. Eventually representations that
American reciprocity would be im-
possible without the free admission of
American cereals, induced Premier
Canovas to assent to such a reduction of
the tariff as will place American flour
upon a nearly equal footing with Span-
ish flour.

Santander merchants declare that,
taking into consideration the cost of the
transportation of Castile grain, of which
the bulk goes to the Antilles, American
fiour will crush out the Spanish product
in the Spanish West Indies.

If the pressure of Spanish interest had
not been counteracted by the demands
of the Cuban commissioners of notables,
who were determined to obtain reciproc-
ity with the United States, Premier Can-
ovas would have declined to make such
concessions.

The prospect of a dangerous tension of
the relations of Spain with Cuba and
Porto Rico, resulting possibly in civil
war, obliged the government to sacrifice
home industries to colonial interests.

Under the new convention America
will obtain a kind of Zollverein with the
Spanish Antilles. Her wheat, beans,
flour, lard, petroleum, manufactured
products and machinery will enter prac-
tically free of duty.

Among other Spanish exports olive
oil will be replaced by American lard,
and beans, now exported to Cuba in

large quantities will cease to be sent.
The advantages resulting to Cuba, will
be great, but it is impossible to estimate

priest sent by the crown to the colonies
and assigned to this parish by Gover-
nor Cornbury, began his pastorate on
that day. This was the Rev. John Bar-
tow. The first English bishop of Am-
erica, Samuel Seabury, was rector here
for ten years. The original building,
raised by a donation of £40 from the
freeholders of Westchester, in 1700, is
still standing in perfect reservation, be-
ing used by a parishioner as a stable for
his horses and cows. It served the col-
onists as a parish home for ninety years,
Down the road, past the old churchyard
and its hundreds of forgotten graves is
the rectory.

Across the road from the church isthe
parish house, also a relic of bygone days.
There are the old beadstones of another
century, the quaint stone fence sur-
rounding the churchyard, the storm
beaten church itself, the old sexton,
Isaac Butler, who reckons time by the
graves of rectors he has made and bat a
moment’s walk away the ancient church
of the Quakers, which has stood the
storms of nearly two hundred winters.
