U.S. SENATE PASS
MATERNITY BILL

Washington.—The senate approved
the Bheppard-Towner maternity and
infaney bill by a vote of 63 to 7.
The bill earries an appropriation to be
allotted to states that aceept the pro-
visions of the act and appropriates an
amount equal to the siim set aside for
that state by the federal government.
Theé money will be psed for instrue

tion ‘jn the hygiene of maternity
and infaney through public health
nurses, . consultation ecentres and

other methods. The plan provides
for voluptary aetion, and no state
need aceept the act and women may
aceept or rejest the opportunities for
edueation. It is shown that there is
an  annnal loss in  this ecuntry of
20,000 mothers and 250,000 babies un-
der 1 year of age. It is claimed that
a large percentage of these deaihs are
preventable. =
