
Prosecuting Attorney of Chicago 
Will Inquire Into Statement 

by Legislator

Chicago, April 30.—Prosecutor Way- 
man to-day took official cognizance of 
a statement printed in the Chicago 
Tribune, purporting to be a statement 
by Charles A. White, a member of the 
lower house of the Illinois legislature, 
that he received $2,000 from Lee 
Browne, Democratic leader, for voting 
for William Lorirrier, Republican, for 
the United States senate.

White also said he received $900 from 
Representative Robert E. Wilson, as 
his share of the fund which was divid­
ed among certain members at the close 
of the last session.

Way man sent for White to come to 
Chicago and if there is sufficient cor­
roboration, the matter will be laid be­
fore the grand jury, which convenes 
Monday.

Governor Deneen and Attorney-Gen­
eral Stead have started an investiga­
tion of their own.

, Senator Lorimer was seen at 
country home this afternoon and ask­
ed about the charges in the alleged 
statement from White.

The charges, he said, were absolute­
ly false. He refused, however, to dis­
cuss them at length, merely making a 
definite denial that they were true.

CLUBS AND WATER

Honolulu, April 30.—Because of. the 
arrest of four of their countrymen on 
the charge of inciting disorders, five 
hundred Russians surrounded the po­
lice station and demanded the release 
of the prisoners. This denied, they en­
deavored to break down the heavily 
barred doors using women and child­
ren as shields in front of them.

RUMORED PURCHASE
OF WHARF BY 6. T. P.

Company Said to Have Purchased 
Neighboring Property—Con­

struction Work Stopped

(From Thursday's Daily.)
There is a persistent rumor around 

town that the wharves of the Inter­
national Steamship Company have been 
acquired by the Grand Trunk Pacific in 
order to give that company more ex­
tensive accommodation for their ship- j 
ping fleet in this port* If this proves to ' 
be true it will give thetn a fine stretch 
of waterfront, and will prove just one 
more step towards the consummation 
of their plans for making this their 
chief terminal point, where the south­
ern offices of the company will be 
placed, and where a big hotel will be 
erected. It is expected that the Rupert 
City, the company’s first steamer, will 
reach here by June 1st.

Work has been stopped temporarily 
on the Grand Trunk Pacific wharf by 
order of Captain Gaudin, agent of the 
marine and fisheries department. The 
reason is that official approval of the 
company’s plans has not yet reached 
the city from Ottawa.

There is no doubt, of course, but that i 
the plans will be approved. In the 
meanwhile the department’s represen­
tative here has no alternative but to 
stop the work pending the receipt of 
notification that this has been done.

First Prosecution To-day—De­

WHALING STATIONS
MAKE MUCH BUSINESS

Protesilaus to Call for Oil—Otter 
Arrives From the West 

Coast

The new Blue Funnel liner Prote­
silaus is expected back here about 
Wednesday next to load a large con­
signment of whale oil which has been 
accumulating at the outer dock. The 
best grade of oil is shipped In tank 
cars from the C, P. R. freight yards, 
but the inferior grades still go by the 
Blue Funnel liners, which take it di­
rect to Glasgow. The Protesilaus has 
discharged her cargo at Vancouver 
an/1 has commenced-to load up for her 

:idng. return voyage. Shé-will go to 
the mines for blinker coal before com­
ing here; After that she will spend a 
week or two on Puget Soufid, complet­
ing her cargo before sailing on May 
18th. It is some months since a Blue 
Funnel steamer loaded cargo at this 
port,

Steamer Otter, Capt. McPherson, ar­
rowed this-morniiig from the West 
Coast with about 240 tons' of Whale 
products.1 This included 224 drums of 
oil, 328 barrels of oil, and 695 sacks of 
fertilize*. Word wàs brought by the 
steamer that the whaling is Still vefy 
successful at both Stations. The Se­
bastian was operated from Sechart un­
til so many whales wore obtalried that 
tlie'plant-Was ù-nablè tô handle them. 
Then she was transferred to|'Kyuquot, 
and the two steamers soon made that 
station busy.

She will have little spare time to go 
to the new Rose Harbor station at t£e 
Queen Charlottes.

CONSPIRACY ALLEGED
BY COMMISSIONER

President of San Francisco Board 
Who is Under Indictment, 

Resigns Position

(Times Leased Wire.)
San Francisco, Cal., April 30.—Harry 

P. Flannery, indicted yesterday after­
noon for grand larceny by the Marin 
county grand jury, resigned as presi- 

| dent of the San Francisco police com­
mission early to-day.

