Manager Mathias,* who was reported
to have received fatal injuries, has since
succumbed. Mr. Mathias came from
London, England.

He is not expected to recover,

John Love, druggist, was seriously
injured, and Dr. White also sustained
slight injuries. Two ciher men, whose
names are unknown, were hurt.

Mrs, Mathias and her child escaped
with slight injuries,

The Hotel Fairview was a three-story
frame structure, well built and furnish-
60x60 feet, having 28
bed rcoms and other accommodations.
The hotel was built about 1898 by the

.original Fairview Corporation, which last

year transferred its properties to the
New Fairview Corporation. When the
company last issued its balance sheet,
the hotel and furniture was shown ¥
an asset valued at $20,000, besides which
‘the stock and permanent improvements
represented $1,400.

RUMOR OF QUARRELS

Among the Boer Generals Who Are Dis-
appointed at Financial Results
of Trip.

London, Oct. 23.—-Generals Dewet,
Botha and Delarey, who .were to  be
special guests at a dinver given to-night
‘by Lady Cook, failed io attend, although
up to the last moment they were ex-
pected. Quarrels have arisen among the
Boer generals, and it is supposed that
on this account they declined to go
together to the dinner,

It is reported that General Dewet
wants the tour of the wenerals, including
the trip to the United States, abandon-
ed, and that all three are disappointed
at the financial results so far obtained.
General Botha, however, is said to be
anxious to make a further effort to col-
lect funds. A warm discussion on this
point is believed to have occurred be-
tween Generals Dewet and Botha, and
‘General Delarey is said to have remain-
ed neutral in the matter. General De-
wet's presence is\ considered necessary
for the success of “the .tour, and 1if he
persists in peturning to South Afrieca, it
is not unlikely that the tour will be
abandoned,

CLOSURE APPLIED.

Last Night's °Session of the Imperial
House of Commons Was Lively.

London, Oct. 43.—This evening's ses-
sion of the House of Commons develop-
el discriminations between the Irish
Catholic members and Thomas Sloan,
the new Protestant member from South
Jelfast, There was much cheering and
counter cheering,

In moving the adjournment of the
House to discuss the Belfast = rioting,
Mr, Devlin, while disclaiming any mo-
tives of religious bigotry, attacked the
Irish executive for permitting disorderly
Sunday meetings on the steps of the
Belfast custom house, during the course
jlf which he charged that blasphemers
insulted the Catholic community, and
fomented infamous -attacks on certain
Protestants.  Mr. Devlin said that the
result of the Belfast election, however,
had served to frighten the Irish sup-
Porters of the government.

Mr, Sloan, in his maiden speech be-
fore the House, replied that there had
been more rowdyism in the House of
Commons in the past week than he had
seen on the steps of the custom house
at Belfast. He said that none of the
speakers at the latter place was evey
blaced in jail for boyeotting and intimi-
dation, for the simple reason’ that they
Wwere all Joyal subjects, who did not be-
lieve in such conduct.

Mr., Wyndham praised what he char-
acterized the successeof Mr. Sloan’s first
appearance, and denied that there had
‘1‘;;\11 any rioting at Belfast on October
9th, ¢

Wm. Redmond then rose to speak, but
Premier Balfour moved the closure,
which was earried by 188 to 125 votes.

TROUBLE OVER.

Strike at Dunkirk, France at an End—
The Dispute in Coal Fields.

Paris, Oct. 23.—In the Chamber of
Deputies to-day the premier read two
dispatches which he had just received
irom the under prefect of Dunkirk. The,
first message related to yesterday’s dis-
order there, and the second reported that
the strike was ended and that work
would be resumed to-morrow as the
workmen and their employers had come
to a complete agreement. The reading of
1his second message was greeted with
enthusiasm from all parts of the house.

Immediately after the following order
cf the day was accepted by the govern-
ment and adopted by 375 votes to 164:

“Tha Chamber of Deputies, taking into
account the declaration of the president
of the council that he will press in par-
liament the discussion and vote on the
reforms interesting to the miners and
cenfiding to his firmness and ‘wisdom to
protect the liberty of work and the free
exercise of the right to strike, invites
the president of the council to use all
his influence to cause both parties to ac-
cept arbiteation.”

FROM THE STATES.

