of the convention there were as many 
visitors in tlfe galleries as witnessed the 
entire opening session of Tuesday.

Not only since thè opening of the Con­
vention have all thè visitors* seats' béten 
filled, but the manner in w hich the crowd 
poured through the entrances to-day 
gave evidence that by the time the £avel 
fell every r.eat would be occupied and 
the standing room jammed to the limit. 
The delegates and alternates were not 
as prompt as the spectators in their ar­
rival, and the orchestra rendered about 
one-half of its day’s programme while 
waiting for the convention to open.

A few moments before the assembling 
there was a hurried conference by the 
managers, which resulted in an agree­
ment that Alabama, the first state on the 
roll, would yield to New York to nomin­
ate Roosevelt. It was .also agreed that 
Alabama, which was the first state to in­
struct for Fairbanks, would yield to 
Iowa to place the senator’s name in nom­
ination for the vice-presidency.

At 10.30 a. m. Chairman Cannon 
called the convention to order, the galler­
ies being completely filled for the first 
time, and tiers of people standing in rear 
aisles.

At the conclusiofi of the opening 
prayer Chairman Cannon presented an 
announcement that on the sixth day of 
July at Jackson, Mich., there would be 
celebrated the fiftieth anniversary of the 
birth of the Republican party.

Then followed an announcement that 
the recently-elected National Republican 
committee would meet in the Coliseum 
annex immediately on the announcement 
of the convention.

Chairman Cannon at once announced 
that the next order of business would be 
a roll call of the states for the nomin­
ation of the President of the United 
States. The clerk called ‘'Alabama,” 
and immediately Oscar B. Huntlÿ, of 
that state, mounted the chair and an­
nounced that Alabama requested the 
honor and privilege of yielding its place 
on the roll to the .state of New York. In­
stantly the convention was in an uproar— 
The New York delegation was on its feet 
like one man, waving their flags and 
shouting.

Ex-Governor Black, of New York, im­
mediately started for the platform and 
nominated President Roosevelt, and at 
the conclusion of liis nominating speech 
the greatest demonstration yet seen in 
the convention broke out, continuing for 
fully twenty minutes. When the noise 
ceased Chairman Cannon called the con­
vention to order to allow Senator 
Beveridge, of Indiana, to second the 
nomination. Geo. A. Knight, of Cali-, 
fornia,; Harry Stillwell Edwajals, of 
Georgia ; Ex-Governor Bradley, of Ken­
tucky; Jos. B. Cotton, of Minnesota', and 
Harry .9- Onmmingp (colored) of Mary­
land, followed Senator Beveridge with 
speeches, seconding Roosevelt, after 
which’ the roll of states was taken for 
nomination of the President, Roosevelt 
being nominated.

Later.—Senator Fairbanks was nom­
inated for vice-president.

Elderly Man Shot Himself In the Head at 
Tacoma.

Tacoma, June 20.—-A* elderly man named 
Ingalls, supposed to live at Stellacoom, 
killed himself on Dock street yesterday. 
When the day shift went to work on the 
dredger they found Ingalls sitting on the 
dock leaning against a small tool house. He 
said nothing and they paid no attention to 
him. 1

Opening the door of the tool h'ouse they 
pushed it around, almost concealing . In­
galls, who sat at the rear of the door. The 
men had been working about half an hour 
when they were startled by a loud report, 
and for a moment no one knew whence it 
came. Seeing smoke drifting from behind 
the door, It was swung around.

Ingalls was still In a sitting posture, 
dead. His right hand clutched a 38-calibre 
revolver, and was lying at his side. Blood 
was oozing from a hole in his right temple.

The coron» found no papers on Ingalls 
that would throw any light on his identity, 
further than a receipt for the payment of 
a small sum of money for dental work, 
and in which his name appears as “’In­
galls.’* He had no money In his pocket, 
and his appearance Indicated poverty. He 
was dressed In a steel gray suit, and the 
coroner places his age at 56.

Mr. Bowse Appeared as a Witness in

Thursday.

London, June 22.—Apparently nothing 
new can be obtained in regard to the dis­
appearance of Kent J. Loomis, brother 
of Assistant United States Secretary of 
State Loomis, who was a passenger on 
board the North German Lloyd steamer 
Kaiser Wilhehn IX., which left New 
York on June 14th, and arrived at Ply­
mouth on Monday morning and at Bre­
men’ yesterday. Mr. Loomis was seen 
at midnight on Sunday on board the 
steamer, but he was missing at 1 o’clock 
on Monday morning. No one seems to 
know what has happened in the interval.

