There Justice Smith 
charged Judge Ferris with having knocked 

1 the cabman down, and Alderman Morris 
was a witness to it Justice Kilbreth 
thereupon detained Judge Ferris, who 
seemed to be mystified by the proceedings, 

examination, and gave him a seat be­
hind the bar. During his detention he had 
quite a number of callers, and was several 
times kindly allowed to eo out on his own 
P&role, in the custody of his friends, to 
visit interesting places in the neighborhood.
During this time the telegrams were sent to 
Chatham. Senator Muirhead sent inquiries 

tto many friends in this City, and the result 
Was that when I reached the Tombs Court­
room, after the morning hearing, I found a 
large party assembled. Justice Kilbreth was 
requested to finish the case. The prisoner 
was asked how he came to be where he 
was, and he said lie 4 had been at a dinner 
party and missed the train.’ Justice 
Smith and Alderman Morris both admit­
ted that their charge strictly construed, 
only meant that Judge Ferris had knocked 
the hackman down—on his fare—and the 
prisoner was discharged on condition that 
he would ‘go home on the next train.’
'1 he last I saw of him was in the com­
pany of Justice Smith, behind a fast horse 
going rapidly up Fifth avenue, and I doubt 
if he will reach home by the next train, 
although Senator Muirhead was telegraph­
ed to that 4 through friendly influences 
Judge Ferris had been enabled to procure 
his dismissal from the Tombs, and will j 
reach home on the next train.’ ”

A Chatham “ Judge ” ia Now York.

STBFor SAIS & CO-, It appears that some of the practical 
jokers who explored the “ Lone Lake of 
the Mountain,” in this County a tew years 
since are still in the discovery business 
and are to be congratulated on a most suc­
cessful effort on Manhattan Island, where 
they came upon the trail of a representa­
tive of animated nature well known to 
Inland authorities, but seldom found fre­
quenting that insular locality. These 
Gothamites arc liot particular about the 
clasification of their subjects, so long as 
the yenus is fairly distinguished, and the 
manner in which they involve the real and 
imaginary together, mixing fictitious witli 
actual names and bringing those of dis­
tinguished persons in contact with incon­
gruous surroundings, is sufficient to mis­
lead the understandings of minds far from 
unsophisticated. “A Canadian Judge in 
the Tombs ” is the heading under which 
the latest exploit of the explorers is an­
nounced in the New York Time* of 16th 
inst. and but for the fact* that we know 
the victim “ Judge Ferris *' has no exist­
ence hereabouts, we might infer that real 
persons were being dealt witli all through- 
The staid character of our Chatham Sena­
tor is as well established a fact as the my­
thical existence of his friend the “Judge”, 
who is supposed to have been before Jus­
tice Kilbreth, and the latter gentleman is 
well known as one of the most austere of 
Now York Police Justices. Justice Mor­
gan has, for some years, presided over his 
court in New York with a freedom from 
reproach that has made his position one of 
the most noticeable in the Police judiciary 
of that great city. It is said of him that 
when he was in the army he was noted as 
a disciplinarian, a characteristic which 

f coupled with undoubted personal courage, 
carriedJh ira rapidly through the grades to 
the position of a Major-General, in the 
the short space of thirteen months. He 
has been known to carry a wounded soldier 
out of dinger on his back, and his flask 
back into the thickest of the fight 
to refresh his comrades. During 
his first experience on the bench a 
young married man was brought before 
him charged with driving recklessly over 
Leow Bridge—which, in those times, stood 
on Broadway, at the comers of Fulton St. 
—and injuring one of two bootblacks who 
were playing at the exit of the structure. 
The offence was a petty criminal one and 
the proof being positive Judge Morgan 
had to send the offender, who was a poor 
teamster, to Blackwell’s Island tor a 
month, in sçite of a young wife’s tears. 
In giving sentence he,himself,was affected 
to tears and actually provided for the 
young man’s household while he утла in­
carcerated. Judge Morgan is a temper­
ance man in practice, but not connected 
with any organization professing temper­
ance principles, being quite a recluse in 

4 -social matters and more of the' diligent 
student than anything else in his private 

