The motion that the vote be
recorded was then put and lost, where-
upon F. W. Summner, a delegate from
Moncton, arose and charged that fifs

teen or twenty men not accredited dele-
gates had voted. This imputation was
resented vigorously by the Halifax
delegates, but amid demands that he
apologize Mr. Sumner reiterated his

1charges.

Calls for Proper Vote

Excitement ran high for a time, calls
for a proper vote being mingled with
, demarids for a resumption of business.
The chairman ruled that as a major-
ity of the delegates had voted against
having the names recorded it could
not bBe dome. This brought
from one side and sarcastic remarks
about “persons who were afraid to
stand by their votes” on the other.
