The fall whieat
plots have all been cut and the barley har-
vest is mow in 'progress. About fifteen
wcres of this grain has been cut, most of
which will be ready to house in the course
of two or three days. The other grain
crops on the Experimental Farm are looks
ing well ; their growth has been vigorous
aud rapid ; they are all standing well, and
there has been comparatively little rust.
With the favorable jweather which has
prevailed, it is expected that the grain will
be unusually heavy and the returns highly
satisfactory.  Corn, roots and potatoes have
wade wonderful. progress during the past.
