Montreal, July 12.—It Is stated on
good authority that two of the mem-
bers of the commission appointed by
the Government te prepare plans for
the new Quebec bridge have handed
in their resignation, these are Mod-
jeska, of Chicago, and Fitzmaurice, o
London, England. It was known some
time ago that the commission, the
third member of which was Vautelet,
of Montreal, had not been able to
agree and the Government appointed
a third board, composed of Holgate,
Noble and Phelps Johnson, of Mont:
real, to look into the plans and en-
deavor to restore harmony. This it Is
stated, was to a certaln extent effect-
ed, but not completely, with the re-
sult that the two forelgn members
have washed thelr hands of the bridge
tenders for the construction of which
have been called for. The resignations
have not yet been accepted.

away.

-~ TELL OF FIRE

Moncton, N, B, ~July 12-~When
Conductor Thomas Corbett of Monc-
ton, who had charge of Monday's
acommodation, arrived Campbell-
ton, the fire was raging flercely and
he could not get beyond McLellans
Siding. He desoribed the scene as
'Sne never to be forgotten. Flames
were rising high in the air and the
whole west end of the town appear-
ed to be a seething mass of flames,
as the wind blew a stiff gale and car
rled the fire with lighting rapldity
leaping from one bullding to another
as If they were tinder boxes.

The roar of fire and the situatten
generally was intensified by numerous
explosions that sounded like the roar
of grtillery and the scene beggared
deuqnmlon.

Campbellton being a headquarters
for sportsmen and also having a num-
ber of dut bil the explosi
were probably gunpowder, gasoline
and ofl tanks, barrels, ete.

Thé traln crew of the accommoda-
tion saw the necessity for removing
panic stricken people from the fire
zone,

Many of them were loath to leave
their belongings and entrained with
difficulty though it was quite evident
that no human agency could save the
gituation. By much persuasion, how-
ever, & train load of homeless peo-
le was secured, but here another

Not In Explosion,

H. (. Nico!l, manager of the coms
pany owning the explosives factory at
Sand Point, which suddenly ceased to
exist yesterday, had made & state-
ment affirming that no explosion took
place. .

“A fire occurred in the drying room
of our factory, from some unknown
cause,” he said, "The men killed were
working in that department, and were
practically burned to death by in-
stantancous ignition of certain gases
that were present In the bullding.
These were the gases from sulphuric
and nitric acld. Two men who were
working within 1000 feet, of the fac-
tory stated that they heard no report
of any explosion though they saw
flames, Therefore it was not heard at
Arnprior and could not even have
been heard at Sand Point, a mile
away. If there had been an explosion
every man inside the fence enclosing
our grounds, and there were 14 men
employed at the plant, would have
been killed.”
