An important part of the poultry
work of the Live Stock Branch of the
Department of Agriculture, during the
nast year has been the organization
'f Co-operative Hgg Circles. Ten cir-
cles in all have been organized under
the auepices of the Branch, working
in conjunction with the provincial and
|agricultural college authorities and the
i Poultry Producers’ Association of Can-
!ada. The preliminary work in connec-
tion with a number of others has been
done, and from present indications it
{1s apparent that this phase of co-oper-
ir\tlve work is likely to have rapid
growth in the near future.

Being primarily concerned with the
Improvement of the Canadian egg
trade, the Live Stock Branch has en-
couraged the formation of these cir-
cles because the movement affords a
means whereby the quality of eggs
can be improved as they leave the
farm, .and the pernicious practice of
holding eggs both on the farm and in
the country stores largely elimated.
Co-operative effort of this kind also
affords a medium whereby the eggs
in any given community, may be col-
lected and marketed frequently and
regularly, and insures to the consum-

Co-operative Egg Circles, Established Under the Auspices of the Live
Stock Branch of the Department of Agriculture are Proving

er a new-laid egg of uniform quality,
at no great increase in cost,

At the time of joining the associa-
tion the members agree to stamp each
egg with a given number designated
by the Board of Directors. This is
done so that the eges of each member
may be identified when graded and
payment made, according to quality.

A manager i8 appointed by the Board
of Directors whose business it is to
collect, grade, sell the eggs and appor-
tion the returns among the members
according to the quantity and quality
received. In most circles the eggs
from each farm, are collected at stat-
ed intervals, but in others the mem-
berg deliver the egss to some central
point, such a8 a creamery, cheese
factory, store or house, from which the
manager makes the shipment,

It is well known that at certain sea-
sons of the year, there is a wide dif-
ference between the price received for
eggs by the farmer in the country
store and the price by the consumer
in the city. This difference is not
nearly so marked in the spring of the
year, ag it i8 in the late summer, fall
and winter. In other words, as the
quality of ordinary farm eggs becomeg

more uncertain, the premium placed

eggs produced in the month of Decem-
ber, last year, the majority of circles
in the provinces of Ontario and Que-
bec, received a price of from 45 to 50
cents a dozen,

A limited number of circles will no
doubt be able to take advantage of the
rapidly growing select trade in the
larger Canadian cities, but from the
fact that the wholesale egg dealers
in Ontario and Quebec, have recently
adopted a new system of buying on a
basis of quality, it ig likely that the
product of the majority of circles will
find its way to the consumer through
the more recently established chan-
nels of trade.

The Live Stock Branch stands ready
and willing to help on the égg Circle
movement, in every possible way. Of-
ficers of this Branch, are now in the
field, and there is available a quantity
of literature, including outlines of con-
stitutions, by-laws, etc., dealing with
the work, coples of which may be ob-
tained upon request from the Live
Stock Commissioner, Ottawa,

DISTRIBUTION OF PURE BRED MALE
ANIMALS BY DEPARTMENT OF
AGRICULTURE, OTTAWA.

([Realizing that inability to secure the
use of wellbred male animals is at
the present time one of the greatest
difficulties standing in the way of live
stock development in many parts of
Canada, particularly in the newly set-
tled districts, the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture, through the Live
Stock Branch, is this year undertaking
a widespread distribution of pure bred
stallions, bulls, rams and boars. The
original cost of the animals will be
borne by the Department and they will
be placed in the hands of such local
organizations as agree to the condi-
tions governing the distribution, In a
word tkese sires will remain the pro-
perty of the department, but the local
associations will be responsible for
their proper maintenance and manage-
ment under the general supervision of

Nut Cookies.

Two tablespoons butter, 1-4 tea-
spoon sugar, 1 egg, 1 teaspoon baking
powder, 1-4 teaspoon salt, 1-2 up flour,
1 tablespoon milk, 1-2 cup finely chop-

pednuts, 1-2 teaspoon lemon juice.

Cream the butter, add sugar and egg
well beaten. Mix and sift the dry in-
gredients, add them to the first mix-
ture, then add the milk and, last, the
lemon juice and walnuts. Drop from
a spoon on an unbuttered baking pan
one inch apart., Place one half nut/
meat on the top of each and bake!
twenty to fifteen minutes in a slow
oven. This makes twenty-four cook-
ies. The nuts should be measured be-
fore they are chopped.
