The Baptist Foreign Mission board met 
in regular session at their rooms, Ger­
main street, Wednesday at 2.30 o’clock. In 
the absence of President E. M. Sipperell, 
the cihair was occupied by Rev. Mr. Hutch­
inson, of Moncton.

Lavers, of St. George, were the only 
clergymen stationed, outside the city, in

The financial statement submitted, by 
the treasurer showed the total receipts 
from August to have been $10,370.73, and 
the total expenditures $11,335.33.

The treasurer also called attention to 
the fact that funds to the amount of $4,- 
000 were required to pay up to June 30th 
the salaries of the several missionaries 
now in the field. It was decided to com­
municate with Rev. Mr. Morse, now on 
furlough, and ascertain whether his health 
would permit of -his resuming mission 
labors in India by autumn.

The board have under consideration two 
applications for positions in the mission 
field. The applicants are Sebra Freeman 
and John Glendenning, students at New­
ton Theological University. The former 
belongs in Queens county, N. S., and the 
latter at Moncton. Both are graduates 
from Acadia College—in the class of ’98 
and ’99. Mr. Freeman states his willing­
ness to engage in evangelical work at once, 
but Mr. Glendenning, providing the board 
is acquiescent, feels that he could not 
commence until the lapse of a year. The 
acceptance of the applications depends 
largely on the condition of the board’s 
treasury.

Lettons were read from missionaries now 
in the field, one of which told of the 
annual meeting of the mission workers in 
Chicolee district, India. It reported 77 
baptisms to the eight churches, making 
in all a membership of 500.

The regular meeting of the Baptist Home 
Mission board was held Tuesday after­
noon. A missionary was appointed to 
Kent county, grants were made the vari­
ous churches and reports read from Gen­
eral Missionary Colwell and other laborers 
now actively engaged in the field.

MORGUE DESCRIPTION.

Several People Who Were Recently 
There Say The Telegraph Has 
Properly Shown What the Place 
Is—Story of a Patient Who Re­
cently Left the Hospital.

Â CAUSE OF HEADACHE,
One Very Common Caut,e, General­

ly Over-Looked.

The Telegraph reporter who explored 
the hospital morgue Friday night and 
whose story was alleged by an evening 
paper to be “a mare’s nest,’’ has taken 
the pains to have the place which he 
visited identified by undertakers as the 
genuine and only morgue of the hospital 
This was the place where Mr. Biohards, 
the last man who died in the institution, 
was laid out and from, which the under­
taker buried him- An undertaker said 
he had officiated at several funerals from 
the hospital and in every case had laid 
out and taken the body either from the 
room in which death occurred or from 
the identical morgue which The Telegraph 
reporter visited Friday night-

Mrs. M- R. Percy, of 14 Walker’s wharf, 
daughter of Mr- Richards, who was pres­
ent when her father’s body was taken 
from the morgue, said The Telegraph’^ 
description was “correct in every detail and 
tailiied precisely with the place from which 
my father was buried.’’

Mrs. Wm. A. Mu liar, who was for some 
time employed as laundress in the hos­
pital, said the morgue when she was in 
the hospital was as described by The 
Telegraph. To the statement that the 
morgue was situated “at the front of the 
building,” “quite near the elevator shaft,” 
Mrs. Muller gave emphatic denial and 
said the morgue' was at the "back of the 
building, the first door from the end and 
could be entered from the grounds.”

As the persons mentioned were quite 
willing that their statements should be 
used in any way and as The Telegraph re­
porter did visit the morgue as described 
by the undertaker, Mrs. Percy and Mrs- 
Mullar it would seem that in spite of the 
zealous efforts put forth by the evening 
paper previously- mentioned, the reporter 
did “after all gratify his ‘idle curiosity.’ ”

James Graham, a Nelson street black­
smith, residing at 191 Marsh Road, spent 
a portion of a week before last as a patient 
at the General Public Hospital. He told 
the 'following story to The Telegraph:

“I ami a sufferer from nose bleed, and 
on Tuesday before last went for treat­
ment to the hospital on the recommenda­
tion of Dr. G. A. B. Addy. At the in­
stitution I felt warranted in a complaint 
in comieCtion with Dr. W. L. Ellis. I 
frequently asked his services and he would 
promise to comply, but this was the ex­
tent of his treatment: For three after­
noons «fid nights I considered I was 
thoroughly neglected. Saturday I deter­
mined to leave and come home, believing 
that by so doing I could receive proper 
medical attention. I believe the hospital 
would be an excellent institution if prop­
erly conducted. Just at present I would 
not return.”

A letter purporting to be from Jirs. K. 
McCarron, who is still a patient at the 
hospital, has been received. It sets forth 
that Mrs. McGarron did not call for a 
nurse two hours before being answered, 
as alleged by Mr. Day in a recent letter, 
and states that she has never had a bell 
in ‘her hand since she has 'been in the 
hospital. The letter compliments Miss 
Smith on her ability as a nurse.

“I endorse all that has so far appeared 
in the newspapers concerning the Gen­
eral Public Hospital,” said an ex-patient 
of that institution the other- evening.
“I suffered from- heart trouble and catarrh 

of tiie stomach,” he continued and enter­
ed the hospital on the 28th of last Aug. 
I left on Thanksgiving day. The stories 
told about mice,-bed bugs, sour bread and 
rancid butter are plain truths, for I ex­
perienced them all. I’ve thrown bits of 
bread on the floor and watched the mice 
devour them. I’ve removed bugs from the 
bed clothing and knew what it was to 
receive bad bread and butter, but with 
Dr. Lunney’s advent in September, the 
butter served was much better than form­
erly. In that part of the hospital where 
I lay there was was only one closet, con­
sequently both sexes were obliged to use 
it. The mattress on my cot was never 
aired or changed, and by constant use I 
gradually wore through it until I could 
fed the wire springs of the cot. On the 
day I was discharged, I was informed 
that I must take an antiseptic bath. Af­
ter doing so, I was given a suit of under­
clothing that had not been dried. How­
ever, it was that or nothing, so I put 
them on. The day was cold and disagree­
able, and going out into it, in my 
tain health, with the damp underclothing, 
has affected me with a lung trouble which 
is with me .yet.

“I was told that if I wanted medicine 
to go to one of the commissioners. I 
went to Dr. Addy, but I never received 
assistance. I have been three times around 
the world and been in hospitals at Hong 
Kong, Paris and London, but the institu­
tion here is the worst that has 
under my observation.”

Geo. Mitchell, a pastry baker of 192 
Brussels street, wishes it made known 
that he does not supply bread or any 
other article of food to the General Public 
Hospital. From his observations he be­
lieves the nurses at the hospital to be 
zealous for their charges comfort and the 
matron, Miss Mitchell, indefatigable in 
her efforts in their behalf- Mr. Mitchell 
is no relative to the matron.

When seen by The Telegraph regarding 
his experience in the hospital, Robert Mc­
Gourty, who is employed with Power & 
Lane, Union street, stated Wednesday 
that he was in the hospital three months 
with a sore leg and that when he went 
there Dr. Morris blistered the leg; that 
the blister broke and was bandaged, the 
bandage was not removed for 14 or 15 
days, and the leg became so sore that the 
patient thought it was never going to 
get well again. He couldn’t move and the 
odor from the sore was such that visitors 
would not approach him, would scarcely 
go in the room where he was. At last a 
nurse removed the bandage and attended 
tq the woundj He said the bed bugs were

re ot obstinate headaches would 
simpler matter.
