The first speaker, Mr. Innis, epoke of |
certain dangers in the work of selection
which must be avoided. He pointed out|
| the danger of selecting plants which had |
been stimulated to extra growth by exces-|
| sive fertility, moisture or sunlight, and
strongly advised a careful study of the:
plants, in view of securing seed capable of
reproducing large yie.ds. He also pointed
out the great imjortance of prac.sing
proper culture methods, and in having the
seed put in the best possible ~hape. !

Mr. Moore showed very clearly the
folly of importing seed from outside |
sources and strongly advised the use of
home-grown seed for the maritime prov-
nces.
i Mr. Brown gave in detail the methods
| practiced by him in his plant breeding
| operations.

Mr. Marchbank also outlined the meth-

! ods applied by him for the past few years
| dealing with the question of treating seed
for the prevention of rot. He had been
able to produce a splendid sample of oats
by use of formaline.

Other prominent agriculturists, includ-|
ing Prof. Cummings and Mz, Fuller, of}
Truro; Superintendent Robertson, of Nap- |
pan, and Mr. Ruddick, dairy commission-|
er, of Ottawa, took part in the discussion,
and as a whole the meeting was a most
creditable and enthusiastic one.
