attractive to them. The scout movement
does not deal with the work of the sol-
dier on the field of battle. That is one
kind of scouting but another ig thé scout-
ing of peace. These ‘scouts of the empire
be they mounted policemen or mission-
aries who have to do their duty far from
applause and simply because it is their
duty, have to learn to look not only after
themselves but others.

“As we believe that the lives of these
men furnish the best examples to be
found anywhere, we hold them up for
the lads to emulate. So we teach the
boys to look after themselves in the field,
to cook their own meals, to read maps
and to find their way by reading the
stars. Not ‘only so, but we teach them to
be helpful to their comrades and in towns
and cities to be helpful to weak women
and children. In short, we teach them
to be chivalrous in the best sense of the
word. We also urge upon them public
duties simply because they are duties and
organize among them fire companies, and
companies for life saving and ambulance
work.

“Do pot misunderstand me. I do not
hold a brief for any particular branch of
the service. I am rather against that than
otherwise. I am mno general now, you
know. All that is done with. I am a
doctor. I think that I have had as much
experience in military matters as any man
in the British empire and we rather dis-
courage the military side. We aim to
make our boys use their hands and brains,
whereas under a military system each boy
becomes part of a machine. If any of our
officers takes it up of course we do not
forbid it. We put a boy on his honor and
expect him to do things. This makes him
more valuable to the empire when he is
taught to consider his own pleasure in the
second place.

“The matter of\religion is an important
one and it might well be asked what we
do about it. Well, as a matter of fact
we don’t do anything. We expect every
scout to have one form of religion or an-
other and to live up to # when among his
comrades. There is one thing we insist
upon which is perhaps the practical side
of religion, that is that every day they
shall practice doing a good turn either to
their fellows or to animals. This is the
side of religion which appeals most to
youngsters who can’t see where the other
side connects with our daily life.

“There 18 another reason, however, why
we do not impart military training. A
great many parents have conscientious ob-
jections to having their sons’ minds filled
with thoughts of war and killing, and very
properly so. I do not by this mean to run
down any of the existing organizations
such as the cadets. We have no right to
do that, being a junior organization, but
we rather want to work with them. It was
while working in conjunction with the Y.
M. C. A. that T gave them the idea of the
scdut movement as an organization con- I

BIG PRIZE LOOKS SAFE

British Aviator's Performance Yester-
day for the $10,000 Purse Will Be
Hard to Beat—Americans Lead in

" Minor Events,

(Associa‘ed Press,)

Boston, Sept. 12—American and English
aviators competed in what was probably
the most daring and spectacular pattle for
supremacy in the air ever fought out dur-
ing the history of aviation at the next to
the last day of competition for the prizes
in the Harvard-Boston aero meet at AL
lantic today.

One world’s record and two American
records were broken, Ralph Johnstone, in
a Wright biplane making new marks in the
accuracy, duration and distance events
Johnstone remained in the air three hours,
five minutes and forty seconds, which
broke the Amerjcan record of Clifford B.
Harmon, of New York by one hour, ten
minutes and thirty seconds. On the samc
trip he covered 97 miles 4,666 feet, which
is likewise a new American record, better-
ing Harmon’s mark by some seven miles.

Descending from his long journey, John-
stone planted his car almost exactly over
the flag in a test for accuracy, his seat
being but five feet four inches from the
flag, which made a new world’s record for
accuracy in landing on skids.

An achievement, no less marvellous, was
a flight of Claude Grahame-White, of
England, in which he went twice to Bos-
ton light and returned from the field, a
distance of thirty-three miles, in thirty-
four minutes one and one-fifth seconds, or
practically a mile a minute for the entire
distance, using a Bleriot monoplane.

The victorious Democrat leader is a
young man in point of age, but an old
hand in the political game. Colonel Plais-
ted was born in Bangor in 1864, but did
not marry until two years ago. He has
always been a Democrat and received his
title while serving on the staff of his fath-
er. He ran for mayor of Augusta five
times, and won four elections. While hold-
ing that office he was chosen sheriff of
Kennebec county, and occupied both posi-
tions with credit for two years. He is
identified with a number of state organiz-
ations, and is a past grand commander of
the Knight Templars. His business is
that of a publisher of a weekly paper.
