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INTRODUCTION.

In order to form a just estimate of the value of 
our ONTARIO BILINGUAL SCHOOLS, we must 
ascertain to what degree they educate, or are fitted 
to educate, when given full liberty of action, the 
faculties of the child entrusted to them.
