Shipwreck and Loss of Life —The gale of 
the 30th resulted in loss of propet ty to a C"t>- 
sidersble extent on the coait, especially in -he 
Gulf of St. Lawrence. A severe gale occurred 
on this coast on Saturday night Ian, which, it i- 
to be feared, has proved terribly destructive, not 
only of property but also of life. The Rtcordei 
furnishes the melatich-ly tidings of the drown­
ing of six men and three women, near the en 
trance of our harbour, from the schr. Venus, 
Capt. Muggah, of Sydney, the Captain being one 
of those who perished : —

The schr, Venus, of Sydney, C. B., Cap-. 
Muggah, was driven ashore about 11 o’clock at 
Dark Cove, near the mouth of Ketch Haibor, 
and sad to relate'-the captain and crew of e x, 
(with th- exception of one man,) two women 
and a young girt were drowned. One man 
named McLeod saved himeelf by jumping from 
the jib-boom to the cliff, whence he was enabled 
to reach a bouse about a quarter of a mile off. 
He came to tbe city yes erday and gave the first 
information of the affair. One of the women 
was named Armstrong, another Mrs. King, both 
belonged to Newfoundland.

Another schooner was lost at Dunoi-i’s Reef, 
but fortunately all hands were saved. It ia to 
be feared that these are not the only caaulties 
which will have to be reported.

Between April 1, the opening 
day of the gigantic aff-iir, until Auguat 31, 110,- 
146 passengers passed through the town of 
Calais Pariewards, aod this month the flow has
in no wise diminished.

The Harvest in England —The majority 
of the wheat crops will be deficient in quantity ; 
though it is certain that during the ten day» 
which preceded tbe unusually late harvest in the 
Midlands, the improvement ia the character of 
the crops was unexpectedly great, and when 
cut V -v had a very bright and good color. And 
the harvest ha» been late, and tbe corn when 
cut baa sustained whilst in the field some heavy 
and drenching storms ; there has been none of 
that perpetual rain which laat year did so much 
injury. Where there he» been ordinary judg­
ment and activity, there ha» been no great por­
tion of the grain seriously damaged. The qual­
ity, then, will be good, and all accounts agree 
that the new wheat have yielded badly.

Italy.—The excitement in Italy is unabated. 
The Italian journals apeak of a meeting of Gari­
baldien officers at Florence, at which an inaur- 
rectionary movement at Rome was spoken of ae 
certain imme lately the Garibejdiane reached 
the frontier, and say it was decided that the 
enterprise on their part should be entered upon 
as soon as possible, the exact date and means 
at present being kept a secret.

London, Oct. 4.—While in prison at Alexan­
dria Garibaldi persistently refused to give hia 
parole not to engege in any hostile enterprise 
againet the Pepal States. Meanwhile the Italian 
Government, hoping to allay the popular ex­
citement caused by his arrest, gave orders for 
the transfer of the prisoner to hie home at 
Ueprera, without insisting upon his parole. The 
General was accordingly taken to that ialand, 
where he was apparently set at liberty. Soon 
after bia arrival he euddenly disappeared from 
tbe island, and succeeded in reaching tbe msin- 
land ; but hie movements had been carefully 
watched. He was agsin arreste l and aent back 
toCaprera, where he now remains under guard, 
a prisoner in hie own house.

Vienna, Octr. 4th.—The Roman Catholic 
Biabope of the Auetrian Empire have met in 
congre»», and declare their opposition to any 
change in the concord as now established be­
tween Rome and Austria.

London, Oct. 4.—It ia reported that a police­
man has been shot and killed, in Rochedale by 
some Fenian. A policeman we» attacked and 
nearly killed in this city by a gang of Irishmen 
lest night. These events, in connection with 
tbe rec-nt.occurrences in Manchester and Ire­
land, have given riae to rumor» of a new and 
widespread Fenian conspiracy

London, Oct. 3, (midnight).—The following 
despatch from Italy hea juat been received here : 
'• Florence, Oct 3rd, (even.)—The rebel» hold 
many posta in the Province of Virtebo, aod 
await the attack of the Pontifical troop».”

The Emperor Alexander of Rusaia has de­
manded of the Sublime Porte the cession of the 
Island of Candi» to Greece.

A report has reached here to-day, the authen­
ticity of which is not fully eetabtiihed, that King 
Victor Emanuel has made an appeal to the great 
powers of Europe againet the September treaty 
which binds the Italien Government to prevent 
any infraction of the temporal Dominion of the 
Pope.

Paris, Oct. 4.—Advices from Rome of to­
days date represent that the city ia quiet.

Berlin, Oct. 4.—Leirdelor's Correspondence, 
a semi-official journal published at the Capital, 
in its issue of to-day make» the assertion that 
the rrcent meeting of the Emperor Napoleon 
and Francis Joseph at Salaburg, an understand­
ing was come at aa to the person whom they will 
support for successor to Pope Pius the Ninth, 

London, Oct. 4th, (afternoon).—Exteneive 
operations in Grain have recently been made 
by the Government, and French mercantile 
houses have reduced the specie in the Bank of 
France to the amount of one million pounds 
sterling,

London, Oct. 4th, (midnight).—A message 
from Florence announces that the insurgent», in 
a secure position near Begnar and Virterbo, 
were attacked by the Papal forces. The fight 
resulted in tbe defeat of tbe attacking party, 
who withdrew hastily. The lose ia unknown. 
Tbe effect of this victory was very inspiring to 
the party of action. A public meeting of the 
friande of Garibaldi wae held at Turin yesterday. 
Revolutionary speeches were made by many 
distinguished pereoos.
