It is obvious that every country in the United Nations has an obligation to
pay, in accordance with established assessments, its portion of money required to
maintain the organization. We hope in Canada that the seemingly inflexible po-
ition taken by the Soviet Union will be recognized as deserving of a change in
stitude in order to enable that country to play the role which, as an important
power in the world, it must be expected to play. It will be a matter of the greatest

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Later the same day, Mr. Martin replied as follows to various questions about
3 the fate of foreign hostages in rebel hands in the Congo:
We are faced, as other governments are faced, with a serious situation in
Stanleyvﬂle where about 800 people are held as hostages. It would not be pos-
d ible for anyone to say with any measure of certainty what is going to happen there.

Among that number are some 37 or 38 Canadians, some qf them missionaries.
Ve have tried to resort to every means within our power to obtain, along with
i tther countries, the release of these hostages. In addition to the Hon. Member
for Red Deer (Mr. Robert Thompson), one of our own officials, Mr. Gauvin,
§+ho likewise has had contact with some of the personalities involved in Stanley-
illie, is there now and was there with the Hon. Member for Red Deer, asso-
tated with him in an attempt to bring whatever influence they could to bear,
trough acquaintances in Africa, on those authorities in the Congo and in the
Organization of African States for the release of these hostages. . . .
