MAaaNIFICENT SERMON BY BISHOP

CLEARY, OF KINGSTON — A GREAT
DAY FOR DOUGLAS.
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27th June, 1589

This hae been truly & memorable day,
not only for this parish, but for the
whole Vicariate Apostolic of Pontiac, and
indeed for the whole Province of Oatario,
Seldom is it poesible for the Bishop of a
diccese to fully consecrate to God &
newly-erected church, because our
people, as a rule, are not able at that
time to place the building in such a
poesition fimancially that it can never be
diverted from the Divine proprietorship,
and in fact the number of consecrated
churches in Upper Canada is very small,
All honor to the parish of Douglae, its
bard-working sud z:alous pastor, and its
faithful and self sacrificing people, who
out of their poverty have given to God
of their best, and bave presented to
Him, to be His own forever, & house far
less unworiby of His presence than
many more pretentious edificee whica
are 10 be found in our large cities. All
congratulations to His Lordship Mugr.
Larrain on beiog abie, for the first time,
to perform the eolemn, though for him
wearisome, ceremonies of consecration,
All sentimen'e of pride aud thanksgiving
for the ecclesiastical Provinee of Outawa
and the civil Province of Oatario, ia
having such & beautiful addition to their
churcn buildings, especislly as it is one
“not for an age; but for all time.”

The occasion was one of such solemn
import that it was fitling that many
dioceses should be represented, and in
fact no less than three distinguished
prelates assisted at the ceremonies, the
veloved Vicar Apostolic who was the
consecraling Bishop, the learned and
distinguished Bishop of Kingstoo, and
the venerable Bishop Clut, coacjutor of
a territory whoee northern boundary is
the Artic Ocean, The absence of priests
other than those belonging to the Vicari-
ate itgelf 18 easily accounted for by ihe
difficulty of access to this village, partic
ulsrly in muddy weather, and the
multifarious duties which constantly
devolve upon our over worked clergy.

SI. MICHAEL'S CHURCH

First & few words ot deecription of the
new church., To everyone who entered,
in the midst of a small villsgs such as
this, for the first time the exquisite
structure dedicated to God under the
invocation of St, Michael, the seneation
was one of utter amazsment. The
cburch is & perfect gem of its kind, and
s in every particular designed and
completed in true taste. The building,
including the sacristy, is one hundred and
tweuty-one feet in length, and forty-five
feet in width, A beautifully propor
tioned spira rizes from the right angle of
the church, and is surmounted by a
gilded cross one hundred and thirty
feet from the ground, The style of
architecture adopted is Gotbic, and the
chief materisl is blus limestone, the
trimminge being of white mearble. A
twelve inch base course of the marble
girds the building, and the caps and
centres of the buttreszes, the door and
window sills, the keystone and squebacks,
are of the sime waterial. Tne white

marble contrasts most cflectively the
dark limeetone, and gives & rich appear-
ance 10 an edif 1@ whose general exierior
decign is singularly neatw The marbls
used in the building is the same that
took & special prize sl the Paris exhibi-
tion of 1867 The le of decoration
employed in the interior is new to this
psiuof the couniry, sud 1ts design and
execntion alike reflect the greatest
credit on the artist, Mr, N. O Rochon,
of Montreal, The whole of the walis
and ceiling are adorned in the kind of
fresco termed grisaille, the composition
involving the use of wax, oil aud seven
colours of paint.  The background of the
frescoing requires four tints—eandstone
on the walls, lilac in the vaults of the
Gothic arches, and grey blus and grey-
green in the ceiling. The sanctuary
veult is painted 10 represent the canopy
of heaven at early dawn, three tints
being uvsed in  the design, and is
spaogled with silver and gold stars.

THE CONSECRATION,

Taough this morning the weather was
favorable, the rain of yesterday had
meade the roads so sticky—that is the
only word to express it—that travel from
great distances seemed impossible, Yet
there were some people here who had
come twenty and thirty miles to witness
the solemn right of consecration of a
church to (id, and certainly none of
them could have been dissppointed,
either in the solemnity of the ceremon
ies, the gorgeousness of the ritual, the
wonderful power of the sermon de circon
stance, the music which adorned the
first Mass said in the new church, or the
welcome given by the people of Douglas.

The ceremonies commenced at balf
past eight this morning. For about two
hours the people could not be admitted
to the church, as the relics ot saints
which are to be deposited in the stone
on the altar must first enter the edifice.
After some prayers in the sacristry, the
officiating Bishop and clergy walked in
procession to the front of the main
entrance where a small oratory had been
fitted up.

been eprinkled during the processions,
The Litany of the Saints was sung, half
outside and half ioeide the church,
Soleman prayers sccompanied the whole
of the ccremonies, At length, the
Bishop and clergy again issued from the
eacristy, and the relics intended for the
altar were carried twice round the church
in eolemn procession, in which the
people of both sexes took part. The
doors having been blessed, all entered
the sacred edifice, which was soon
crowded to its utmost capacity, while a
large number were unable to find an en
trance. The relics were solemnly placed
in their receptacle in the stone and
sealed, the altar was repeatedly incensed,
the twelve tablets were anointed and
blessed, the altar linen and ornaments
were blessed, and, after some concluding
prayers, the ceremony of consecration
was ended and the clergy retired to vest
for Mase, while the aliar was properly
dressed, The able direction ot Father
Ryan, as master of ceremonies, was con
spicuous during the whole of the func
tion.
