0 RELEASE BODIES

Will Also Attempt to Raise
the Empress of Ireland,
it is Stated.

QUEBEC, June 4—A thrill of gen:
eral -interest passed along the water
front of the city last evening, when it
was learned that already salvage op-
erations are about to commence on
the sunken liner, Empress of Ireland,
lying three miles off Father Point,
with hundreds of bodies imprisoned
in her hulk.

dered. According to the statements
of survivors the Empress rolled over
and sank on the side. This was re-
futed by the opinion of the captain of
a large ship in port to-day. He stat-
ed that in every case ships of that
type went to the bottom on,an even
keel. Although apparently listing
when disappearing they invariably
went down by prow or stern and¥
righted themselves before settling.
Thus the liner in this instance would
provide a fairly good opportunity for
a diver to enter.

Standing on the deck of H. M. S.
Essex in midsteam yesterday after-
noon, a correspondent discussed the
situation with the first officer and the
master diver. They stated that dur-
ing the time the Essex had been in
theé@'icinity a cursory study of the
plade had. been made, and that, al-
though no official conclusion had

Although there has been much tals
of efforts being put forth to raise the
vessel and recover a great mass of
silver treasure understood to be on
lroard, it was not known until last!
night that work would be commenced
early to-day. It is learned that the
experts called together for the wori
are confident of success and that -the
world may, within a few weeks,
learn the authentic details of the dis-
aster from divers who will probe the
whole location and circumstances.

At the hour of this writing rumor
states that a little tug, the Alede P.
of Three Rivers is puffing hastily to
ward the scene of tha wreck with a
huge hay barge containing complete|
submarine paraphernalia on board. On
the tug are three expert divers from a:
New York salvage firm. These men
will be the first on the ground and
will make an exhaustive survey of the;
whole situation. Taking tide and dis-
tance into consideration, anchor
should be dropped at an early hour
this morning and an immediate de-
scent will be planned.

C. P. R. officials refused to state
the details of any salvage plans they
were c¢o'.sidering, buat said that the
best expert advice on the continent
would be secured. When asked for
corroboration that New York experts
were rushing to the scenc, Captain
Walsh, superintendent of marine, de-
clined either to affirm or deny.

Boat Near Surface.

Information gathered goas to show
that the hope of the divers for suc-
cess is not unwarranted. The plumb-
ing by the Lady Evelyn in cruising the
Lerying ground of the sea at ihis
point revealed the fact that only 11
fathoms of water stands abaove the
hull. This, in the minds of divers, 13

WEST LAND REGULATIONS

NY PERSON wno 1s tne sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.
KEntry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
s?ction along side his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption s1x months

yin each of six years from date of home-

stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his

emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect & house worth $300.00.
