Au 4 o'clock’ the coffin was borne
rom the chapel upon the shoulders of six
yaol prisoners, and without any servioe or
ceremony lowered into the grave. J. W.
Guitean, Dr. Hicks, and a fow gaol officials
were present. - The coffin was closed last
evening, and no one has since been per-
mitted to see the remains. Shortly be-
fore 4 o’clock Mrs. Booville arrived at the
geol and importuned the warden to be al-
lowed to see the remains and witness the
burial, but the Warden refused permissiov.
Bhe left a few flowers, and shortiy after
returned to the city. Arriving at the
grave the procession halted, Warden
Orocker looked enquiringly, first towards
Dr. Hicke, then to John Guiteau, “All
right,” said the latter, with the same im-
pertarbable composure he has exhibited
all throngh the ordeal of the past three
days, and the coffin was lowered to its
place. After the earth had been replaced
and the top of the grave lsvelled, John
Guitean placed at the head of the grave a
crown of white immortelles.
