New Springs of Joy—As Caleb 
the Father Gave Aehsah

A Delectable Land to Live In, 
so Cod Has Given Man »

This World, a Goodly Home In 
Which to Dwell.

day on ‘‘New Springs of Joy.”, The 
text was, “Thou hast given me a 
south land; give me also springs of 
water. And he gave her the upper

Springs, and the nether springs. — 
oshuaxv, 19.
The city of Debir was the Boston of 

antiquity—a great place for brain and 
books. Caleb wanted it, and he offer­
ed his daughter Aehsah as a prize to 
any one who would capture that'city. 
It was a strange tiling for Caleb to do; 
and yet the man that could take the 
city would have, at any rate, two ele­
ments of manhood—bravery and pa­
triotism. With Caleb’s daughter as a 
prize to fight for, Gen. Otliniel rode in­
to the battle. The gates of Debir were 
thundered into the dust, and the city of 
books lay at the feet of the conquer­
ors. The work done, Othniei comes 
back to claim his bride. Having con­
quered the city, it is no great job for 
him to conquer the girl’s heart; for 
however faint hearted a woman her­
self may be, she always loves courage 
in a man. I never saw an exception 
to that. The wedding festivity having 
gone by, Othniel and Aehsah are 
about to go to their new home. How­
ever loudly the cymbals may clash 
and the laughter ring, parents are al­
ways sad when a fondly cherished 
daughter goes off to stay; and Ach- 
sah, the daughter of Caleb, knows 
that now is the time to ask almost 
anything she wants of her father, It 
seems that Caleb, the good old man, 
had given as a wedding present to his 
daughter a piece of land that was 
mountainous, and sloping southward 
toward the deserts of Arabia, swept 
with some very hot winds. It was 
called “a south land.” But Aehsah 
wants an addition of property; she 
wants a piece of land that is well 
watered and fertile. Now it is no 
wonder that Caleb standing amidst 
the bridal party, his eyes so full of 
tears because she was going away that 
he could hardly see her at aU, gives 
her more than she asks. She said to 
him: “Thou hast given me a south 
land ; give me also springs of water. 
And he gave her the upper springs, 
and the nether springs.”

GOD HAS GIVEN US THE WORLD. - 
What a suggestive passage! The 

fact is, that as Caleb, the father, gave 
Aehsah, the daughter, a south land, so 
God gives to us his world. I am very 
thankful he has given it to us. But I 
am like Aehsah in the fact that I want 
a larger portion. Trees, and flowers, 
and grass, and blue skies are very well 
in their places: but he who has noth­
ing but this world for a portion has no 
portion at all. It is a mountainous 
land, sloping off toward the desert of 
sorrow, swept by fiery siroccos; it is 
“a south land,” a poor portion for any 
man that tries to put his trust in it. 
What has been your experience? 
What has been the experience of every 
man, of every woman that has tried 
tnis world for a portion? Queen Eliza-

face, and she indignantly cries out; 
“You must strike off my likeness 
without any shadows 1” Hogarth, at 
the very height of his artistic triumph, 
is stung almost to death with cha­
grin because the painting he had devi­
ated to the king does not seem to be 
acceptable ; for George H cries out: 
"Who is this Hogarth? Take his trum­
pery out of my presence.” Brinsley 
Sheridan thrillecf the earth with his 
eloquence, but had for his last words, 
“I am absolutely undone.” Walter 
Scott, fumbling around the inkstand, 
trying to -write, says to his daughter: 
“Oh, take me back to my room ; there 
is no rest for Sir Walter but in the 
grave.” Stephen Girard, the wealth­
iest man in his day, or, at any rate, 
only second in wealth, says: “I live 
the life of agaUey slave; when I arise 
in the morning my one effort is to 
work so hard that I can sleep when it 
gets to be night.” Charles Lamb, ap­
plauded of all the world, in the very 
midst of his literary triumph says: 
‘•Do you remember, Bridget, when we 
used to laugh from the shilling gallery 
at the play? There are now no good 
plays to laugh at from the boxes.” 
But why go so far as that? 1 used to 
go no furtner than your street to find, 
an illustration of what I am saying.
WORLDLINGS ARE NOT REALLY HAPPY.

