depth of new soil and the proprietor 
will then be clamoring for dykes or an 
aboideau, and in opposition to any fur­
ther enlarging of the canal, whereas 
now almost every man interested in 
that canal would be only too glad to see 
the Westmorland proprietors step in 
and assist in establishing a permanent 
tide river through thi centre of eueh a 
large tract of next to worthies» land on 
both sidei of the Parish line. It now 
remams for those interested to give this 
matter immediate attention. If they 
decide to go on at once it can be made a 
grand success. If they hesitate until 
those lower lands are built up and dyk­
ed the enterprise will prove asgrenta 
failure as the old Jolicure Canal, unless 
an extravagant sum of money be spent 
in doing with spades what should be 
done by the na-.ural forces of the tide 
and fresh waters. But oh ! the cost. 
Yes it will cost money, but if the same 
amount bo spent on this route as v as 
spent in digging the Old Jolicure Canal 
and in building those two immense 
dykes on either bank to fill it up again^ 
if this amount be judiciously expended ; 
not all tit once but extended over a 
space of five years and made to do the 
most possible work by *aking all advan'* 
tage of the available water power, we 
have no hesitation in saying that at the 
end of that time, there will bo a suc­
cessfully working tide canal carrying 
some mud into the lakes above and 
spreading immense benefits in the lower 
and middle sections of the route. This 
would be an average cost of about two 
dollars per acre over the whole body. 
But suppose it cost double that amount, 
or suppose it cost the extravagant sum 
ol 820.00 pçr acre on a lot of the must 
favorably situated lands; would it not 
still be n paying speculation ? All these 
1200 acres of bog and lake are worthless 
as they are, one half of the 1600 acres 
of marsh in these bodies, is very little 
better, and the other half at the present 
rate of deterioration will not in forty 
years from now be worth the taxes. 
What then is 85000.00 or 310,000,00 or 
$25,000,00 compared with the benefits. 
Every acre of this bog and lake when 
made up is worth $100,00 per acre and 
this lyOO acres of old - marsh covered 
ovér with from six t<» twelve inches of 
new soil is wurth as much or more. 
And one years crop on 2700 • acres of 
such land is worth $27,000,00 to the , 
farinera of Westmorland.

These times of so called higher educe** 
tiun and refinement, when farmer's bc-ys 
must go to college to learn to analyze 
the soil they don’t know how to surface • 
drain or plough, whén it costs more 
money to give & girl the neeesrary *e- 
compolishments to unfit her for every 
sphere of usefulness in this young coun­
try, than it once did to bring up « 
whole family in habits of thrift and in­
dustry. Tf, as our wise men say, farmers

of Japanese buckwheat and brewery 
barley, issuing bulletins and reports, 
and raising poultry, in order that the 
poor benighted tiller of the soil may be 
taught to run his business on scientific 
principles. Another and later remedy 
is recommended by one Educational 
Department in the shape pf teaching our 
boys and girls Agriculture in our com­
mon schools, followed by a course in 
the coming Agricultural College for 
this Province .

But however much our farmers have 
been dosed with these highly recom­
mended medicines, however may have 
been or may yet be, their action on the 
patients, and however great the repu­
tation of the physicians who prescribe 
them, we have a good old remedy to 
recommend which if freely used by 

_ every farmer within its reach will do 
j more than all thtse others to bring 
back the fertility of the soil and the 
prosperity and contentment of the farm­
ers. This wonderful remedy is none 
other than the fertilizing tide waters 
of the Bay of Fundy, the great value of 
which our people are only beginning to 
realize. The benefits derived from sup­
porting a large staff of high salaried 
Government officials while we watch 
them play at farming may be large. 
The knowledge possessed by the De­
partment of Education at Fredericton oi 
ot Agriculture at Ottawa calculated to 
make farming a practical and successful 
pursuit may be great and very profound. 
The advantage of teaching our boys and 
girls in our common schools all that 
scientists really know about the cultiva­
tion of the soil, along with all the 
empty theories and absurd nonsense 
they are asking farmers to swallow 
whole, may be even greater. But 
greater still than all of these is Bay of 
Fundy marsh mud.

It is no new or untried commodity 
needs advertising ana booming. The 
Government Chemist at Ottawa ipay 
call it “salt and sand” and say it is 
wanting m the chief elements of futil­
ity, yet it scams to contain something 
that produces great crops. In spite of 
two hundred years continual cropping 
without good tillage good drainage or 
rotation of crops, w ithout any return to 
the land except an occnional accidental 
or ProvinUential wash of tide water tho 
best of this wonderful soil still persists 
ill yeilding a profitable return. Wo do 
not know its chemical composition or in 
wbvt particular elements it is lacking, 
but we have observed that whenevsr it 
is treated with a thorough application 
of steel spades, elbow grease and com­
mon sense il never fails to pay all ex­
penses and yield a handsome dividend 
to the proprietor. Marsh mud made 
our forefather prosperous and filled 
their barns with plenty. It long since 
made these two Counties famous for 
their butter and cheese, for herds and 
haystacks, it has given the farmers 
who are lucky Enough to own a few 
acres of soil a material advantages over 
all others of that calling in these provin­
ces who live beyond its reach

IE the people of Westmorland Parish 
wish to bring back tho rich upland 
farms, tho largo dairies, the herds of 
fat cattle, the well tilled barns and all 
other signs of the agricultural prosper­
ity of fifty years ago they must do it 
with marsh mud-. Let them now make 
an effort and regain that which was lost 
when/their once beautiful river was 
aboidcauod and destroyed. One failure 
in the attempt should not defeat so im­
portant an undertaking. We know 
there are men in both Sackville and 
Westmorland who de not believe in 
these works of improvement.

We wish iuat here. Sir, to take excep­
tion to aiw such sentiment as being un­
worthy any farmer. It should be and 
we believe it it the ambition of every 
high-minded farmer to leave behind 
him some marks of improvement and 
progress. The man who year after 
year occupied these old marshes har­
vesting the steadily diminishing crops, 
and refuses to enter into any schemes or 
invest a dollar in taking advantage of

a knowledge of agriculture, and their 
daughters to lenrn the costly *nd fash­
ionable su peril aities of modem? *d uc»*- 
tion then sousetfiihg must be done to 
raise the necessary funds. Since «action, 
must be taken to bring back the .tensility 
of the soil and prospersty of ouït Lvn» 
ora, some relief must be found lW the 
grant depression under which the aeri* 
cnlturiats are labouring. There west 
variety of care-alls recommended for 
this widespread epizootic* of discontent 
and want of prosperity that has of Inwbe 
taken so firm a hold on our once thrifty 
farmer».
