EXILED TO CAIRO.

Duchess of Aosta’s Presence at Wedding 
Leads to Banishment.

Rome, Dec. 16.—-The Duchess of 
Aosta’s sudden and unexpected voyage 
to Cairo is, officially, announced to bo 
by order of court doctors, but it is really 
a sort of punishment inflicted by th-> 
King for her insistence on participating 
too conspicuously in her sister’s mar­
riage with Prince Carlos of Bourbon, 
son of Count Caserta, the Pretender to 
the Kingdom of Naples.
