Mavor Seager delivered his inaugural 
a I dress. He i of erred, as a matter of 
the fixât and most vital importance, to 
the movement f«>r additional railway 
connection ; and showed in several par­
ticulars the difficulties which oar manu- 
factureius, and others have at present to 
ooteud with in regard to rail a ay acco­
modation. No accession to our manu­
facturing interests c mid be hoped for 
until we secure! a competing line of 
railway. The wry existence and con­
tinua.: ce u I our fv. t indufairy, upon 
which 8j many of our people depend for 
t livelihood, was m imminent peril un­
less we got the C. p. R. to Goderich, 
because that road had now penetrated 
the salt territory both to the north and 
south of us, and would ao(.ii cripple and 
cut ofT our salt trade. lie appealed to I 
the council and merchants of Goderich 
to take hold of the railway movement 
earnestly, and as a matter upon which 
• ur business life depended. Second in 
importance to the railway movement 
was the question of internal improve­
ments, such as waterworks and electric 

light. Carried on within our means, 
and so as not to impose any great bur­
den on our people or handicap us in en­
tering into the railway enterprise, it was 
right to supply the wants of the citizens 
in regard to these internal improvements, 
which would make our town more at­
tractive and hea’thy, and xt ract 'now- 
comers, who would help to pay for these 
improvements. It was to be hoped 
that before the < use of the year wo 
would have in operation a system of 
waterworks sufficient fvr our require- 
ment* and not beyond our means. Vig­
orous action should be taken by the 
council towards inducing the govern 
ment to give us suitable public build­
ings and to make necessary improve­
ments at the harbor. The state of things 
at present in regard to these matters, 
and especially the hart» r was very un­
satisfactory.

One of the matters for the attention 
ot the council at the present meeting was 
a communication which had been receiv­
ed from the citizens railway committee 
asking the council to assist in procuring 
a charter for a line of railway from 
Wingham to Goderich, so that if we 
failed to get the Woodstock connection, 
or it became expedient to extend it 
to Wingham we would be in the field. 
Port Elgin whs applying for a charter to 
extend the railway from Wingham to 
that place, and was ’moving vigorously 
in the matter. If we delayed action and 
did not obtain a charter at the coming 
session of Parliament Port Elgin would
