REMINISCENCES OF THE] 
EARLY DAYS IN WEST

John Coleman, From Edmonton, Tells 
Manitoba Free Press Interesting 
Incidents Concerning Winnipeg 
and Manitoba In the Seventies.

John Coleman, of Edmonton^ Al­
berta, returned to Winnipeg last 
Wednesday, for the first time since 
1877.

Mr. Coleman is of Irish descent, his 
parents having settled about 1840 In 
the county and township of Leeds, 
Ont He arrived for the first time in 
Winnipeg In the year 1872, when he 
was almost 21 years of age, and came 
all the way from Moorehead, Minn., 
in a flat-bottomed boat owned by a 
man named Runlons. Soon after his 
arrival in the early spring of ’72, the 
Red and Asslnlbolne rivers overflowed 
their banks and the little village of 
Winnipeg was swamped. The place 
consisted then of less than 100 small 
wooden houses, situated along the 
west bank of .the Red, somewhere be­
tween Notre Dame East and Logan 
avenue, at that time the population 
was about 300, two-thirds of which 
were half-breeds, and the remainder 
white people, the majority of whom 
had copie from Ontario. Mr. Cole­
man said that there were far more 
Irish than Scotch people In Winnipeg 
when he struck it first. There were 
some Welsh also.

Principal Citizen.
Andrew McDermott, said Mr. Cole­

man, was the principal citizen of Win­
nipeg at that time. Mr. McDermott 
was then well on in years; he owned 
most of the houses and transacted 
nearly all the business In the village. 
When the flood came Mr. McDermott 
had to chain down his houses to pre­
vent them being swept away by the 
flood.

Mr. Coleman was under the impres­
sion that the whole land on which the 
present Winnipeg stands was owned 
in the seventies by Johnny Grant, of 
Montana, who had arrived on the 
scene many years previously. He re­
members well how Grant tried to in­
duce him to buy the marshy land in 
the neighborhood of a creek, and 
which Included, as far as he could 
calculate now, all the area on which 
the Union Bank, Leland Hotel, the 
City Hall and the market place are 
situated now. He was offered the 
whole patch at the rate of $30 per 
lot, and was given three years to pay 
for them.

To buy that place then, said Mr. 
Coleman, would be such a foolhardy 
thing to do as to refuse it now as a 
gift.

Only Landmark.
The only landmark remaining from 

the old days, and which Mr. Coleman 
could recognize, though with some 
difficulty, was what he called the 
tower of Fort Garry. Apart from that 
there was not a vestige of the old 
place remaining, at least not any that 
he could remember. In ’72 the only 
place of worship was a Catholic 
church at St. Boniface. There were 
no places of amusements here then 
nor for some time afterwards. There 
were about four small hotels, namely 
the Union house, Pacific hotel, Browse 
house and Garry house, the latter be­
ing kept by Haverdy and Grady. The 
old Free Press building was situated 
opposite the Union house, which was 
situated about a mile or so from the 
confluence of the Asslnlbolne and the 
Red rivers, and not very far from the 
west bank of the Red. There was 
only one street In Winnipeg at that 
time, which is now Main street, but 
that existed only as a mere trail, 
running north and south in a zig-zag 
fashion. The tendency of the direc­
tion of development then and for a 
few years after was north of where 
the city hall Is now.

Artesian Well.
An occasion that caused a great 

stir In the village was the striking of 
an artesian well by some one to the 
north of the place. The upshot of 
the water remained an object of won­
der for some time.

Referring again to the old Free 
Press Mr. Colman said that tlb room­
ed with thy reporter, whose name was 
George Ham, at the Union House, and 
that he was well acquainted with Ed­
itor Luxton.

Grasshopper Plague.
Manitoba was visited by a plague of 

black grasshoppers In the years ’73- 
’74 and Mr. Coleman remembered 
them coming to Winnipeg In thick 
clouds. But the greatest damage was 
done to vegetation in the following 
year after the hatching of the eggs 
laid by the first visitors. The pest 
disappeared as suddenly as it came.

Mr. Coleman did not stay long in 
Winnipeg and went out with the 

boundary survey party. While traver­
sing the country there was no trace 
of a white man in Manitoba, but many

bands of Indians were met with. He 
remembers the massacre by Indians 
of 300 white men under General Cus­
ter on the Yellowstone river.

Buffalo Extermination.
It was at that time that the buf­

faloes were exterminated in Mani­
toba. The animals were met in their 
migratory movements from the north 
to the south and were slain by the 
Indians in large numbers. Buffalo 
robes could be bought in Winnipeg 
at that time for $2.50.

