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PRISONER HURLS ACCUSATIONS

AGAINST JUSTICE AND COUNSEL

Gerald Crowe Iets Loose Filood of Denunciation Unique in History of
Courts in Manitoba  Previons to Being Sentenced to Ten Years for
Forgery and Uttering—Characterizes Evidence as Mass of Innuendoes
and. Insinuations Without Any Direct Proof znd Bids Court Do Its
Worst—Splendid “Command of Luegal Phrase.

Winnipeg, Nov. 7.—Ten years in
Manitoba penitentiary was: the sen-
tence meted out in the assize court
this morning by Chief Justice Ho-
weil to' Gerald Crowe, alias McLaug-
lin, alias Stone, alias Hilliar, alias
Henry, alias Prince, convicted yes-
terday of forgery and the uttering of
a cheque for $2,650 on the Bank of
Hamilton, Winnipeg.

In passing sence his lordship de-
clared that the prisoner wag a gteat-
er menace to the community than a
case of smallpox and that the ‘public
must be protected from such’ scoun-
drels.

The prisomer made a long statement
and harangged the court for nearly
half an hour in a speech that will be
remembered as one of the most ex-
traordinary ever heard in a court of
justice in-~Manitoba. Crowe proved
to be ia man of great oratorical ability
and hurled pat legal phrases and de-
nunciation at everyone connected with
the case in a manner that must have
me him the envy of more than one
lawyer in the crowded court room.

Asks- Heavy Sentence,

When court sat, Mr. Hastings, on
behalf: of the crowd, moved formally
for the sentencing of H. McLaughlin

Asked if he had anything ‘o say
before sentence was passed upon him,
prisoner at once launched into his
long statement, producing from his
pockets 'a sheaf of papers to which
he referred at intervals.

A Lot to Say.

Prisongr then held ups _ard
from a 1étter- an8 statement from the
Continental and Commercial Bank of
Chicago, whieh, he said, had - been
received by him while in jail, in res-
ponse to 'a letter sent by him. The
statement showed that he hdd had a
credit balance of $1,000 in that bank
some- time ago. He also produced a
statement from the Lincoln National
Bank of New York showing a credit
balance of $1,040.

“That is where I got the money,”
said the prisoner.

Accounts for Money,

(‘rowe then produced what he said
was a copy of a letter which he had
written from the jail to Sir Alfred
Jones, president ot the Elder-Demp-
ster Steamship line, to which he ex-
pected a reply within a couple of
weeks. In the letter he asked Sir Al-
fred to write to him outlining certain
business connections they had had in
which 8ir Alfred had paid prisoner
$750 for spme concession Secured by
prisoner while on.the Gold Coast,
South Afriea. This prisoner said,
would account for much of the
money he had in his possession as he
had changed the British money he
had received into Canadian bills be-
fore coming to Canada.

Unique Harangue.

Crowe then launched into an ex-
traordinary harangug in which he de-
clared there had béen no direct evi-
dence against him, that His Lordship
had shown bias against him through-
out the case'and that the whole of the
evidence was a mass of “innuendoes
and insinuations without a single bit
of direct proof.” As to the evidence
showing that He had gone to a num-
ber of lawyérs in Winnipeg, Crowe
explained this in an extraordinary
legal argument in which he asked
His Lordship to consider a hypotheti-
cal case in bankruptey in the English

“I am innocent of this charge,”
Crowe in conclusion. “I am mot
ing for any light sentence or for
mercy. Your lordship is prejudiced
against me, but I appeal to you as a
fair-minded man that I have.not had
a fair trial. If you knew the facts as
I know them it would be different.”

Dangerous Man.

“You have shown me that you are

‘“Gerald Crowe left Toronto, but it
was MecLaughlin who argjved in Win-
nipeg,” continued his lordship. “Then
,ou used the name of Robert Stone
and of Hilliar; perliaps the name of
Knight. At Calgary you used the
name Lewis and Henry and perhaps
the name Prince.” .

Had Decided Differently,

Centinuing, HigMordship aid he had
been considering the prisoner’s case
and sentence all night and all ynorn-
ing-and he had come to the coneclusion
that prisoner being a young man he
could not inflict a penaity that would
blacken his lifc or remove all hope for
the future. He had decided to be as
lenient as he could be.

“Your ycars were in my keeping,”
said his lordship impressively, “and
I had decided to be as economical ot
them as I could, but by your actions
and statements this morning you have
shaken my conviction and forced me
to change my mind. I have come to
the conclusion that you are too dang-
erous a man to be at large. I feel
that if you were allowed to go you
would at once resort again to forg-
ery. 1 comsider you a greater menace
to the community than a case of
smallpox .and the public must be pro-
tacted agajnst such scoundrels. ‘rhe
sentence of the court is that you be
confined in Manitoba penitentiary for
ten-years.”

