Assassination of
King Humbert.

King Humbert of Italy had accept-
ed an invitation of the Provincial
Athleic Club at Monza to be present
at the distribution of prizes, and at
half past nine on the morning of
July 29, 1900, the King drove to the
Palestra, on which the sports were
held, where he was received by the
aunthorities and a large crowd of the
general public. After presiding at
the distribution, which lasted about
an hour, the King left the Palestra,
and was just starting in a closed car
riage to return to the Royal Palace,
when four revolver shots were sud-
denly fired by a man standing
amongst the crowd. His Majesty was
hit by three bullets, one of which
struck him near the heart, but he ex-
claimed, “It is nothing!”™ and the
carriage was driven at full speed to
the Royal Palace, taking only three
minutes for the journey. The King
was found to be still living, but sink-
ing so fast as to be practically be-
yond the reach of human aid, and he
died as he was being carried into the
villa. He was at once placed in bed,
and doctors arrived with the utmost
speed, but they could only declare that
life was extinct. Meanwhile, the by-
standers, on becoming aware of what
Lhad happened, made a rush to seize
the assassin, and it was only with
great difficulty that the proper au-
thorities rescued him from the hands
of the mob, and effected his arrest.
He was an anarchist, named Gaetano
Brassi and denied that he had any
accomplices, and said that he com-
mitted the crime out of hatred for
monarch_i#:al institutions.
