Yesterday we weﬁ privileged to listen to an informal dls-
cussion on fish, which took place in the office of a firm on Water
Street, where séme specimens of lceland soft curéd cod were on
view. Side by side with the foreign product was a Labrador fish
of last season’s catch, and even after one had made every allow-
ance for that fact, the contrast between the appearance of fhe
two as food commodities was most marked. former was
white and looked appetizing,—the latter, dark in colour, and it
did not appear particularly palntabia The former 8howed that
serupulous care had been observed in the cleaning process; the
latter, with a clot of* dried blood where the bone had been sever--
ed-another clot adhering to the napé, &nd marks-of shimeé on thé
béck, indicated that little regard had been shown in the matter
of ordinary cleanliness, and that appwges had been sacrificed
in the anxiety to comserve energy. ; ¢ /

Now no one will for a moment coﬂgbd that the fish cdught
elsewhere can compare in flavour and géneral excéllence with the
properly cured Labrador product. No one for & momént will as-
sert that the Newfoundland fisherman is lazy,
cleanliness, or ignorant of his business.. Everyone will, how-
ever, at once admit that at présent a considerable quantity of |20
the fish cured, not only on thé Labfador, but around the coast of
the Island, leaves much to be desired in two .essentials in any
food product, cleanliness and appearanece.

Why is this?

A housekeeper making a purchdsé ifl 4 butchér’s shop relies
for the most part upon the ®ppearance of the cut of meat. We
may pride ourselves oni the knowlédgé wé possess of this; that,
or the other commodity, but d4s & general rule our judgment is
influenced by the yay in which it appeals to the eye. So is it
surely with our customers in the foreign markéts, customers not
only of ours, but_of Norway, of Iceland, of Céandda, &nd of
Fragce, all of whom are striving to oust our tastier fish by sub-
mitting to thetn an article which looks mioré atiraétive.

We ask why this is. Would it not be even more pertinent
to ask why we have not long dago secured sbsolute control of thesé
markets by curing our fish in such 4 niannér that it would appedl
as strongly to the eye of our ¢ustottiers as it does to their palate?

The gentlemen who discussed this mattér yesterday were
for the most part men of long experience in the fish business, and
while their views as to the best processés of cure and so on may
have diffefed, they were all of onée opinion a8 to thé root of this
evil, namely, the tal qual system.

That, you may say, is no new discovery. No, it is not, but it
is a hopeful sign to find a number of prominent fish buyers un-
animotsly condemning the system and showing an earnest desire
to find & way out.

Examine the insidious development of this system whdatever
way vou will, and the only conclusion that can be arrived at is
that it is the result of mistrust, avariciousness, and inexcusable
follv. We feel inclined to add, disleyalty, for after all,\it means
sacrificing the country’s reputdtion and its industrial Welfare for
the sake of, comparatively, an insignificant personal gain.

Were the-business men of this country cdlled uponh to-
morrow to sacrifice their comforts or to moftgage their resour-
ces in order to preserve the integrity of the Empire, they would
do so without a murmut. In fact they would Hotly resént it if
they were not permitted to lend their aid in such d cause. If the
call came to-morrow for \young men to rally to the fldg, they
would as readily respond dnd as willingly offer their lives in its
defense as they did in 1914,

Is the welfare and reputation of the Oldest Colony of such
insignificance that we cannot make a slight personal sacrifice in
its behalf; that we cahnet voluntarily unite to banish a system
which is having an immoral effect upon the toilerg of the sea, is
discouraging efficiency, and i8 destroying the  wvitality of our
greatest industry? Is conseription neceisary in order to make
us realize our responsibility? Must a law be pasSed specifically
stating, “Thou shalt not buy or sell on the Tal Qual System?”
Surely the injunction with which éveryone i& familiar==%to he
true and just in all my dealings”—is Sufficiently relevant with-
out any further binding laws!

If it be the case that the passing of such 4 law is tthaveid-
able, then, however regrettdble such action may be, let us hdve
it, and the sooner the better. If in the interest of the othexrs the
slackers must be whipped into line, apply the whip. This is a
duty which rests with the Government, and there must be no
wavering in their ranks because of political or any other consid-
erations.

First, however, before suggestmpsuc“h drastic measures, we
would appeal to the natural pride which every Newfotindldfider
possesses; to the tendency to give his serviees freely dnd of his
own accord, rather than by compulsion, and abeve all, to his love
of country; and we do not yet despair of such an appeal, 1, broad-
easted through the land by men who are sineere in their convic-
tions and are ingpiréd by their rhission, failing to arouse a popu-
lar movement which would result in rémoving “Tal Qual” for
ever from our vocabulary, and making the system nothing more
than & memory recalled with horror and disgust.

Let the Minister of Marine and Fisheries; who has already
been outspoken in this matter, rally the exporters. Let the

Leader of the Opposition and the President of the Fishermen’s.

Union second his efforts. For the time béing at least; eschew
politics. Call upon the press to lend its aid to thé- moyement.
Ask the clergy throughout the Island to défidunce.the system
