Accident.—It appears that the Sabbath 
School Teachers belonging to *tbe Con­
gregational Church hold yesterday

We 
understand further that one of the boats 
on the return homewards got stuck1 
amidships on a sunken log in the river, 
and the boat after" many revolutions on 
its axis, to the no small discomfiture of 
the oarsmen, (who were quite unaccus­
tomed to this peculiar style of water-log­
ging and log-rolling) was ultimately re­
lieved from its eccentric situation,and the 
party managed to reach home without 
any further serious contretemps.

The first question on the card was that 
of the

CODLIN MOTH.

Mr. Allen (Kingston) said that the 
codlin moths had not been so trouble­
some in his neighborhood as formerly. .

Mr. - Chisholm (Halton) said in his 
neighborhood they were getting worse. 
Had no remedy to propose beyond what 
jias been done already.

Mr. Morden said that the russett varie­
ties seemed to be more exempt from the 
codlin moths than the softer varieties, 
such as snow apple, &o.

'Mr. Bennet (Brantford) had been much 
troubled with the codlin moth, but this 
year they were not nearly so troublesome»; 
either the severe winter or the birds were 
the cause of their disappearance, in his 
opinion ; he had found codlin moths in 
the crop of the cat bird.

Mr. Denton (London) thought the cod­
lin moth was more prevalent in old than 
in young orchards.

Mr. Caldwell (Galt) thought the rava­
ges of these insects were on the decline, 
probably Owing to the severity of the 
winter. «Ho thought they should be care­
ful to pick all affected apples and pay 
attention to cleaning trees, &c.

Mr. James Anderson (Puslinch) said 
his orchard was young and not much 
troubled with the moth. He found the 
snow apple more easily affected ; he found 
none at all on the Duchess of Oldenburg, 
or the red astrachan.

Dr. Cross (St. Catharines) said his 
orchard was young, and found that out 
of 25 varieties he cultivated, not one 
escaped the ravages of the codlin moth. 
He thought this insect was doing more 
harm than all the otherJhsects put to­
gether. -

Mr. Saunders having stated somé in­
teresting particulars regarding the his­
tory of the moth, mentioned that he 
knew that it fed on the plum, a matter 
that, perhaps, was not generally known. 
He had ’‘no remedies beyond :what had 
already been advocated. „ • •

Mr. Roy (Berlin) found that", the only 
variety that escaped the codlin moth was 
the swaizzie pomme de gris. Two years 
ago he had not a codlin moth on his 
premises. He did not believe in the arti­
ficial remedies proposed, but regarded 
the only effectual means to get rid of 
these pests was by the careful protection 
and production of birds.

Mr. Saunders did not think the birds 
would be very effectual in destroying the 
codlin moth, as the larvae were buried in 
the apple. He thought it would be un­
wise to let tho idea go abroad that artifi­
cial means were useless. He thought 
that we should use the intelligence God 
has given us to aid nature in keeping 
down the undue multiplicity of these in-

Mr. George Elliott (Guelph) had suf­
fered severely from codlin moths, and 
found all varieties of apples more or less 
affected. He used as a remedy tying 
pieces of carpet, Ac., round the trees, 
and found that the insects accumulated 
there, and at the end of a week or so 
gathered and destroyed them.

A very lively discussion arose as to the 
Parliamentary law prohibiting the shoot­
ing of all birds, many fruit growers con­
tending that they were all more or less 
insect devourers, whilst other gentlemen 
contended for the opposite ; in fact Mr. 
Allen, of Kingston, (who seems well 
posted in their habits) declares that some 
of these birds devour quite as many of 
our friends as our enemies ; and advoca­
ted strongly perritission being given to 
every one to protect his own orchard 
from the depredation of birds who are 
epicures enough to prefer a dainty dish 
of ripe fruit to even the tempting morceau 
of a hairy caterpillar 1

Much amusement was afforded by our 
venerable friend Mr. Benham “ chaffing” 
the worthy Secretary of the Guelph Hor­
ticultural Society with shooting 150 birds 
to preserve a pint of cherries !

