Spain a Republic.
The New Government.

The Utmost Freedom Promised
the People.

Heavy Snow Storm in New
York.

Londou,%‘eb. 12, 10 a.m.—Despatches
from Madrid say the situation there was
more favorable than was hoped here last
night. No disturbance of any kind is
reported, and there seems to be a digpo-
sition on all hands to maintaif order and
support-the of the Pr 1
authorities;—The—Cortes—yesterday-was
the central point of interest, and bulle-
tins of its proceedings were anxiously
awaited by crowds of persons in all the
public places of the city. Thetwo Houses
assembled at a iate hour in the day. The
formal message of the abdication of
King Amadeus was read in each Cham-
ber separately. It opens with the state-
ment that the King has maturely con-
sidered the question of what course he
ought' to pursue with. reference to the
Spanish throne, and has firmly resolved
upon that course. When he accepted
the Crown he did se under the belief that
the loyalty of the people who had called
him would compensate for the inexperi-
ence which he had brought to the task.
Therein he found he had been deceived.
If the enemies who had beset his path
had been foreigners, he would not take
the course now determined upon, but
they are Spaniards. By them Spain had
always been kept in perpetual disquiet.
All his efforts to quiet her, or put aa end
to the intrigues which were the source of
her agitation, had proved unavailing. It
was not enough that he had a partizan
support ; he had no wish to remain on
the throne as King of a party. He there-
fore announced his abdication, on behalf
of himself and his heirs. |
Upon the completion of the reading of
this document the Senatc and the Con
ress met together in the Chamber of the
latter, and constituted themselves the
Sovereign Cortes of Spain.

Senor Rivero, the President of the
Congress, was called to the chair, and in
a brief speech declared himself ready to
answer for the preservation of order, and
the execution of the decrees of the So-
vereign Power.

A vote was then taken on the question
of accepting, without discussion, the ab-
dication of King Amadeus, and it was ac-
cepted unanimously. A commission
chosen from the members of the Senate
and Congress was appointed to draft a
reply to the message, and another to ac-
company the King to the frontier.

Senor Pio then proposed a resolution
establishing a Republic, and vesting the
Psupreme power in the Assembly.

The resolution was adopted by & vote
of 256 yeas against 32 nays.

PRICE ONE PESNY '

Singular Capture of a Tennessee
Murderer.
(From the Memphis Avalanche.)

Information reached the city yosterdny
of the arrest of Simpson T. Caldwell, tite
murderer of R, H. Johnson, at Thyatars,
New-Year's Day, R, H.Johnston, a plant-
er living near Coldwater, Miss., hired a
man named Simpson T, Caldwell to work
on his farm. The next day Johnson
sold a piece of land for $1,100, and placed
the money in a trunk in the presence of
Caldwell. In the afternoon heand Cald-
well went to the woods, and Caldwell
dealt Mr. Johnson a blow on the back of
the head with his axe and two other suc-
cessive blows with the same weapon, one
on the forehead and another on the top
of the head, crushing the skull and in-
flicting fatal injuries. The murderer
then took the trank key from Mr, John-
son’s pocket, and goingback tothe house,
compelled Mrs. Jobnson to unlock the-
trunk and give him the $1,100. Having
done this he jumped through the win--
dow and made his eseape.

Lact Saturday Dr. Ritchie, who lives at
a small interior town, thirteen miles from.
Coldwater, known as Thyatara, was on &
spree, and the murder at Coldwater being -
fresh in his mind, he accused every one
he met in a jocular way, of being the
man who —had committed. the murder. -
Finelly he met o stranger, and being
just tipsy enough not to care what he
said, addressed {he siranger in the same
manner:—* Yes—you—you sre the man. .
who murderad Johnson at Coldwater.”
A look of guilt overepread the man’s face,
and simultaneously he ran his hand into-
his bosom as if to draw a weapon. Dr.-
Ritchie collared him with his left hand
and with his right drew a dirk from his
pocket and told him if he attempted to
draw a weapom he would plunge that
knife to his heart in a second, He then
commanded the man to draw his hana
which was speedily obeyed, when, instead.
of a weapon, he drew oat tho sum of §1,-
100, which he dropped on the ground at
his feet. Meanwhile a crowd had ga-
thered around the doetor and his pris-
oner, and the evidence of the man’s
guilt was by this time so palpable that
he was placed under arrest and securely
tied. The next morsing the suspected
man was taken to the residence of Mrs.
Johnson by his captors. She at once
became frantie, and begged to be allowed
to treat Caldwell in the same manner
that he had treated her husband, and it
was with difiqulty that she could be re-
gtrained from doing the prisoner harm.
On the way to Hernando, Caldwell con-
fessed to both the murder and the rob-
bery, but gave no other excuse for the
erime than the desire for the $1,100,
which he had seen paid to Mr. Johnson
and deposited in the trunk.

Caldwell, the murderer, is a Georgian,
and was one of a party of emigrants en
route for Texas; he remained over and
“ hired out” to Mr. Johnson, as above
stated. It appears that after committing
the murder he struck out through the
woods, and after wandering about for
forty-eight hours, was findlly stopped in
the very place through which he had
passed ten hoars before, He was appar-
ently trying to make his way to Texas to
join his triends, but lost his reckoning.
