
Presentation at Owen Sound.
Mr. A. D. Campbell, school teacher, of 

Owen Sound, (formerly teacher in the 
Georgetown Academy,) has been present­
ed by the pupils of the class preparing 
for the Teachers’ Examination, with a 
silver fruit basket, valued at $14. Ac­
companying the presentation. Miss Hay 
read the following address :—“ On behalf 
of the pupils of the Teachers* Class which 
has been under your instruction, allow 
me to present you with this fruit basket 
as a slight recognition on our part of the 
valuable instruction which you have im­
parted during the time wo have been 
under your charge. We feel that you 
have had our interèst at heart, that you 
have labored diligently for our success, 
and spared no pains to contribute to it. 
If our improvement has been equal to 
your desire and efforts to effect it, then 
our success is assured ; and we trust that 
we have shown our full appreciation of 
your valuable lessons in our best and 
most earnest efforts to prosper by them. 
By this token we mean not a reward in 
the sense of remuneration^ but a memen­
to ef affeotioiv and esteem, which we all 
feel as. pupils towards you as our 
teacher." At the close, Mr. Campbell 
made a suitable reply, thanking the pu­
pils for their valuable memento, and 
wishing them success.

Van Wcrmer, of London, and her daugh­
ter, were drowned in attempting to drive 
across the river Thames, in a buggy ; the 
bridge having been carried away. ïp one 
part of the river was a deep hole, into 
which the buggy dropped and was over­
turned. The cries of the struggling wo­
men attracted o number of men, but they 
could render no assistance, and both la­
dies were drowned.

Unfortunately, it is not the 
only bust of that statesman which Canada 
has had to pay foi\

Twelfth July in Oixchardville.—Our 
correspondent at Orchardville says that 
the Battle of the Boyne was commemo­
rated in that place by a grand procession 
on the 13th inst., m which three lodges, 
with their bands, were represented. A 
sumptuous dinner at Irving’s hotel 
followed, after which an oration was de­
livered by ltev. Mr. Dudley, of Durham.
A Jarge crowd, was in attendance, and 
everything passed off peaceably.

Upwards of 18,000 female signatures, 
among them being those of Florence 
Nightingale, Harriet Martineau, Mary 
Carpenter, and Anna Gore Langton, 
have been attached to a memorial which 
h'as been addressed to Mr. Disraeli, pray­
ing him t^support the Bill for removing 
the electoral disabilities ot women. In 
his reply tho Premier has acknowledged 
the honour paid him.

On Thursday, a. man who was' intoxi­
cated tried a race with a Grand Trunk 
freight-train, at Port Colborrie, and suc­
ceeded in coming in ahead by just en­
ough to save himself and the horses he
