Bylaw of the City of Calgary to 

"‘s® “Hot o{ M9.000.00 for the pur­
pose of building, laying and oonstruct- 

an extension ’of the Municipal 
Water Works System, two and one- 
naît miles, more or less, beyond the 
present intake on the Elbow River and 
for purchasing: or otherwise acquiring 
trie necessary Tight of way therefor, 
and to Issue debentures for said sum 
aiîn *° prov^e for the assessment and 
collection of the sums necessary to 
pay said debentures.

WHEREAS the city is about to 
build, lay and construct an extension 
of the Municipal Water Works System 
two and one-half miles, more or less, 
beyond the present intake on the El­
bow River, and for purchasing or other­
wise acquiring the necessary right of 

Way therefor, and it is necessary to 
raise by way of loan on the credit of 
the City of Calgary, the sum of 
>90,000.00 to pay therefor;

AND WHEREAS it is expedient that 
the said loan bear interest at the rate 

'<>f 4% per centum per annum, to be 
paid half-yearly, and that the said 
principal sum of $90,000.000 be paid at 
the expiration of 30 years from the 
date of this bylaw taking effect;

AND WHEREAS the value of the 
rateable property in the City of Cal­
gary, according to the last revised as­
sessment roll, is the sum of $111,598,136 

AND WHEREAS the amount of the 
existing debt of the City of Calgary 
outside of debts due for current ex­
penses is the sum of $9,128,950, no in­
stalment of principal or interest of 
which is yet due;

AND WHEREAS the respective am­
ounts required to be raised annually by 
special rate during the currency of the 
said debentures are (a) for paying the 
interest thereon $4,050.00 and (b) for 
forming a sinking fund for payment of 
the debt created by the issue of the 
said debentures $1,604.71.

No*w, therefore, the Council of the 
City of Calgary enacts as follows:

1. It shall and may be lawful for 
the Council to raise t.he sum of $90,000 
by way of a loan for the purpose of 
building, laying and constructing an 
extension of the Municipal Water 
Works System, two and one-half miles 
more or less,, beyond the present in­
take on the Elbow river, and for pur­
chasing or otherwise acquiring the nec­
essary-right of way therefor.

2. That debentures be issued for the

A little export'inquiry was reported 
there, but in other quarters except Min­
neapolis, cash dealings, whether do­
mestic or foreign, showed a decided 
lack of vim.

Larger and cheaper offerings of 
Russian and Canadian wheat were re­
garded here as chiefly responsible fur 
the backset In Europe’s quotations. 
Favorable crop reports from Argentina 
counted also against the bulls, and 
corn weakness added to the over­
weight. December fluctuated between 
89% and 90%, with last sales 90%, a 
loss of % to %c as compared with 24 
hours before.

Frosts failed to stimulate any im­
portant buying of corn. On the other 
hand, sellers were plentiful and seemed 
confident that the crop had gone safe­
ly past the danger ;period, although 
more frosts were predicted for nearly 
all the central states tonight. Decem­
ber ranged from 53% to 64, closing un­
settled, %c net lower at 53% to 53% 
cents. Cash grades were weak.

The Industrial Farm on North Yonge 

street received a celebrated personage 
Into Its midst yesterday, a guest who 
will make her headquarters permanent­
ly at the institution. It was none other 
than My Lady Nicotine; for the Jail 
farm officials have decided to permit 
a moderate use of the fragrant weed 
when the prisoners are not working.

A moderate allowance of tobacco and 
a pipe Is granted to every prisoner 
upon application, and the men have 
not been slow to avail themselves of 
this privilege. Whether the officials 
will go one step further and provide 
dainty little cigarettes for the women 
prisoners remains to be seen.

Property Commissioner Chisholm and 
Superintendent Findlay are probably 
practising the motto, “Do unto others 
as you would be done by.” The Prop­
erty Commissioner always enjoys a 
smoke, and he keeps a box of cigar* 
for visitors.

Story of Their Exploits Reads 
Like a Drama by One Lin­

coln J. Carter

Chicago Police Have Two Sus­
pects; Ugly Story Reflecting 

on Chicago Authorities

Chicago, Sept. 26.—Two men are un­
der arrest here In connection with the 
327LOOO robbery of the branch Bank 
of Montreal at New Westminster. This 
much was grudgingly admitted last 
night by Herman Scheuttler, acting 
chief of police. Chief Scheuttler was 
quite stingy with his secrets, and it 
cannot be positively stated whether 
the rest of the cracker®—the long and 
short men—who bounced a piano stool 
off the head of Lieutenant Burns and 
then galloped away, are caught or not.

The chief does not know the exact 
status In underground society of the 
two men who beat Lieutenant Burns. 
He cannot positively say their name® 
or rattle off their pedigree. This, he 
admits. Is why he caused the two ar­
rested men to be sneaked out to an 
outlying police station In an automo­
bile where the third degree may be 
administered without fear of habeas 
corpus, lawyers or flashlight photog­
raphers.

