25 per cent in the price of wool at London 
auction sales has been followed by a 
rise in the value of woolen goods in 
Bradford, Huddersfield and Leeds. Higher 
prices are justified by the stocks, both of 
wool and goods, which are running low, 
owing to the general increase of 
the home and foreign trade. The 
prices of cotton goods in Man­
chester are also advancing, with 
higher quotations for raw cotton, based on 
New Orleans estimates of the American 
rop. Nearly all the branches of export 
trade with America are steadily increasing 
in volume, with tendencies toward higher 
prices. The iron trade in the north of 
England is an exception, but even that is 
less stagnant than it has been. A writer 
in the Daily Telegraph makes the amount 
spent by the average tourist from $500 to 
$1,000, which does not seem too high, when 
tailors’ and dress makers’ bills are taken 
into account. This runs up the total of 
tourists’ expenses to $100,000,000 or $200,-

Dr. Grant, in his concluding letter 
to the Globe on the Manitoba school 
question, which he studied during his 
recent tour through the Province, an­
nounces that he readies these conclu­
sions; .
