A Great Telegraph Steal Unearthed 
Near Chicago.

CHICAGO, March 15.—Detectives yester­
day discovered the most elaborate wire 
tapping plant ever seen in this country 
near the Roberg race track. It was located 
in an unused hotel three-quarters of a mile 
from thegtrack. Five men were in the 
place when the raid was made but all 
escaped. Two men, however, were recog- 
nized, Jim Turner and a sporting character 
named Hili. Over $1,500 worth of telegraph 
instruments, including duplex and qraudu- 
plex sets and 160 cells of battery, 
wore found. The establishment was well 
furnished with beds, bedding, cooking 
utensils, etc. The detectives found copies 
of every dispatch that has passed over the 
wires between Chicago and Robey for the 
past five days. Letters were also found 
showing that men in all parts of the coun­
try were implicated in the scheme. The 
plan was apparently to delay the results of 
the Robey races until money had been 
placed in the pool rooms of tie country.

Rev. Canon Richardson spoke of the 
prominent position women were tak­
ing in the industries and profes­
sions of the world, and ascribed to Chris­
tianity women’s emancipation from slavery.

Of the $20,000 collected by the church 
women of Canada $10,000 had been sent to 
the Northwest, but the speaker regretted 
that the Diocese of Athabasca had received 
the smallest share. Foreign mission fields 
received $3,000 and the canon was pleased 
to state that Huron diocese led all others 
in the money raised this way, having con­
tributed $5,000 this year, an increase of 
nearly $2,000 over last year's revenue.
