Interesting Paper by One of the
“ity’s Veteran Old Boys.

Recollections of a Time When Popula-
tion Was Counted by the Dozen.

The meetings of the Historical Soci-
ety, one of which was held last night
at the Public Library building, con-
tinue to be extremely interesting. Dr.
was
read at the previous meeting and dealt
with the history of London before the
building of the courthouse, was fol-
lowed last night by another excellent-
ly prepared paper by Hon. Freeman
Talbot, a Londoner of the very early
days, who has lived for nearly the past
half-century in Western Canada. His
friends in London, of whom there are
many, will be pleased to see in this
paper an evidence of the unimpaired
vigor of the remarkable intellectual
strength and wonderful memory with
with Mr. Talbet has been endowed.

Mr. ‘Talbot first said that the spot
upon which London now stands at-
tracted the attention of Gov. Slmcpe
and his secretary, Col. Talbot, who
contemplated the locality of London as
a proper site for the future capital
of Ontario, its natural advantages

being its centrality between the lakes;

and its fortunate situation on the
River Thames, besides cther advant-
ages which would insure inilitary and
naval protection and easy facilities of
communication. At that time the whole
country between Lakes Erie and
Huron was an unexploreq wilderness.
Subsequently Col. Talbot induced a
number of followers to join his settle-
ment.

L.ondon was not surveyed until 1818,
a Mr. App'egarth erected a

as 1816, about three-quarters of a mile
the forks. In the autumn of
1818 London was entered by about 40
different families, most of them Irish,
who came under the direction of the
For each of 60
men, whom he brought, Le had to de-
posit £10 with Mr. Freeman Talbot's
father as a guarantee that they would
not become paupers. Mr. Talbot had
obtained a free ship, the Brunswick,
to convey himself, his family and party
of settlers from the ‘““Cove of Cork”
(Queenstown) to Quebcc.

Mr. Freeman Talbot's father re-
ceived a grant of 1,400 acres of land
in the township of London. At that
time London township was thoughnt
to have many almost irresistible diffi-
culties and many strong attractions.
Its soil was first-class, water pure and
abundant, mill sites plentiful, splendid
timber of almost every variety, lime-
stone and brick clay easily obtained,
and rich pastures. Still it was far
rom the lakes, the timber was too
heavy to be subdued, there was an un-

surveyed region to the west, and the |

settlers feared fever and ague in this
township. Yet notwithstanding all this
the township prospered and became
one of the wealthiest in Ontario.

GIRL MURDERED
BY A WOMAN

The Terrible Deed of a Madly
Jealous Wife,

PROMPT ARREST OF ASSASSIN

“I’'m Glad She’s Dead,” Were the
Woman’s Words, as She Finished
Her Terrible Work.
