TREATMENT OF DIPHTHERIA.

An observant and thoughtful country 
doctor in the Frerch village of Neuville- 
Champ-d’Olsel, about nine mbes from 
Rouen, made an important experiment 
last year, which may be the means of 
saving many lives if the knowledge of it 
comes to be widely diffused. A violent 
epidemic of diphtheria broke out, and the 
deaths were appallingly numerous, and 
his usual method of treatment seemed 
a total failure. He remembered that the 
English had used petroleum (kerosene) as 
an antispasmodic and antiseptic; he deter­
mined to try it on a little girl of seven, 
whom he had given up. He explained to 
the parents that, with their consent, he 
would make the experiment, and at once 
commenced swabbing the throat with the 
petroleum. He was careful not to have 
an excess of the materi .1 on his brush, as 
a drop too much might strangle in the dis­
abled condition of the throat and larynx.

The practice c Willing 
the children is widespread. There 1. gard- 
)y a home that is not guilty of it a tone 
time or another, and the effect, is, though 
in a less degree, much the same as when 
practised iu the larger fields of the world. 
.It is a very easy matter to fall into this 
fault, because we feel an unusually,tender l 
sympathy for the little ones, and it is much 
easier and far more pleasant to reward them 
than to punish them. The chances of do- 
ing harm, however, are equally great in 
both casts. Indiscriminate punishment is 
often to blame for cowardly and deceitful 
traits in children, but on the other hand, 
careless and injudicious rewarding makes 
the child bold and defiant. A good effect, 
may be apparent for a time, but satisfied 
greed is a poor principle upon which to 
build a strong, self-reliant, manly charac­
ter.

The child as well as the older person 
has duties to perform, and it is emphati- 
cally unwise to bribe him to do what he 
knows is right. Upon this point all 
mothers should read Miss Scovil's er icle 
in a recent number of the Ladies’ Home 
Journal, where, in a severely direct para­
graph, she says:—“Recognizing at last 
that her child has faults which ought to 
be cured, the injudicious mother tries to 
obtain the desired result, not by er diet- 
ing the root of the mischief, but by cut­
ting off a shoot here and there. Instead 
of talking plainly and lovingly with him, 
teaching bim to see that it is a sin he must 
fight against, and showing him where he 
can go fcr help, she bribes him to over- 
come some special manifestation of it. 
She rewards bim fcr being prompt at 
meals, or for getting up early in the 
morning, or for not teasing his sisters.