As soon as his resignation was re­
ceived by Major McCarthy it was ac­
cepted and Flannery so notified. In 
interviews Flannery has given since 
Abbott’s alleged confession, he gave 
the impression that he 1 intended to 
fight to the end and would not resign. 
At midnight Flannery telephoned to 
McCarthy and said that he desired to 
resign. The mayor was unable to 
leave his home, but he sent his secre­
tary, Elmore Leffingwell, to Flannery’s 
home. Half an hour later Leffingwell 
left the house with the written resig­
nation, which he handed to Mayor 
McCarthy at 2 a. m.

In his resignation Flannery declares 
that he is innocent of the charges 
made against him and that his in'dlct- 
merit was a result of an alleged con- 
spracy on the part of his political 
enemies in San Francisco.

ANOTHER PUGILIST
INJURED IN FIGHT

Knocked Out During Contest at 
Allentown, Pa., and is in a 

Critical Condition

Allentown, Pa., April 30.—Unconscious 
from concussion of the brain and a 
broken jaw, “Kid” Harrison, a local 
pugilist, is in a critical condition at a 
hospital here this afternoon.

Harrison was knocked out in a fight 
with a Waterbury, Conn., pugilist, 
known only, as “Fighting Abe.” The 
bout occurred at the Keystone Athletic 
Club Thursday night.

It was believed that Harrison was re­
covering until to-day, when he became 
unconscious. Physicians are now work­
ing over him and declare that he has 
a hard fight for life. No arrests have 
as yet been. made.

EXPERT TESTIFIES
AT DR. HYDE’S TRIAL

SHAWNIGAN LAKE BALL
ON THURSDAY NEXT UNDESIRABLES 

AT ELLIS ISLAND
Believes Paralyzing Poison or a 

Combination of Poisons Caused 
Col. Swope’s Death

Double Train Service Arranged 
for Dancers—Tickets Are 

Selling Fast QUARTER MILLION EACH 
YEAR ENTER STATES

Kansas City, Mo., April 30.—Professor 
Hekoten, the Chicago toxiologist who 

: analyzed the viscera of Colonel Thomas 
H. Swope and Chrisman Swope, de­
clared to-day on the witness stand, in 
the trial of Dr. B. Clark Hyde, that he 
found no evidence that disease of any 
kind ended Chrisman Swope’s life.

Answering the hypothetical question 
describing Chrisman Swope's _ death, 
Prof. Hekoten said:

“If the patient has typhoid and 
manifested such symptoms as those 
described in the question, death may 
have been from a poison or from a 
combination of poisons. Upon the 
manifestation of such symptoms ad­
ministration of strychnine is advis­
able.”

Prof. Hekoten testified that the' 
brain of Colonel Swope was removed 
without injuring it. He stated positive­
ly that Colonel Swope did not die of 
apoplexy. Considering his advanced 
age, he said, Col. Swope’s body was in 
very good condition.

The examination made, he said, did 
not reveal evidences of death resulting 
from disease.

Answering a hypothetical question, 
describing Colonel Swojie’s death as the 
earlier question had described Chris- 
man’s, Prof. Hekoten expressed the 
opinion that death was caused from a 
paralyzing poison, or a combination of 
poisons.

Cyanide of postassium and strych­
nine, he said, were such poisotis.

Congress Cannot Be Prevailed 
Upon to Stop This Indiscrim­

inate Admission

(From New York Bureau United Press 
Associations.)

New York. April 30.—More than 250,- 
000 “undesirable immigrants” are 
cleared through the gates of Ellis Isl­
and yearly. Of this number only a 
small percentage become public 
charges within the three year period 
when they may be sent back at the ex­
pense of the steamship company that 
brings them here.

Some of those who are permitted to 
enter the country because they have 
money needed, and seemingly meas­
ure up to the requirement for admis­
sion, hardly know their own names, 
have forgotten the name of the town 
they come from and cannot name the 
day of the week.

Officials here declare there is no 
chance of securing Congressional ac­
tion to 'plug the leak.” As soon as 
drastic measures are suggested, they 
claim, there arises a cry that an at­
tempt is to be made to prevent “liberty 
seekers gaining a hayen of refuge from 
European oppression.”

Dr. Sidney D. Wilgus, chairman of 
the committee on immigration of the 
State Lunacy Commission, who has 
spent years investigating the matter, 
and admitedly one of the best posted 
American experts on the immigration 
problem, is authority for this. Dis­
cussing the subject to-day, he said:

“There is. no apparent cure for the 
great evil of immigration.. If any at­
tempt is made to hold up some of the 
most undesirable there comes a wave 
of protest from every quarter of the 
United States. We are told that 
are trying to prevent people improving 
their condition, and newspapers unite 
in denouncing the officials and many 
times raise money enough to get those 
held up into America.