Large Number of Land Seekers and
Delegates Reacn Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, Oct. 23.—The immigration
and land offices were all crowded to-day
with land seekers and delegates from the

4 United States. The number to arrive

by the regular Great Northern train was
80, and almost as .many came in over
the Canadian Northera. The majority
of them were from the states of Minne-

sota, North Dakota and South Dakota, |

Massachusetts, Wisconsin and Illinois,
although many of the surrounding states
were also represented. Their number in-
cluded farmers, lawyers, real estate
men, merchants and traders. Over 50
per cent, of the number claimed United
States nationality, and the balance were
originally from other ~lands, although
they had all been settled in the United
States. $

Iisthef Quimby ecame to her Jeith in
the village of White Plains; on the 19~h
day of October, 1902, of diphtheria, und
general ‘septicoemia, owing to the cul-
pable negligence of her parents, Jonn
Quimby and Georginna Quimby, also a
certain so-called ‘“Healer’” named John
Carroll Lathrop, in failing to provide
proper medical attendance and neglect.
The evidence warrants the holding of
the three persons under the penal code
on a charge of manslaughter.

KING OSCAR SUMMONED.

Will Appear in Court in Connection
\With Papers Supposed to Be in
His Possession.

Stockholm, Oct, 2¢.—King Oscar has
had the novel experience of being sum-
moned to appear in court in connection
with documents belonging to the late
Helga Delabrache, said to be in his pos-
session. Helga, who was the daughter
of the dethroned King, Gustavas Adol-
phus IV., died some years ago, The le-
gates now demands the delivery of pa-
pers received by King Oscar’s father
from Helga. These papers are under-
stood to be of an interesting historical
character.

WITHDRAWAL OF TROOPS,

Prince Ching Will Ask Germany to In-
terpret the “Invidious
Stipulation.”

Pekin, Oect. 24.—Prince Ching, presi-
dent of the foreign office. intends to ask
Germany to interpret the “invidious
stipulation” regarding the evacuation of
Shanghai by the foreizn troops as em-
bracing all China, thus removing the
implication that the Yang-tse-Kiang val-
ley is threatened by British schemes of
aggrandizement. As the Germans are
pleased with the agreement as it stands,
it is doubtful if Germany will consent.

BRILLIANT SCENE.

Recipients of Coronation Honors De-
corated By King Edward.

London, Oct, 24.—Nearly™ four hun-
dred recipients of coronation honors were
invested by King Edward at Bucking-
ham Palace to-day. The inw€ture was
c.arried out in the ball room with unusual
ceremony. All the great officers of state
were present, and the scene was particu-
larly brilliant, for all the participants,
in accordance with His Majesty’s in-
structions, wore uii ¢he ribbons and
medals that they possessed.

BRITISH NAVY SCCUTS.

Three Boats With Speed of Twenty-
Five and a Quarter Knots to
Be Built. eE
London, Oect. 24.—The British admir-
alty has given out contracts for the con-
struction of three warships deseribed
as “scouts.” They will have a speed
of 25Y kunots when in fighting trim,
their engines will be of 17,000 horse-
power, and their seagoing qualities will
be superior to those of the torpedo boat

OVER IN COAL REGION

They Object to the Conditions Under
Which Operators Will Take
Men Back.

Hazelton, Pa., Oct. 24.—The employees
of the C. B. Markle & Company’s col-
lieries, and the men working at the drift
on the mine of Coke Brds. & Company
voted last night to continue the strike
until the cenditions under which they are
to be taken vack by these firms are
changed.

The company has issued an order to the
cffect only a limited number of men will
be re-emvloyed, and that it will not dis-
ckarge tac mem who have taken the
places of the strikers.

Additional Men Engaged,

‘Wilkesbarre, Pa., Oct. 24.—There is a
slight improvement in the coal mining
giluation in the Wyoming and Lacka-
wanna regions this morning, but in the
Schuylkill and Lehigh regions there has
Lbeen iittle change since yesterday. All
of the collieries of the Delaware, Lacka-
wanna & Western Company are being
worked with an increased force of min-
ers. The Ontario & Western Company
started all of its mines this morning. The
Lehigh & Wilkesbarre Coal Company
rcsumed operations at two of its mines,
but owing to the accumulation of gas,
they had to be shut down again. The
Delaware & Hudson Company has more
mines jn operation in the Lackawanna
distriet than yesterday. but in the Wyo-
ning cegicn the company could not get
en additional colliery started, although
steatn was up in readiness for hoisting
coal. .The Lehigh Valley Company re-
ports that it has one more mine in oper-
ation this morning than yesterday.

A general resumption is not looked for
until Monday.. With the mines in opera-
tion ‘the output of coal must ‘be.some-
what curtailed because the mines can-
not ‘be worked to their full eapacity. One
superintendent expressed it to-day as fol-
lows: “We are only feeling our way.
It will take some days before anything
like the normal output will be obtained.”

The Arbitration Commission,

Washington, Oct. 24.—The members of
the strike arbitration commission, ap-
pointed by President Roosevelt, met at
the White House shortly after 10 o’clock
1his morning and went into conference
with the President.