Ottawa, June 21.—Sir Frederick Bor-

Chicago. June 22.—The tariff plan 
agreed upon by the sub-committee of the 
Republican National resolutions commit­
tee declares for the “cardinal principles 
of protection," and further that the 
“rate of duty should be the difference be­
tween the cost of production in the Unit­
ed States and abroad.”

"The rates of duty should be readjust­
ed only when conditions have so changed 
that the public interests. demand it. AH 
such changes should he made by the Re­
publican party,"

A long paragraph was adopted in re­
lation to reciprocity, after a very excit­
ing and protracted contest, by a bare 
majority. Several votes were taken on 
this subject, and it was considered two 
or three times before being finally agreed 
to. It is a declaration for “commercial 
reciprocity, which is possible only under 
a protective tariff, and whenever a re­
ciprocity arrangement can be perfected 
without injury to any industry.”

The opposition to the reciprocity plank 
was led by Mr. Blythe, of Iowa, Repre­
sentative Dalzell and Senator Hans- 
borough, while Senator Lodge and Sen­
ator Foraker persisted in an effort to 
secure the declaration. It was urged 
that reciprocity had been endorsed’ by 
previous platforms, and more particular­
ly in the last speech of President Mc­
Kinley at Buffalo, and had been followed 
by the.present administration in carrying 
out the policy of the McKinley adminis­
tration.* More time was spent on this 
subject than all the remainder of the 
platform, and' the opponents only con­
sented to agree when it appeared that 
the fight might be taken into the com­
mittee on resolutions, and possibly be­
fore the convention. The sub-commit­
tee will report unanimously, and it is ex­
pected its action will be ratified by the 
committee to-day,

A plank was adopted urging the ac­
ceptance by all countries of passports is­
sued to Jewish citizens of the United 
States.

A plank was adopted calling upon 
congress to investigate whether the right 
of the franchise is being violated, and 
also that states violating section 14 shall 
be limited in their congressional and 
electoral college representation-.

The Vice-Presidency.
Chicago, June 22.—Senator Fairbanks 

will be nominated for vice-president 
unanimously by the Republican National 
convention. The Illinois delegates met 
to-day and decided to withdraw the name 
of Representative Robt. R. Hitt. Tho 
names of the other candidates will also" 
be withdrawn. Senator DoIIiver will 
present the name of Senator Fairbanks 
to the convention. With the platform 
completed and in the hands of the full 
committee, every element of speculation 
seems removed from the remaining ses­
sions of the convention.

Senator Fairbanks received an ova­
tion as he reaped his seat in the In­
diana delegation. Senator Depew, of 
New York, said to the Associated Press: 
“I have plenty of support from other 
states. The delegations are all here in 
full force. We must jinish to-day.”

The convention was called to order at 
12.22 p.m. Chairman Root then intro­
duced Rev. Thomas E. Cox, of the 
Holy Cathedral, of Chicago, who deliver­
ed an invocation, after which the reports 
of the committee on credentials and the 
committee on permanent organization 
were adopted.

Moody giving reasons why the 
reserves were made. Col. Moody had 
selected the military and Capt. Richards 
the naval. They were for the protection 
of New Westminster, the capital at that 
time.

T”. I860 Governor Douglas had given 
instructions that no pen or ink was to be 
allowed to remain in the office so that 
scoring of the plans might take place. 
This was just before the proclamation 
opening to pre-emption.

Neison, B. O., June 22.—The trial of 

the test damage actions against the 
Crow’s Nest Past Coal Company, 
which commenced on May 31st, was 
concluded this afternoon, after lasting 
20 consecutive days. The feature of the 
case was an attempt on the part of the 
defendants to prove that the disaster in 
which 125 men were killed fit Coal Creek 
was the result of a coal dust explosion 
as against the plaintiff’s theory of a gas 
explosion. Experts from Canada, the 
United States and England testified in 
the matter. Seven counsels were en­
gaged, and the damages claimed amount­
ed to over $800,000, exclusive of costs.

The court reserved judgment, hut stat­
ed that a decision would be rendered 
within the next few days.