"life. But on one occasion he was the 
guest of the Seventh Regiment and during 
a “second session” after dinner, when 
only a few veteran comrades were present, 
he indulged just a little too freely in 
Cliquot Champagne. Next morning, how­
ever, he appeared at his court as usual 
and before the prisoners were brought 
in he called the clerk and handed 
him a five dollar greenback, saying, “re­
cord that fine against me.” “In what 
way, sir,” said the clerk. “In the usual 
way, sir,” said Justice Morgan, sternly, 
all his old spirit of military discipline and 
stem sense of duty, being imprinted on 
his countenance. “It is not for me to 
sentence these poor wretches who are soon 
to be brought in, unless I first discipline 
rayselff Justice is justice and intoxication 
is punishable in this court by tine. I in­
curred a tine of five dollars last night. ” 

Justice Smith of New York is the 
founder of the Hoboken Infirmary, of 
which he is President. He was a very 
skillful practitioner bèfore he retired from 
following his profession and has, pro­
bably, been instrumental in reforming 
more inebriates than even D. Banks Mc­
Kenzie.

Alderman Morris was a famous sani­
tarian in New York—the inventor of the 
revolving double-action steam street 
sweeper, the work of w'hich he superin­
tended personally for one hundred nights, 
until it was perfected. He is one of the 
most morose man in public life in New 
York.

ted States Mr. Editor :—Permit me to lay before 

you a statement as to how we have been used 
for the last few years in this part of the 
County with regard to the expenditure 
of Great Road money. You are,doubtless, 
aware that there is annually expended 
some two thousand dollars granted by the 
Local Government for Great Roads from 
the County line to Caraquet, including the 
road from Inkerman to Shippegan. It, 
however, appears that Shippegan has been 
completely ignored for the last three or 
four years, notwithstanding the large 
amount of business doing and the corres­
ponding travelling over the road; therefore 
the whole amount is expended between 
Tracadie and Caraquet. How is it that 
Shippegan is thrown out in the cold? 
Does it not represent^ fair proportion of 
the population and votes of the County ? 
Or, is it that the people of this Parish are 
too insignificant to be noticed ? Or, again, 
is it that they do not pay in their just 
tribute to the revenue of the province? 
No, the reason is that the people of Shippe­
gan have been independent, and have re­
fused on all ami every Occasion to bow the 
knee to the political principles of the 
President of the Council; and the Supervisor 
of Great Roads refuses what is fairly and 
honestly due to the people of this parish. 
Unless the people meet the views of this 
interest both here and elsewhere in the 
County they need not apply for a dollar’s 
worth of work. Now, Mr. Editor, this is 
a sad state of things. This is a free coun­
try, and undoubtedly the people have a 
right to form and exercise a judgement of 
their own. Is it right, that because a cer­
tain party holds the reins of power , they 
should trample on the rights and privileges 
of our three hundred electors and keep 
from them their just dues.

But you will naturally ask what becomes 
of the money ? Take up the Auditor 
General’s report on Public Accounts for 
1877, and at page 172, no. 103, you will 
find a number of vouchers amountiug to 
nearly nineteen huâdred dollars expended,
I presume, between Tracadie and Caraquet. 
Next is No. 53, Inkerman to Shippegan 
harbour, $122.55. I defy any man to 
point out to me where there has been ten 
dollars worth of work performed on that 
road, and I am satisfied the whole travel­
ing community will corroborate my state­
ment

Then, again, the next voucher, $600, 
goes to James Walsh, Sr., (father of Su­
pervisor) an old man of eighty or upwards, 
who is an invalid and who has not been 
out of the house for ^rears. Do you sup­
pose, Mr. Editor, that old man has given 
value for that amount of money? No Sir, 
it is against reason, and against sound 
common sense. I doubt whether he ever 
knew anything about the transaction. 
Then, Sir, where is this money? The 
finger of suspicion points, where? Well, 
I’ll leave your readers to judge. But 
where is our local representative all this 
time? Does he know nothing about this 
money? Is it not his duty to see that this 
money is properly expended and that hia 
constituents are fairly and justly dealt 
with? If so, then it is about time that he 
opened his eyes. There is no man knows 
the state of the road complained of better 
than that gentleman, as he has been over 
it several times this season and if he did 
not smash his waggon he ought to be thank­
ful. Perhaps the next time he may not be 
so fortunate, as they are daily getting 
woi se and when the wet weather sets in