Pick me out ten successful world­
lings—without any religion, and you 
know what I mean by successful 
worldlings—pick me out ten success­
ful worldlings, and you cannot find 
more than one that looks happy. Care 
drags Hfci across the bridge; care 
drags him back. Take your stand at 
two o’clock at the corner of Nassau 
and Wall streets, or at the corner of 
Canal street ana Broadway, and see 
the agonized physiognomies. Your 
bankers, your insurance men, your im­
porters, your wholesalers, and your 
retailers, as a class—as a class, are they 
happy? No. Care dogs their steps; 
ana, making no appeal to God for 
help or comfort, they are tossed every- 
wither. How has it been with you, 
my hearer? Are you more contented 
in the house of fourteen rooms than 
you were in the two rooms you had in 
a house when you started? Have you 
not had more care and worriment 
since you won that fifty thousand 
dollars than you did before? Some of 
the poorest men I have ever known 
have been those of great fortune. A 
man of small means may be put in 
great business straits, but the ghast­
liest of all embarrassments is that 
of the man who has large estates. 
The men who commit suicide because 
of monetary losses are those who can­
not bear the burden any more, be­
cause they have only a hundred thou­
sand dollars left

On Bowling Green, New York, 
there is a house where Talleyrand used 
to go. He was a favorite man. All 
the world knew himl and he had
wealth almost unlimited; yet at the 
close of his life he says: “Behold, 
eighty-three years have passed-with­
out any practical result, save fatigue 
of body and fatigue of mind, great 
discouragement for the future and 
great disgust for the past.” Oh, my 
friends, this is “a south land,” and it 
slopes off toward deserts of sorrows; 
ana the prayer which Aehsah made 
to her father Caleb, we make this day 
to our Father God: “Thou hast given 
me a south land; give me also springs 
of water. And he gave them the up­
per springs, and the nether springs.”

Blessed be God 1 We have more ad­
vantages given us than we can really 
appreciate. We have spiritual bless­
ings offered us in this world which I 
shall call the nether springs, and 
glories in the world to come which I 
shall call the upper springs.

THE PURE JOY OF RELIGION.
Where shall I finds words enough 

threaded with light to set forth the 
pleasure of religion? David, unable 
to describe it in words, played it on a 
barn. Mrs. Hemans, not "finding en­
ough power in prose, sings that praise

, in a canto. Christopher Wren, un­
able to describe it in language, sprtyyr

it into tne arches oi tit. raui s. jonu 
Bunynn, unable to present it in or­
dinary phraseology, takes all the fas­
cination of allegory. Handel, with 
ordinary music unable to reach the 
height of the theme, rouses it up in an 
oratorio. Oh, there is no life on earth 
so happy as a really Christian life. I 
do not mean a sham Christian life, but 
a real Christian life. Where there is 
a thorn, there is a whole garland of 
roses. Where there is one groan, 
there are three doxologies. Where 
there is one day of cloud, there is a 
whole season of sunshine. Take the 
humblest Christian man that you 
know—angels of God canopy him 
with their white wings ; the lightnings 
of heaven are liis armed allies; the 
Lord is his Shepherd, picking out for 
him green pastures by still waters; if 
he walk forth, heaven is liis body 
guard ; if he lie down to sleep, ladders 
of light, angel blossoming, are let 
into his dreams; if he be thirsty, the 
potentates of heaven are his cup bear­
ers: if he sit down to food, his plain 
table blooms into the King’s banquet. 
Men say: “Look at that old fellow 
with the worn out coat ;” the angels of 
God cry: “Lift up your heads, ye ev­
erlasting gates, and let him come ini” 
Fastidious people cry: “Get off my 
front stepsjr the doorkeepers of heav­
en cry: “Come, you blessed of my 
Father, inherit the kingdom 1” When 
he comes to die, though he may be 
carried out in a pine box to the potter’s 
field, to that potter’s field the cnariots 
of Christ will come down, and the 
cavalcade will crowd all the boule­
vards of heaven.

IT MAKES A MAN “ALL RIGHT.”
I bless Christ for the present satis­

faction of religion. It makes aman 
all right with reference to the past;

“Today? So soon ? I am so glad I” 
WEE DAY OF DELIVERANCE IS COMING.