When Mr. Coleman returned from 
the survey trip in the year ’77, Win­
nipeg had grown to be a town of 
5,000 inhabitants. There were then 
three churches in the place, an An­
glican, Baptist and a Methodist 
church. He could only remember the 
pastor of the Anglican church, who, 
he thought, was a Frenchman, but 
he had forgotten his name. The re­
porter asked If the name was For­
tin. Ah, that’s the name,” ejacu­
lated Mr. Coleman. And on being 
informed that the same gentleman 
was still In the city in charge of 
Holy Trinity church, he gave an ex­
pression of surprise and said; ”My, 
he Is a sticker!” Holy Trinity church 
was the only place of worship which 
appealed to him. He remarked that, 
with Its ivy-covered walls, there was 
an air of holiness and peace both In­
side and outside the edifice. Holy 
Trinity was not the name of the first 
Anglican church in the city, but he 
had a faint recollection that It was 
named after St. John.

The Hotel du Canada, which Is on 
Lombard street and now used as a 
second hand furniture store, had been 
built when Mr. Coleman returned in 
’77. He left for Edmonton in a Red 
River cart soon after returning and 
has spent his time since then trading 
with the Indians about 300 miles to 
the north of Edmonton. He remem­
bers the colony of Mennonites who 
arrived in Winnipeg about the year 
’76. Mr. Coleman paid the highest 
praise to these people and said it 
was they who made Winnipeg. They 
settled a little way from the town 
Two—Reminiscences aSD -ufl’
and tilled the land. They were a 
very upright and hard-working peo­
ple and were in his opinion the best 
of any settlers who had ever come 
to Canada.

Wnen asked as to what he thought 
of the Winnipeg of today, Mr. Cole­
man replied that he was amazed by 
Its magnificent structures, its beauti­
ful dwellings, and busy streets, but 
that the features which appealed to 
him most of all were the cleanliness 
and neatness of every part of the 
city. He said that the Royal Alex­
andra hotel, the C.P.R. and the Un­
ion depots were things to be marvel­
led at in such a young city. He was 
greatly surprised at the beauty of 
Crescentwood, which, he said, was 
nothing but thick brush when he left. 
He never saw such a transformation 
scene in his life before.

RED DEER WANTS
C. N. R. MAIN LINE

Delegation Goes to Ottawa to Con­
sult Department of Railways— 
Location of Line Objected to.

Calgary, August 6.—A deputation 
from the town of Red Deer, consisting 
of Mayor S. McKee and E. Mlchener, 
M.P.P.. passed through Calgary last 
night for Ottawa. The object of the 
delegation is to represent the Interests 
of the town of Red Deer before the 
department ,of railways when the 
Canadian Northern Railway Company 
asks for approval of Its plans for the 
Stettler to Brazeau line.

In conversation last night, Mr. Mi- 
chener stated that the line Is being 
built on the.Alberta-Midland Railway 
charter, the bonds of which have 
been guaranteed by the Alberta gov­
ernment, for a distance of sixty miles. 
This charter is for a line to pass 
through the town of Red Deer from a 
point at or near Content.

The C.N.R. has evidently abandon­
ed its intention of crossing the 
C. & E. line at Lacombe, and Instead 
want to cross the C. & E. between Red 
Deer and Blackfalds, and swing 
around to the southwest of Red Deer 
and then westward to Rocky Moun­
tain House.

The route for which approval is 
asked crosses and recrosses that of 
the Alberta Central Railway now un­
der construction, and for a long dis­
tance parallels that line within a 
couple of miles.

When Mr. M. H. McLeod, general 
manager of the C.N.R.. was in Red 
Deer a short time ago, he stated that 
it was the Intention of the company 
to build a spur into the town, but that 
the engineering conditions were such 
that it was not feasible to run the 
main line closer than four or five 
miles.

It is to protest against the town of 
Red Deer being side-tracked by this 
line that Mr. Mlchener and Mayor Mc­
Kee will appear befÿe the deputy 
minister of railways fit Ottawa.

He did not think that the children 
were properly educated in the ad­
vanced schools of today. They did 
not know half as much as a dumb 
animal what to do in case of sickness 
or an accident. He thought that the 
children ought to be taught In the 
elements of medicine and surgery. 
The Indians were far ahead of the 
white people in that respect.