On hearing sentence, Crowe closed
his eyes and leaned backward as if
abcut to faint, but soon recovered.

“I wish your 10rdsh1w to remember
that I claim the money and that if
necessary I will institute civil action
to secure it,” he said.

“I'm afraid you have a very poor
chance of ever gegtting it,” was the
answer and prisoner was led away,
securely shackled to one of the court
Lejliffs. This precaution was consid-
ered necessary as it is known that
Crcwe has become dgsperate and
would attempt escape or suicide if
given any chance.

Metals are moving well. Manufactur-
ers generally are busy. The outlook
for the holiday trade continues good,
and orders on this account are very
satisfactory. A fairly good trade is
mcving iw groceries. Sugars are un-
changed at the decline of ‘15 cents pen
hundred, which took. place last week.
The grain trade holds quiet.

Toronto reports to Bradstreets say
despite the fact that the weather con-
tinues unseasonable and that the sort-
ing trade in dry goods has been to
some extent affected, there is a feel-
ing of decided optimism regarding the
outlook for general business:. The
holiday trade promises well. From all
parts off the country come reports of
a good movement of general lines, The
demands for lumber, hardware and
kindred lines hold up well, and it is
evident .that activity in this connec-
tion is widespread. In paints and oils
business- is also active. The move-
ment of staple groceries is moderate-
ly active.

Winnipeg reporis say general busi-
ness continues-steady in tone and a
good moveraent is reported in: all
lines. The sorting business in dry
goods is good, and travellers report
excellent business for. spring., Pur-
chases of ‘holiday lines are - large.
Building operations are letting up a
little, and there is a seasonable slack-
ening in the demand of hardware, al-
though a ULrisk business is promised
for winter lines.

Grocers report a good husiness for
seasonable lines.

All branches of trade report collec-
tions fairly good, and there has been
little of the usuzl complaint on the
score of-the delivery of supplies this
fall.- Money is fairly free.
Vanecouver and Victoria reports say
trade at these centres and throughout
the province continues excellent.

SETTLEMENT BETWEEN
SPAIN AND VATICAN

King Alfonso of Spain Writes to the
Pope That by His Personal Efforts
He Has Averted a Diplomatic
Rupture.

Rome,' Nov. 6.—The Pope has re-
ceived an autograph letter from King
Alfonso of Spain announcing that his
personal efforts to avert a diplomatic
rupture between Spain and the Vati-
can have been crowned with success.

| tions between four of the city's lead-

ing physicians, and after three posi-
mortem examinations, At first it
L.was thought to be a form of infantile
paralysis, because of the terrible sud-
denness with which its victims were
swept away. Children attacked be-
gan to fail, and death ensued in 48
hours. But post-mortems failed. to
show any evidence of this dread dis-
ease, and indicated rather a gastro-
intestinal trouble, due to the drink-
ing of contaminated milk.

All the children who fell victims
to the supposed milk-plague Wwere
infants, under nine months of age and
bottle fed. Two were sickly when
brought to the home. Death in
three instances was apparently due to
pneumonia, which might or might not
have been brought on by the other
trouble. The ravages of the disease
have now been stayed, and last week

by the Health Department.

*The trouble began when six Wweeks
ago the Home substituted dairy milk
for a malted milk with which the in-
fant charges had been previously fed.
Everything possible was: done- by the
officers of the Children’s Aid Spciety
to save the lives of the sufferers. Two
weeks ago. a trained nurse was plac-
€d in the home to care for them; and
fram the first, sev eral physicians were
in: attendance.

As an upshot of the trouble; and in
protest against the placing of a train-
ed nurse in the home, Mrs.. R. 8.
Webb, the matron of the home, re-
signed her position on Sunday morn-
ing last, as did two women employed
as assistants. Sergeant Webb, the
officer in charge of the home, did not
resign and claims to have had noth-
ing to do with the trouble between
Mrs. Webb and the nurse.

Washington, Nov .4—A life sav-
ing service for the rescue of miners
in time of disaster is about to be in-
augurated by the United States Bur-
eau “of Mines: Six specially con-
structed cars, manned by a corps of
miners trained in rescue work, and
equipped with: the latest rescue ap-
paratus, will be located in the midst
of the great coal districts of the
country. Theses cars will be ready
at a moment's notice to proceed to

The cars will each contain eight
so-called oxygen helmets, a supply of
oxygen in tanks, one dozen safety