Moved by Mr. Saunders, seconded by 
Mr. Morden, That in the opinion of this 
Association it is highly necessary that 
some united effort bo made by fruit 
growers in districts where the codlin 
moth prevails, and would urge upon its 
members the use of the proper time of 
the remedies which have-been suggested 
to lessen their numbers. Carried.

PEARCULTURE.
Mr. Allen (Kingston) found the bart- 

lett (a little tender), Louise bonne, Fle­
mish beauty, belle lucrative, seckel, Os­
wego beaurr to answer in his district.

Mr. Caldwell (Galt) thought the culti-' 
vation of the pear as easy as that of the 
apple, and thought by the timely applica­
tion of the knife to diseased limbs would 
speedily bring the tree into iiealthy ac­
tivity. Found bartlett, rosstizier, Fie 
mish beauty, Duchess D’Angoulerae, 
Louise bonne, caster bonne, white do­
yenne, sheldon, seckel, the latter parti­
cularly, hardy and growing in cold north­
ern districts and producing fine fruit. 
Whenever the pear tree becomes hide 
bound use the knife freely in the bark 
just as the sap is beginning to Vrise. 
Had strong objections to stimulating 
manures for pear trees ; preferred a com­
port of ashes, and a good washing of soft

Mr. Morten preferred standard to 
dwarf trees.

Mr. DentonX drew clay on his land 
where he grew pears, and found that the 
peàr trees did not do well where the cloy 
was put on too thickly. The natural 
soil where his pear trees grew was sand.

Mr. Lee found the Flemish beauty the 
best to grow.

was not sufficient care taken in planting
the trees ; the soil should be well slack­
ened for a considerable distance round 
the root».

Mr. Benham has grown pears for the 
last 25 years ; lost his first trees ; suc­
ceeded well for the last 15 years with 
dwarfs. Dwarfs generally have not been 
planted deep enough. Cultivates the 
bartlett (tender), Louise bonne (good 
and abùndant) Howell, Dewbora's seed­
ling, secxel, Stevens Genesee,—vicar of 
Wakefield,—keeps well, Beurre D’Anjou, 
ehamortelle, worthy of cultivation, and it 
was mentioned by Mr. Allen,of Kingston, 
that he had known peers of this variety to 
sell at 18 guinea» per dozen in England.

Dr. Cross (St. Catharines) found that, 
he was likely to have a poor crop of pears 
this yéar : prefers standards ; Marie 
Louise has not failed; Duchess D’An- 
gouleme has failed ; keeps ground well 
cultivated ; soil clay never had the 
Duchess blight.

Mr. Morton considered Guelph soil 
well adapted for the growth of pears, al­
though his own experience was not of 
the most flattering nature. He had seen 
in this district some excellent specimens 
of bartlett, Flemish beauty, Louise bonne, 
Beurre Diel. The Buerre D’Anjou was 
burned badly this season. He regarded 
raw manure as most destructive to the

Mr. Ellictt (Guelph) his soil was clay 
and cultivates 15 varieties ; prepares the 
soil well, using the pickaxe to break up 
the subsoil, plants deep, and mulches 
both summer and winter with proper 
manure which keeps the soil moist in 
summer and protects from frost in win­
ter ; prunes in the fall, cuts well off the 
eye ; cultivates bartlett, Beurre D’Anjou, 
Flemish beauty, Louise bonne, soldat, 
D’Esperin, ripens late, of firm flesh and 
good flavor,“Belle lucrative, good but 
does hot keep,and Duchess D’Anjouleme ; 
uses wood ashes and nothing more for 
Flemish beauty, doesn’t press the tree 
with wood, plants deep, mulches well, 
blossoms freely, yields abundantly. Buf- 
fam, dosen’t crack. White doyenne, ex­
cellent, had large samples, does not cul­
tivate winter varieties, cultivates the 
graslin also, a good pear and hardy tree.

Mr. Roy (Berlin) cultivates a few re­
liable varieties, such as Flemish beauty, 
(hardiest),beurre,sickel, rostazier, beurre 
diel, Elliot’s early, from Mr. Dougall, 
Windsor, stands winter well, quality 
good ; has the supreme de guimper, ten­
der and small ; ananas d’ete not worth 
cultivating; easier beurre died; glout 
morceau never blights ; duchess does 
not suceeeed with him ; graslin good and 
hardy ; kingsessing tender ; has sbme 
seedlings ; mulches well, applies liquid 
manure ; double works the bartlett on the 
grey doyenne, beurre hose has been 
worked on summer rose stock.