Hkve Some of Loot
Also the police have a slice of the 

much-sought Canadian loot. The value 
Is given as 310,'060. The generally ac­
cepted theory Is that the money was 
turned over to the police by an attor­
ney for Sldias, keeper of the Greek 
saloon on Wabash avenue, where 
Lieutenant Burns made his last stand 
and fell down.

The $10,OHO Is said to have been 
given to some man In Sldias’ saloon, If 
not to Sldias himself, to have It trans­
ferred into United States money. The 
man who got the money is reported 
to have left it to a private banker 
and asked him to do the changing 
The private banker advised him In 
good conscience and good law to go 
to the police.

The story of the two cracksmen’s 
escape as told here Is remarkable. 
Two crooks of International reputa­
tion, both well known, to the officers 
Involved, and according to the police 
here with a large slice of the proceeds 
of the Bank of Montreal robbery In 
their .possession, have been In Chicago 
for the last three weeks. In the or­
dinary course, of events the Chicago 
police were Informed of their where­
abouts and were given details as to 
the robbery, the amount of the loot 
and. the hangout of the alleged thieves 
In this city.

They Had Great Chance
The best place for effecting a raid, 

and a capture that would have re­
dounded to the credit of Chicago's de­
tective service, Incidentally bringing 
it a reward of at least part of $27,500, 
was obvious. The two officers who 
knew of the significance of the ar­
rest were both otherwise employed 
on ordinary city work. They detailed 
the arrests to a subordinate. The 
latter, instead of taking a patrol 
wagon full of police, which were 
available, and. surrounding the ren­
dezvous, capturing his men,
went to th$ place alone, gave himself 
away, after showing his tin star and 
got kicked almost to death. The 
crooks naturally escaped. The two or­
iginal policemen kept mum and now 
charges are preferred 'aga,tfist them 
with the Idea -of having them removed 
from the force..■ i 6 -,n r-tc

The policemen Involved are CapL 
John J. Mahoney of the Maxwell street 
station, who got the tip and assigned 
the Job to his lieutenant, and Lieut. 
B. J Burns, according to Chief of 
Police McWeeny, who was strategic­
ally beaten by his clever prey.

The criminals are two of a gang 
of five men. Three men now being 
held In various parts of the country- 
are believed to be the complement of 
the Chicago duo. Only $50,000 of the 
$272,000 has been recovered With the 
arrest of three, and it is believed that 
all of It la not squandered; at least 
$150,000 is held by the pair.

Rendezvous in Chicago
The rendezvous In Chicago was the 

Greek saloon at 1149 South Wabash 
avenue. Here Burns tried to capture 
the two desperate men alone. Burns, 
the chief says, omitted no prepara­
tions Included in the printed instruc­
tions for all tin star detectives. He 
was In disguise, his makeup being the 
uniform of a street car conductor. 
Burns located his men at the bar.. 
They had a few drinks and one of the 
safe blowers started to leave the bar. 
Burns, the “burglar buster," acted. 
His hands sought his “trusty auto­
matic," which he had borrowed for the 
occasion.

“I want you," he said. That is all 
the lieutenant had a chance to’ say 
The next thing he knew he was going 
to the floor from the crashing blow 
of a well-aimed piano stool as the pair 
of criminals and their friends rained 
kicks and blows at all parts of his 
body.

To return to Lieutenant Burns, he 
got his trusty revolver from his pocket 
Just as the teeth of one of the gang 
met In his shooting hand end made 
him drop his weapon. The lieutenant 
lost consciousness as the gang con­
tinued their kicks and blows.

Reads Like Fiction
The hunt for the members of the 

gang who effected the biggest bank 
robbery in recent years, and which 
the Chicago police hope to end with 
the capture of the last two here is as 
interesting as a prize detective story, 
according to those who have followed 
it.

John McNamara, former Chicago 
saloon keeper, who is classed as .the 
leader of the gang by the Pinkertons, 
was arrested in New York last Janu­
ary on the charge of stealing the 
automobile the robbers used for the 
escape after they robbed the safe. 
He atlll is fighting extradition. He la 
alleged here to be the man who engi­
neered with Eddie Fey the big Chicago 
post office robbery a few years ago, 
when $174,900 In* money and stamps 
were stolen. The robbers tunneled 
from the lake to a temporary post 
office, intending to loot the sub­
treasury, but they missed the vault by 
half a foot and went up Into the stamp 
room.

Charles F. Dean, the second mem­
ber of the Bank of Montreal gang, 
according to the Chicago police, was 
arrested by the Pinkertons In Dos 
Angeles the day following the appre­
hension of McNamara- He fought ex­
tradition, but was returned to Van­
couver for trial.