“An educational test and an increase 
in the-head tax might aid, but there is 
little chance that congress will act on 
this problem. The three-year period in 
which an immigrant who becomes à 
public charge can be sent back at the 
expense of the steamship line bringing 
him, should be extended to five years, 
however. Statistics show most of the 
aliens who fall back on the communi­
ties for support do so within three to 
five years. If they get over the five 
year period they usually are all right.

“My declaration that many aliens 
coming here are so weak mentally they 
cannot remember where they came 
from, or in sôme instances cannot re­
call their ntltiies, is not far-fetched. 
They have flttle idea of the division 
of time;- one" day is the same to them 
as another aftd they ïive and die here 
without imprôving mentally.”

William Williams, commissioner of 
immigration of the port of New York, 
in many respects concurs in the views 
of Dr. Wilgus. The exclusion laws 
are easy going, he says, and even when 
strictly enforced keep out only the 
very bad port i oh of the foreign ele­
ment. -

“But between these elements and 
those that are a real benefit to the 
country,” he said, “there lies a class 
who may be quite able to earn a liv­
ing here, but Who in doing so tend to 
pull down our standard of living. I 
am now concerned with the question 
whether or not laws can be framed 
which will correctly describe this un­
desirable class. I wish merely to em­
phasize what must be known to every 
thinking person, that this undesirable 
class is coming here ih very consider­
able numbers and that we are making 
no effort to exclude it.”

Wilgus and Williams, however, dif­
fer materially on the manner in which 
inspections should be made at Ellis 
Island. Wilgus insists that ttiere is no 
adequate system of inspection which 
would tend to exclude the least desir­
able while Williams insists the exam­
ination Is as severe as can be possible 
under existfng laws.

PROSECUTION UNDER
INTERDICTION LAW

Licensee of Regent Saloon Charged 
—Magisterial Judgment on 

Tuesday

DEVELOPING COAL

Victoria Company is About to 
Stait Operations on Well 

Situated Property

W. A. Anderson, licensee of the Regent 
saloon, Johnson and Douglas streets, was 
charged in the police court yesterday 
afternoon, on remand, with selling liquor 
to a man who had been interdicted. J. A. 
Aikman prosecuted and Frank Higgins, 
D. S. Tait and J. S. Brandon appeared for 
the defence.

Two witnesses gave evidence that they 
had purchased beer for the man in the 
saloon on the night of Saturday, April 
16th. Both were aware that he had been 
interdicted. They identified J. R. Mc­
Kenzie as the barman who served them.

The father gave evidence as to his son’s 
drinking habits, and stated he had warned 
Anderson not to supply him with liquor.

This morning, at the request Of Magis­
trate Jay, the interdict was. put in the 
box and confirmed the statement that he 
had been served with beer at the hotel the 
night in question. He received $44, his 
pension for service in the South African 
war, where, he lost an arm, on the 4th of 
April. This money, with the exception of 
about $10, had been spent in Anderson’s 
saloon.

Both J. R. McKenzie, the bar tender, 
and W. A. Anderson, the licensee, swore 
the man was not in the saloon on the 
night of April 4th, and that they had not 
served him with liquor. There were, how­
ever, fifty to seventy-five people there at 
a time that night. A barber, with pre­
mises next the saloon, said he had an ap­
pointment with the interdict on the- 4th 
April which had not been kept by the lat­
ter. He had not seen him in the saloon or 
about the place all day.

After hearing addresses for the prosecu­
tion and the defence, the magistrate re­
served his decision until Tuesday morn­
ing.

As the company has been formed for 
business purposes solely, it is capitalized 
at the smallest amount deemed sufficient 
for adequate financing. The capital is 
$125,000, but only $90,000 is being issued, and 
the subscription lists are now open for 
this.

Transference of Two From Atlan­
tic to This Coast May Be Ac­

complished Fact Soon

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy has, accord­
ing to a dispatch from Montreal, stated 
privately that his company would have 
two new Empresses running on the 
Atlantic within next two years. Two 
information was given to Jacob A. 
Johnston, president of the Halifax 
Board of Trade. Mr. Johnston was in­
terviewing Sir Thomas on behalf of his 
board in regard to the possibility of 
having the C. P. R. extend their rails 
to Halifax.