The President greeted the members of
the commission cordially. The work to
be done by the commission was inform-
ally described. , He then presented their
instructions as follows:

“Gentlemen—At the request, both of
tle operators and the miners, I have ap-
pointed you a commission to inquire in-
to, consider and pass upon the questions
in controversy in ccnnection with the
strike in the anthracite region and the
causes out of which the controversy
arcse. By the action you recommend,
which the parties interested have in ad-
vance consented to abide by, you will en-
deavor to establish the relations be-
tween the employers and the wage work-
ers in the anthraéite fields on a just and
permanent basis, and, as far as possible,
to do away with any causes for the re-
currence of such difficulties as those
which you have been called upon to
settle.

“T submit to yon herewith the publish-
ed statement of the operators, showing
that 1 named you as members of the
commission, Mr. Wright being named
recorder; also the letter from Mr. Mit-
chell. T Fave appointed Mr, Morley and
Mrs. Neill as assistants to the recorder.”
With the instructions were the state-
ments of the operators.

TWO MEN DROWNED.

Their Boat Capsized When the Oecu-
pants Were Trying to . Land,
Seattle, Oct. 24.—Dr, -Adrian Monod,
formerly French vice-consul in Seattle,
and Oswald Steele, of Fairhaven, Wn.,
who were drowned in attempting to land
their boat at Kamachatka, it is said by
friends here, were looking over the
ground of a great fishing concession se-
cured from the Russian government.
This concession is said to have been
granted by the Governor of Preamur,
and gave the right for exclusive fishing

along the northern coast of Siberia.

Details of the disaster are meagre,
having sifted through a number of chan-
nels before reaching psssengers of the
Oriental liner Kanshin, by which they
were brought to Seattle.

STORM AT NOME.
Three Men Drowned and Much Damage
Done to Buildings Along Water-
front.

Seattle, Oct. 25.—One of the worst
storms that ever raged in Behring Sea
raged on the Nome coast from October
11th to 14th. Three.lives were lost in
the Nome sea and a large amount of
damage was done to buildings along the
waterfront. The drowned 'men are:
Geo, Furth, /engineer of Session’s naptha
launch; Geo. Robinson and C. E, Kelly,
boatmen. The accident occurred on the
night of Monday, October 13th. On
Sunday the water rose 18 inches higher
than it was‘in 1900. Fears are felt that
serious damage was-done at St. Michael.

The mine
superintendents would take no chances,
«nd the mining of coal was put off until
all parts of the underground workings
can be made safe. This will take a few
days yet, and in sone cases it will take
weceks before the mines can be put in
full operation, From reports received
from the entire- anthracite region, the
number of mines in operation is given as
a little less than two-thirds of the total
rumber, but the output of coal was less
thun half the normal,

As was to be expected there was more
or less dissatisfaction among the old em-
ployees over ‘he reopening of the mines.
When it was decided not to resume work
for a few days the men took it that the
coal companies did not want their ser-
vices and many complaints reached Mr.
Mitchell’'s headquarters. . But as the day
wore vn the true situation became known
and there was a better feeling all around,

1t looks as though the union engineers
were going to have some difficulty gets
tirg back their old places, At nearly
every mine where the striking engineers
muade application for work te-day they
were told that there were no vacanefyw

& large number of carpenters are aiso

out in the cold. A delegation of car-
penters waited upon President Mitehell
to-day and told him of their grievances.
The chief of the miners’ union advised
his callers to wait a few days and see
if employment would not be offered them,
The firemen are being taken back in
larger numbers than any of the other
steam men, That is because they are
experienced and they take the places of
men who are not so eéapable. The only
friction reported between union and non-
union men was at several collieries in the
Wyoming region, where the miners ob-
jected to being lowered into the mines
by non-union engineers.

SEVENTY SOLDIERS KILLED. |

Details of Engagement Between RBritish
Troops and Fellowers of the
Mad Mullah.

Aden, Arabia, Oct. 25.—Details of the |
fighting in Somaliland on October 6th |
between the British expeditionary force !
and the followers of the Mad Mullah |
show that a more serious disaster wasi
only averted by the splendid example of
the few white officers. As it was, the:
British force lost a Maxim gun and 70 |
men killed, while 62 of their enemy’s'
dead were counted close to tne fighting |
line, :

Shortly after the British expedition
left their fortified camp for Mudug on
October 6th the Mullah’s forces were '
reported about a mile ahead, and within |
half an hour, and while the British forces
were advancing in single file through a |
dense jungle, the enemy charged 1hei
British right flank.