Ninety-one cases will abide by the re­
sult of the decision of the court in the 
five test eases. .

Assassin of Babrikoff Declared He Had 
Decided on Murder After Mature" 

Deliberation.

Stockholm, June 21.—The Aftenblatt 
publishes a letter to the Emperor of 
Russia purporting to have been written 
by Eugene Schaumann, the assassin of 
Genera! Bobrikoff, governor-general of 
Finland, the original of which Schau­
mann said would be found upon his per­
son after his deed had been committed. 
The letter follows:

"Sir,—Through the senate, which is 
obedient to Bobrikoff, the latter has suc­
ceeded in creating lawlessness in Fin­
land. Through lies and false represen­
tations, Bobrikoff and Plehwe, minister 
of the interior, have induced Your Ma­
jesty to issue ordinances incompatible 
with Finnish laws, which you promised 
at your succession to safeguard, firm' and 
unshaken. The best officials of the state 
have been removed wituout trial in favor 
of fortune hunters and others ineliigible 
to state offices under Finnish laws, and 
your most intelligent and trustworthy 
subjects have been banished.

Plehwe, whose duty it is to report to 
Your Majesty all matters concerning the 
Grand Duchy of Finland, is not a Fin­
lander, and has common interests with 
Bobrikoff, therefore Your Majesty does 
not get true knowledge of the real 
situation.

“As it is not probable that the real 
situation will be known to you in the 
near future unless Bobrikoff be removed, 
there is only one way to take in self- 
defence, and that is t"o render him innocu­
ous. The remedy is violent, but it to the 
only one.

“Your Majesty, I have done my deed 
alone after mature deliberation, and in 
the moment of death I swear there was 
no conspiracy.

“Knowing your good heart and good 
intentions I implore that you seek infor­
mation regarding the whole empire, in­
cluding Finland, Poland and Baltic prov­
inces.

“Signed, with the deepest veneration, 
Your Majesty’s humblest and truest sub­
ject. Eugene Schaumann.”

The copy was mailed to a person who 
was not in Finland. Schaumann in writ­
ing him said that the original would not 
reach the Emperor.

The Platform.
Chicago, June 22.—The platform 

adopted by the Republican National con­
vention declares convention’s adherence 
to the following principles:

“Protection, which guards and 
develops our industries, is a cardinal 
policy of the Republican party. The 
measure of protection should always at 
least equal the difference in the cost of 
production at home and abroad. We in­
sist upon the maintenance of the prin­
ciples of protection, and therefore rates 
of duty should be readjusted only when 
conditions have so changed that the pub­
lic interest demands their alteration, but 
this work cannot safely be committed to 
other hands than those of the Republican 
party. To entrust it to the Democratic 
party is to invite disaster. Whether, as 
in 1892, the Democratic party declared 
the protective tariff revision, its real 
object is always the destruction of the 
protective system. However precious, 
the purpose to ever the same. A Demo­
cratic tariff has always been followed by 
business adversity, a Republican tariff by 
business prosperity.

“We have extended widely our foreign 
markets, and we believe in the adoption 
of all practicable methods for their fur­
ther extension, including commercial 
reciprocity wherever reciprocal arrange­
ments can be effected, consistent with 
the principles of protection and without 
injury to American agriculture, Ameri­
can labor or American industry.

“We believe it to be the duty of the 
Republican party t'o uphold the gold 
standard, and the integrity and value of 
our national currency.”

Black was a married man, but persist­
ed in his attentions to Miss Hunt. Last 
night he went to her home and created 
such a disturbance that a policeman was 
called to eject him. To-day he met her 
on Sutter street, and threatened to kill 
himself. She secured his pistol and 
threw it into the street. He picked it 
up and began to run, flourishing the 
weapon. s

Policeman Hook and Carr saw him 
and the former fired a shot in the air to 
stop the apparently insane man. 
seemed to startle Black, who suddenly 
stopped and fired a bullet into his brain. 
He was dead when the officers reached 
the spot where he fell.

New York, June 23.—A spot has been 
selected, says a Tangier cable to the 
Times, for the delivery of the prisoners 
by Raisuli and the payment of $20,000 of 
the ransom. Raisuli undertakes to hand 
over his captives on that understanding, 
the other terms having already been ful­
filled.