I wish I could stimulate you with 
these thoughts, oh Christian man, to 
the highest possible exhilaration. The 
day of your deliverance is coming, is 
coming. It is rolling on with the 
shining wheels of the day, and the jet 
wheels of the night. Every thump of 
the heart is only a hammer stroke 
striking off another chain of day. 
Better scour the deck and coil the rope, 
the harbor is only six miles away. 
Jesus will come down in the “Nar­
rows” to meet you. Now is your sal­
vation nearer than when you believed.

Unforgiven man, unpardoned mgn, 
will you not today make a choice be­
tween these two portions, between the 
“south land” of this world, which 
slopes to the desert, and this glorious 
land which thy Father offers thee, 
running with eternal water courses?

Horse Dentistry.
Treating horses for diseases of the 

teeth and mouth is a new feature in 
veterinary practice. Since its intro­
duction m St Louis, however, it has 
been demonstrated that a majority of 
the ailments to which the horse is sub­
jected comes from diseased and defect­
ive teeth. This can be observed al­
most any day upon the street, where 
you see horses being driven that hold 
their heads to one side, or have their 
tongues protruding from their mouths, 
or frothing at the mouth. AU of this 
comes from some defect in the teeth. 
An exposed nerve or an ulcerated 
tooth is as painful to a horse as it is to 
a human being, but most generally 
the poor animal is allowed to go 
through the greater part of its exist­
ence without any attempt being made 
to relieve it. Extracting and filling 
teeth in horses is now a regular busi­
ness in St Louis, and there is scarcely 
a large establishment where a large 
number of horses are employed but 
that the service of a dentist is neces­
sary.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat

Bridge. Operated by Electricity.
Another illustration of the extent to 

which electricity is superseding manu­
al labor is afforded by a recent instal­
lation at Bridgeport, Conn. A draw­
bridge there, 180 feet long, 60 feet 
wide and weighing 820 tons, was for­
merly operated by three men, and un­
der the most favorable circumstances 
it took six minutes to open and close 
the draw, thereby causing a serious 
interruption to the traffic. The draw 
can now be opened and closed by elec­
tricity in two minutes, and the ex­
pense is limited to the hiring of one 
man, aud the monthly charge of the 
local.electric light company, by which 
a considerable saving is effected.—

New Source of Electricity.
What may prove to be a most val­

uable discovery has been made by 
Professor Braun, of Tubingen. Hith­
erto it has been found impossible to 
transform mechanical work direct 

, into electricity. Professor Braun has 
found that nickel wire developed the 
strongest currents by winding it into» 
spiral and connecting its ends with a 
delicate measuring apparatus (galvan­
ometer). The pointer of the galvano­
meter deflects considerably according 
to the elongation or compressson of 
the spiral, showing that relatively 
strong currents are created, the cur­
rent flowing during the elongation of 
the spiral in a direction opposite to 
that m which the wire had been run 
in its passage through the draw plate. 
Should the anticipations of the profes­
sor be fulfilled, the currents would 
supply to the engineer the cheapest
means of transforming work into elec­
tricity direct.—New York Telegram.

A New Article of Food.
At a recent meeting of the Paris 

Academy of Medicine, Dr. Dujardlne- 
Beaumetz exhibited a new alimentary 
substance, which he named Fomeù- 
tine. It is obtained from wheat by the 
aid of special millstones, and is the 
embryo of the wheat reduced to flour. 
It contains three times more nutri­
tious substance than meat and a large 
proportion of sugar. It is thought it 
may advantageously replace powdered 
meat as a concentrated food. It may 
be employed for making soups, and 
even for making biscuits.—Chicago, 
Tribune.

His widow, a 
pretty Galway'girl, wishing to be sen* 
home, sought an audience of his ma­
jesty. It was granted, with the result 
thatSidi Mohammed, struck by her 
beauty, made her an offer of mar­
riage, which she accepted. Ijihe be­
came the sultan’s favorite wife, and 
on liis death her son, Muley Yezid, 
nicknamed “the Red Beard,” assumed 
the power, and figures in history as the 
most sanguinary monarch known in 
the annals of Morocco. His favorite 
pastime was to roast Jews alive in 
tho body of a bull or to play bowls 
with the heads of his attendants, 
freshly decapitated for the purpose. 
With strange inconsistency he would 
at other times perform acts of the 
most astounding generosity and kind­
ness, thus causing his name to be
cursed and bleeaed in turns.—Tangier
Letter.