Mr. Coleman was a guest at the 
Clarendon hotel, and left today for 
Edmonton, where his wife and family 
of six children reside. He himself 
looks much older than his actual age, 
which is fifty-nine years, and his coun­
tenance bears the marks of a typical 
pioneer, and although his life has been 
spent mostly In the wilds of the coun­
try, he speaks beautiful English, wor­
thy of an Oxford graduate. He says 
he has made a lot of money ,but he 
thinks he would have made more if 
he had bought the market place at 
$30 per lot.

City Will Send Deputation to Wait on 
Government In This.

Calgary, Aug. 5—The wire from A. 
Y. Blaln, acting deputy attorney-gen­
eral, in reply to the city’s petition 
that the Provincial government take

Calgary, Aug. 6.—W. Carlile Moore, 
director o£ tiie Alberta Central Rail­
way company, who passed through 
Calgary last night on his way to Ot­
tawa, informed a press representative 
that work is being pushed ahead on 
the grading of the line west and 
south of Red Deer, and would be 
steadily continued as long as weather 
conditions permitted:

Mr. Moore wished especially to con­
tradict a report that this road is be­
ing built by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway company.

"Such a report,” he said, ‘is either 
a malicious falsehood or the result of 
gross ignorance and lack of knowledge 
which could have been set right by a 
simple question.

"The Alberta Central Railway com­
pany has no connect!on,-borporate or 
otherwise, with the C. P. "R., and it is 
the first spike of the Alberta Central 
that will be driven by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier on August 10th.

"The road Is being built and fin­
anced by the Alberta Central Railway 
company, and by it alone, and the 
report that the C. P. R. has any con­
nection with it is absolutely without 
foundation.”

In regard to the new route, of the 
C. N. R. infringing on that of the Al­
berta Central, Mr. Moore did not care 
to say very much on the question.

T am going to Ottawa to represent 
the interests of the company before 
the department of railways on Aug. 
9th,” he said. "Our plans have been 
approved of by the department of

L. R. Voligny, chief engineer of the 
survey which is at present being 
made of the Saskatchewan river by 
the Federal Department of Public 
Works, in order to ascertaeln the reus­
ability of establishing a water route 
to Winnipeg, returned to Edmonton 
on Saturday, having made a boat sur­
vey of the Saskatchewan river from 
Le Pas Mission up to Fort Pitt.

"There is no serious obstacle in the 
way of establishing a water route 
from Edmonton to Le Pas Mission,” 
said Mr. Voligny on Saturday to a 
Bulletin reporter. ”1 have travelled 
the entire distance by boat and except 
for shifting channels and a few bad 
rapids there is nothing to hinder the 
scheme.

"Opposite the Indiaen reserve, near 
Battleford, there is a very difficult 
piece of work. The Indians in that 
viciniety call that part of the river 
"The Devil’s Park,’’ as it is very wide 
and the channel is continually shift­
ing.

Two Locks Necessary.
"The La Colie Shoots, near Prince 

Albert, are also rather formidable and 
I think it will be necessary to build 
a couple of locks at this pointe, as it 
is impossible for a vessel of any size 
to shoot the rapids.

“In my opinion, this is the only 
point this side of Le Pas Mission 
where an artificial water route is 
necessary.

“Of course,” he continued, "it will 
mean a lot of work to make a per­
manent channel up the entire distance 
of the river, but the scheme is fea­
sible enough. The idea that the 
water is not deep enough In the river 
for navigation is false. We have had 
great difficulty in many places in 
finding the true channel, but when 
this is once found there is always suffi­
cient Water for navigation purposes.

"I have not sent in my report to 
headquarters as yet and cannot say 
whether the Federal government in­
tends to go ahead with the scheme 
inimediaetely Or not, but if they do the 
undertaking will be a large one and 
the expense will run up Into the mil­
lions. The most difficult part of the 
route is from Le Pas Mission on to 
Lake Winnipeg, a part which has not 
been touched this year as yet. Sev­
eral canals will undoubtedly have to 
be built before the formidable Grande 
Rapids and others can be passed.”

Questioned aes to the work which 
he had been doing this summer, Mr. 
Voligny stated that he had six survey 

e”lhtefSts or'Farties working at present along the 
banks of the Saskatchewan between 
Edmonton an dLe Pas Mission. Four 
of these parties are running levels 
along the banks, the other two par­
ties running transits.

“The work of these parties has been 
delayed considerably, and it is doubt­
ful whether the survey will be com­
pleted by freeze up. If the govern­
ment decides to go ahead with the 
work, the river will be thoroughly 
sounded during the winter months."