Mr. Stevenson (Guelph) places flemish 
beauty first, is hardy, productive, >and 
profitable, (2) seckel, (3) Louise bonne de 
Jersey, (4) Gloat morceau; likes the Kirk­
land, Osband’s summer, rostiezier on 
quince stock. Buff am, very fine and 
does ^not crack. Belle Lucrative not 
equal in flavor to his anticipations, finds 
large and small fruit at the same time. 
Duchess Anjonleme does not succeed 
well, Napoleons do well, so does the white 
doyennes, has a tendency to crack. 
Beurre Diel rather tender.

Mr. Alex. Glass, finds the bartlett an 
indifferent grower, and tender. White 
dozenne does well, does not crack. Os- 
band spare bearer. Bergamotte cadette 
hardy and heavy cropper. Stevens Gen- 
essee is bad for being troubled with the 
codlin moth. Van Boren good samples 
but poor bearer. Vicar of Winkfield good. 
Doyenne D’Ete, Blapp’sfavorite, healthy 
but not yet fruited.

Sheriff Davidson, finds the Duchess an 
indifferent grower, has damped off this 
year ; the flemish beauty very hardy, very 
few this year, should be worked on a pear 
stock. Osband’s summer succéda well in 
his district, ripens about the middle 
of August, is pretty and abundant bearer* 
prefers it to any other summer pear ; 
winter metis bears abundantly, is hardy 
and well adapted for preserving ; the 
seckel does well and is hardy ; feeds well, 
and cuts back well. Mulches every win­
ter and removes in the spring ; prefers 
spring pruning, prunes severely. #

Mr. J. A. Wood prefers the bartlett to 
any; finds the winters nelis wither before 
time for gathering ; has the jaminette but 
not hardy. 'Onondago acid, beurre, 
hardy rough in flavor.

Mr. Jackson (Berlin) cultivates a few 
pears, complains that the varieties pur 
chased do not turn out as named wl^en 
bought ; prefers the D’Eje to the bartlett; 
the flemish beauty lacks flavor ; osbands 
summer,Beurre Giffard bears well ; Clapp’s 
favorite does well, bartlett yery generally 
grown in his quarter ; Dogenne D’Hiver 
good but has not fruited yet; Stevens Gen­
oese good bnt rots at the core ; seckel has 
not succeeded with him ; Vicar of Wink- 
field bears well.

Mr. Saunders has suffered from the 
breaking off of the Louise bonne de Jer­
sey at the junction of the stock and 
graft ; also Duchess d’Angonleme has 
suffered from frozen sap blight.

Mr. Roy has had similar experience 
with the Louise bonne, and found tho 
Duchess very tender.

Mr. Stevenson found the Bartlett very 
tender to grow.

The next subject taken up was the
- PEAR BLIGHT.

Mr. Caldwell thinks it arises from the 
winters severity.

Mr. Saunders agreed with Mr. Caldwell.
The Secretary asked how could the 

winter affect seedlings that never saw a 
winter, v and yet were affected by . the 
blight ?,

Mr. Allen wished to know if the blight 
was bad where the land was richly man-

Mr. Saunders replied that he thought 
it was due to certain atmospheric influ­
ences ; various varieties were killed ; he 
bandaged them up with clay and cow- 
dung, and found the results beneficial.

Mr. Stevenson agreed with Mr. Beadle 
that fireblight attacked seedlings.

Col. Magill (Oshawa) observed that 
pear blight was equally strong on light 
and heavy soils ; old trees have died from 
it, and thinks that the summer has a 
good deal to do with it.

The President mentioned a various 
circumstance communicated to him by 
Mr. Bennett, of Brantford, namely that 
towards evening in dry weather he used 
a hydrant with a very fine rose so ttiht 
the water fell on the trees like a gentle 
distilling rain,and ever since he adopted 
this plan did not suffer from blight at all.

Mr. Hamilton (Toronto) has had pear 
blight on light but not on heavy soil.

It being now six o'clock, the meeting 
adjourred till seven o’clock.