Charles Butcher, who lived In Chi­
cago as Dr. C. W. Wallace, a dentist, 
and Frank C Davies, a Chicago ticket 
and Frank C. Davies, a Chicago ticket 
scalper, were arrested In connection 
with the robbery In Detroit on June 
24, 1912. They are said to have had 
$10,006 of the stolen money In their 
possession. Butcher was ordered re-

turned to Canada. Davis got out on a 
habeas corpus writ.

Walter C. Walsh and Maud Adams, 
both known to the police, were arrest­
ed' In Toronto by the police and' the 
Pinkerton operatives on August 10. 
They have since been released on the 
New Westminster charge, and are be­
ing taken batik to Toronto to stand 
trial on another indictment. From 
east to west the greatest bank rob­
bery of the age Is certainly stirring the 
detective world.

Lieutenant Burns said, today his ef­
forts were frustrated by a woman. "I 
had the men covered and would' have 
arrested them or shot them dead If 
it had not been for a woman who was 
In the place.

“The moment I drew qay revolver 
she leaped on my back like a tigress 
and held me while the men beat me 
Into unconsciousness."

A man said to be a go-between is 
reported to have Informed the police 
that there were four Instead of two 
bank robbers In the saloon when the 
police went there to make the arrest, 
and that they were negotiating to buy 
Immunity when they were surprised 
by the appearance of Lieutenant Burns.

Would Buy Immunity
The report is that the police officers 

discovered that the four robbers were 
hiding in Chicago and demanded 
$100,000 as the price of their silence. 
Under the plan said to have been sug­
gested, each of the four police officers 
were to receive $25,000 Two of the 
robbers, it is said, had agreed to pay 
the sum for protection, but the other 
two robbers declared the amount exor­
bitant. While th enegotlatlons were 
pending, so goes the story. Captain 
Mahoney and Lieutenant Burns learn­
ed of the presence of the robbers In 
the saloon and tried to capture them.

On affidavit from a railroad ticket 
office the police this afternoon wired 
officials at Montreal, Halifax, Boston 
and New York to be on the watch for 
the robbers, as It is the belief that 
they had purchased tickets for France. 
This information was secured Just be­
fore private detectives arrived from 
New York to take charge of the case.

SPANISH LAWSUIT WHICH 
LASTED HENTE

Related to Ownership of Mag­
nificent Palace at 

Granada

Madrid, Sept. 28.—An Important 
lawsuit, which has lasted 100 years, 
has Just been decided at Granada. It 
concerns nothing less than the owner­
ship rights over El Généralité and the 
magnificent palace of La Alhambra, 
surrounded by beautiful gardens, which 
was once the place of summer retire­
ment of the Moorish Sovereigns during 
the Moslem occupation.

Over 100 years ago the mayor of 
Granada, Senor Grimaldi, gave the 
wrongful possession of this property to 
the ancestors of the present Marquis of 
Campotejar. The present action was 
commenced nearly a century ago with 
the object of obliging those pe’rsons to 
return the property to the state. A 
decision has been pronounced by the 
Salvador high court, declaring that El 
Ganerallfe and the Alhambra belong to 
the royal family and ordering their Im­
mediate return to the state. This de­
cision also calls upon the Marquis of 
Compote*» to pay the entire value of 
the fruit grown on the property from 
the time when Senor Grimaldi handed 
over the lands to his ancestors, and 
also to pay the costs of the action 
during the century.

500,000 TO QUIT WORK IN 
BELGIUM, HAVE BIG FUND

Socialists Plan Postal, Railway 
and Factory Strike on 

Suffrage Issue

Strikers Have Fund of $10,- 
000,000 and Expect to be 

Out Six Weeks

Brussels, Belgium, Sept. 26.—A great 
general strike is projected by the Soc­
ialists of Belgium in support of univ­
ersal suffrage amendment to the con­
stitution. Hostilities against the gov­
ernment, which has resodutely set ite 
face against the desired legislation* 
will start in November. Aalf a million 
workers, it is calculated, wil be in­
volved in the strike, which ki intended 
to last six weeks, at a cost to tbeir 
fund estimated at $10,000,000.

Women Aid Propaganda.
The. railway, postal and telegraph 

services, mines, docks and factories 
and workshops of all kinds are to be 
involved In what its promoters contend 
will be a bloodless campaign. Wo­
men seem as earnest as the men ÈR 
the propaganda.

Other Countries to Aid.
Promises of substantial financial 

support have been received, the com­
mittee officials aver, from the United 
States, France, England, Germany, 
Sweden, and elsewhere, and arrange­
ments have been completed, says the 
same authority, to send 40,000 children 
to temporary homes in the North of 
France on the declaration of the strike.

FOREIGNER TO BE HANGED

Montreal Sept. 26.—Charlotte Bat­
tista, an Italian, was this afternoon 
sentenced to death for the murder of 
a compatriot named Salvatore Maoar- 
uso. He will hang on December 20. 
The murder was a tragedy of Italian 
revenge.
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