When Sir Thomas Shaughnessy was 
here not very long ago he stated that 
as soon as the company built new 
steamers for the Atlantic the ones now 
there would be transferred to this 
coast. The delay of the company in 
adding to its fleet has occasioned some 
uneasiness, but doubtless several poor 
years in the shipping business has not 
induced confidence on the part of the 
directors in the stability of that branch 
of the business. Now, however, it is a 
practical certainty that something will 
be done soon, and it may not be very 
long before the larger liners are on this 
coast.

Several proposals have been made in 
regard to the disposition of the pres­
ent white liners when the new steam­
ers come. The people of the Hawaian 
Islands are very anxious to have more 
frequent communication 
port, and it is said that a line of 
steamers plying back and forth would 
pay well. Then there Is ,the Mexican 
trade, which has developed consider­
ably of late. Steamers from here could 
call at San Francisco each way, and 
there would be a great many passen­
gers picked up from that port bound 
to Canada and to the Puget Sound 
cities. That the C. P. R. will let other 
companies take all the business on this 
coast is hardly to be expected, and 
there will be plenty of places to operate 
the steamers as soon as they are avail­
able.

Of these, four are supposed to be those 
of Mr. and Mrs. C. C. Gray and their 
two children, as they were found be­
neath the rooms occupied by the Gray 
family in the Rissmore hotel. A por­
tion of the body of a child was found 
in the rear of the hotel ruins, but has 
hot as ÿiet been identified.

The sixth body is believed to be that 
of Mrs. Archibald, widow of the late 
W. T. Archibald, who had a suite of 
rooms adjoining the hotel parlor and 
immediately over the C. P. R. Tele­
graph office. All the others reported 
missing were guests at the hotel.

Among those who made their escape 
from the burning building by the aid 
of ropes were the following: His Honor 
Judge O’Reilly, Mrs. O’Reilly and the;r 
son, Harry; Major Beatty, M. P., Lon­
don, Ont.; a traveller named Bristol; 
Alei. R. NtcLennah, wife and daugh­
ter, Toronto, the former being a 
brother of the late Col. R. R. McLen­
nan, ex-M. P. for Glengarry; J. Bums, 
traveller for the Boston Cigar Co.; 
Harry Briggs, traveller for J. R. Pa­
quette, Quebec; a drygoods traveller 
named Mason.

Had it not been for the coolness and 
presence of mind of Wiliam Fitzgib- 
bon, the well known president of the 
Cornwall Lacrosse Club, several more 
would have perished. Fitzgibbon woke 
Fielding, who in the smoke must have 
been confused and made for the regulîr 
exit, which was shut off. Fitzgibbon 
then rescued three dining room girls 
by getting them out on the roof 
through a skylight. The fire gained 
great headway before being noticed.

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The fire was first noticed by the night 
clerk of the hotel, who was in the 
rear of the building at the time.

VANCOUVER ACCOUNTANT 
IS SECURED BY CITY1

J. F. Helliwell to Enter Upon His 
Duties of Investigation Early 

Next Week

J. F. Helliwell. the well known Van­
couver accountant, lias been selected by 
the city council to investigate civic 
methods of bookkeeping and, where 
possible, to make recommendations for 
improvement in the System. Mr. Helli­
well was present at a special meeting 
of the council held last evening and 
was introduced by Mayor Morley, who 
insisted that such an Investigation was 
imperative In the public interests. His 
worship went on to explain that the 
vote of $5,000, which had been included 
in the estimates for the purpose of en­
gaging Griffith R, Hughes to act in this 
capacity still stood, and nothing re­
mained but for the board to give sanc­
tion to the selection of another man 
to fill the position.

Mr. Helliwell, in explanation of 
What he purposed doing, said the audit 
to be a thorough ope would occupy 
some six months, arid during that time 
he or one of his assistants would be 
engaged in an investigation of present 
methods at the city hall. He hoped to 
be able to inaugurate such systems as 
would result in a great saving of money 
for the city.

In the civic estimates for the cur­
rent ye^r the sum of $5,000 was set 
aside for this audit, and while no 
fixed sum has been agreed upon in re­
muneration of Mr. Helliwell’s services, 
it was decided last evening that it 
must not exceed that amount. The 
work of investigation will be com­
menced next week.

During the conference with Mr. Hel­
liwell, the reporters were asked to 
withdraw, and therefore the public has 
no means of ascertaining what are the 
opinions of the individual members of 
the board regarding this proposal. It 
is known, however, that several mem­
bers are opposed to securing the ser­
vices of an outside accountant, it being 
contended that local talent is available 
for the purpose.
