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lected in the diocese have been large# 
than in afly yean since 1888. This is 
especially so with regard to the Lenten 
offerings in those parishes in which a 
systematic application has been made 
to all the parishioners. The develop­
ment of the “Quebec system,” by which 
those districts which are unable to en­
tirely support their own clergy, pay an 
assessment to the mission board, and 
the clergyman's stipend is paid by the 
board, has been a decided success. This 
plan now obtains in all the parishes, ex­
cept two, and there is a good hope be­
fore long, that these win be included.

No attempt has been made to reduce 
the diocesan debt, which is now less 
than $10,000. I am sure that you will 
agree with me that this can and must 
be done. We should then be freed 
from the necessity of asking for so large 
an assessment from the diocese, as under 
existing circumstances, the interest up­
on the debt has to be met year by year.
If $3,000 were collected the extra as­
sessment would cease.

During the past year the most care­
ful attention of the executive committee 
has been given to the position of the 
widows’ and orphans’ fund, and I hope 
that the synod will deal with the matter.
If there could be one central fund for 
the whole Canadian church, It would be 
the true solution of the, difficulty. In 
this diocese we have never received any 
help (as they have in the Bast) from 
legacies, so that we have only to de­
pend upon the Christmas Day offertories 
for the increase of capital, which now 
amounts to $4,900. Another question, 
which must sooner or later be met, is a 
superannuation fund for the clergy. I 
wish that it were possible for every 
parish to effect an insurance upon the 
clergyman’s life, to be paid at the age 
of 60 or 65. Of course, in the smaller 
districts this would be" too heavy a bur­
den, bu)t if there were a fund, grants 
might be made in special cases. This is 
a layman’s question, and there are 
wealthy churchmen in this diocese, who 
might easily head such a movement with 
substantial sums. At the present fo­
ment the amount to be divided yearly is 
only $200.

We welcome amongst us today the 
Rev. A. J. Hall, as the representative of 

mission work amongst the Indians, 
lr. the diocese of Alert Bay. His charg­
es a very large one, including all the 
northern part of the Island, with no 
fewer than tribes. The present 
staff of missionaries is unable to cope 
with the work,' as it’ should be done, as 
the majority of the Indians are still 
heathen, although the -Gospel has been 
preached to them.

What becomes of the baseballs? is a 
question often asked by those who at­

The vein, which is 
being worked, is found on both sides of 
the Cbemainus river, and all the power 
required for drilling and other purposes 
can he obtained from the river or from 
Ain-'ka Greek, which flows into the 
Cbemainus about half a mile below the 
Copper Canyon, and is fed from a lake 
situated 3,000 feet above the mine. 
Situated as they are, the Copper Canyon 
and the Victoria on the other side of the 
Canyon possess better facilities -for de­
velopment and transportation than even 
the Lenora had before the completion of 
the Mount Sicker railway, as they are 
only a mile by wagon road from the ter­
minus of that railway, and it is only a 
matter of a year or so when the stan­
dard guage railway of the Victoria Lum­
bering & Manufacturing company will 
be extended past them to reach the com­
pany’s timber further up the Cbemainus 

There is, therefore, according to 
Mr. Croft, no reason why these proper- 

should not take rank with the beet 
dividend-payers in the province within a 
short time—all that is required is suffi­
cient capital and careful management.

The work done so far on the Copper 
Canyon consists of a tunnel 230 feet 
long, which runs in a Southwesterly 
direction along the strike of the vein. 
The ore continues throughout this tun­
nel, and dips to the South, as a rule at 
an angle of about 80 degrees. The ore 
shows about one foot in width, and in 
places it widens to four feet. There are 
now on the dump about 125 tons of ore, 
which can be shipped to the smelter as 
soon as proper transportation facilities 
exist. At 99 feet from thé entrance of 
the tunnel. a crosscut has been run for 
15 feet Southward. A drift has been run 
in a Northwesterly direction from a 
point about 42 feet from the end of the 
tunnel. This drift is 101 feet iu length, 
and crosscuts a small vein, apparently 
a stringer running into the. main vein. 
At the extreme end of this* drift there 
is a vein about four feet wide, carrying 
some good ore. This vein apparently is 
the same as crosses the river below the 
entrance to the tunnel, and parallel to 
the same, 'and outcrops on the Victoria. 
About 40 feet up the river is another 
tunnel which shows ore and the before- 
mentioned crosscut in the tunnel on the 
South is being run to strike this vein. 
Mr. Croft advises that this crosscut be 
continued at once. - - 

x) On Mr. Croft’s recommendation* the 
management intend to extend the tunnel 
towards Mount Brenton, and put in an 
upraise to the surface, and sink a shaft 
at that point which, it is confidently ex­
pected will strike the main ore body. 
By acting on this suggestion the ore may 
be hoisted at this favorable point and 
economically taken out by the tunnel to 
a point across the river, to which the 
Mount Sicker railway can be extended.

The foregoing synopsis of Mr. Croft’s 
report shows that the Copper Canyon is 
in a satisfactory condition with every 
prospect of becoming an important ship­
per in the near future. Speaking of the 
value of the ore, Mr. Croft says: “From 
samples taken by myself the following 
assay was made:

THE BISHOP’S ADDRESS.
My Reverend Brethren and B re them of 

the Laity:
Before we approach the consideration 

of the affairs of our own diocese, only 
the fewest words will be necessary, to 
express our deep thankfulness to Al­
mighty God, that in His mercy He has 
restored to the Empire the blessing of 
peace, and also answered the prayers 
which have been offered to Him for the 
preservation of the life of our Sovereign 
Lord the King. May he long be spared 
to role in righteousness, and may a loy­
al and united South Africa be,a bright 
jewel in his crown. The responsibility 
of so vast an Empire and the “White 
man’s burden” must (surely we all 
agree) be a far more important theme, 
than any idle boasting about its size. 

’For, look which way we will, the times 
are full of grave anxiety—when have 
they not been? Be it ours, as becomes 
those who realize that all is in the hands 
not of iron destiny or blind chance, bfit 
of our Heavenly Father, buckle on onr 
armor all the tighter, and set onr face 
like a flint against all compromise with 
evil, aud never lose5 heart. The times 
are not so bad, after all, as they have 
been. What would it have been to have 
lived in the reign of Queen Elizabeth, 
or even a hundred years ago? “The 
fault is not in our stars, but in 
selves,” and if we will but acknowledge 
our faults and shortcomings, and deter­
mine each to do what in ns lies, We 
shall go forward aud difficulties will be 
overcome, and “God and the Right” 
prevail.

Christ Church started with a faster 
stroke, and kept the’, nose of their boat 
in front for a quarter of a mile, but 
Eton hauled them hand over hafld, And 
were one-third of a length in front at 
Fawley court, which was reached in 3 
minutes 35 seconds. Aided hy their sta­
tion the Eton boys thence rowed away 
and won by two and one-half lengths.

For the succeeding race, the eighth 
heat for the Diamond sculls, C. S. 
Titus was a great favorite, but he 
rowed to a standstill, to the surprise of 
everyone. His opponent, 'Ft S. Kelley, 
Balliol college, Oxford, led from the 
start, and was three lengths ahead at 
Fawley court. He maintained his dis­
tance and 'paddled home an easy victor. 
Kelley started with putting down tac­
tics. He pat in 38 strokes in the first 
minute to the American’s 35. The wis­
dom of the manoeuvre was clearly evi­
dent. The Oxonian went to the front 
forthwith and gained a quarter of a 
length in the first quarter of a mile. At 
the half mile he was a length to the 
good. Kelley’s time was 3 minutes 2 
seconds. He hgd then tacked 
couple more lengths, 
apparent.

A summary of the results is given be­
low:

The process of making baseballs is 
very simple, but great" care and skill has 
to be used in order to make them of the 
exact size and weight required by the 
roles of the game. The following de­
scription of a processor manufacture is 
taken from the New York World:

“It is first a solid ball of Para rub­
ber just an inch through. The ball is 
placed in a machine by a boy tender 
and is automatically wound with a 
strong,1 pure woollen yarn. The wind­
ing is done with an evenness that no 
human fingers could equal, and the 
thick, blue-mixed wool forms a perfect­
ly uniform covering for the core.

“This layer is made just an inch 
thick. When the right amount of yarn 
has been wound on it the machine stops 
automatically, the hall, now two inches 
thick, is removed and another core set.

“The partly finished balls 
dipped. That is, they are dropped into 
a transparent fluid called ‘plastic com­
position,’ which is really a kind of ce­
ment. This fluid is very adhesive, and 
when it enters the wool"covering there is 
a solidification that prevents the ball 
from ever being knocked out op shape. 
So certain is this, in fact, that the com­
pany guarantees to replace all halls 
that are so Injured. ‘
.“The balls are next wound again—this 

time with a certain definite thickness of 
three-ply. blue yarn until it has reached 
the requisite size of nine inches in cir­
cumference. Ail of these winding pro­
cesses have been autonfetic, and the balls 
appeal of exactly the same size and 
weight. But no chances are taken, and 
each is weighed several times during 
thé final winding so that accuracy may 
be assured.

“After being dipped in the cement 
again the ball is ready for covering.

“The covers are alum-tanned horse- 
hide, which is as soft and fine as the 
best white kid. For the best balls only 
eighteen covers can be got out of onq 
hide, -as only the very choicest parts 
can be used.

“The hide is first knee-staked. That 
is, it is stretched backward and forward 
over a knee-high stake by a strong boy 
till it will stretch no more.

is done by machinery. The cover is in 
two pieces, each the shape of the figure 
8. A machine cuts out these pieces and 
perforates them ready for sewing. Theje 
machines are wonderfully accurate and 
very rapid.

“The balls are placed for covering in 
dampers of wood, and the covers are 
fastened first with brass staples and 
then with strong cotton thread of the 
best quality. It takes about fifteen 
minutes to sew the cover on a ball. This 
requires considerable muscle, and only 
men are employed on "the work.

“The ball is still rough on the seams. 
It is rolled by hand and a few hours 
later by machinery, whence it emerges 
the completed article, readv for packing 
and selling.

“The market for baseballs Is entirely 
in this country, with the exception of a 
small and recent demand that has devel­
oped in Cuba and the Philippines. Dur­
ing the Boxer uprising in China quite a 
number of balls were exported there for 
the use of the American troops.

“The whole process of making a ball 
takes just thirty minutes, and it often 
happens that its life on the diamond is 
no longer. The professional leagues 
usually put in play during a game from 
four to six new balls, which are never 
again used except for practice. Ama­
teurs put in play two, three or four 
balls, according to their wealth.”

Will Dredge the Bottom of 
the Stewart River For 

Gold.

William Ogilvie, the first governor of 
the Yukon district and'one"of the best 
authorities regarding the gold fields of 
the North, is on his way to the Stewart 
river to engage in dredging for gold in 
the river bed.- He is now in Seattle.and 
will leave for the North in a few days, 
taking with him a large and expensive 
outfit for the work of dredging the Stew­
art nver. He came to the Coast by way 
of the Southern States, stopping at 
eral points in California. As soon as he 
receives advices from other members 
of the company in the East, which are 
expected daily, he will ship the machin­
ery, and, if possible, will do consider­
able dredging work this

“I asked to be relieved from my posi­
tion as commissioner to undertake the 
work in which I am now interested,” 
said Gov. Ogilvie. “When I came out 
from Dawson I found we were not 
nearly as ready for opérations" as I had 
thought, and more than a year has pass­
ed in preparing our machines and other 
paraphernalia. At last they are about 
ready, and I hope to sail in a few days.

“Results of investigations which we 
carried on convinced us that gold in 
considerable quantities existed in the 
bed of the Stewart river, and may be 
obtained without great difficulty. The 
necessary privilege was obtained from 
the Dominion government, giving ns the 
right to carry on mining operations of 
such nature as we" desired. Our dredger 
has cost us about $20,000, not Including 
transportation, which is an item.

“If we are successful in extracting 
gold from the mud in the bottom of the 
Stewart river,” concluded Gov. Ogilvie, 
“ it will be evident that deposits exist in 
many parts of the Yukon bed, and a 
large area of mining ground will be add­
ed to that now worked in the vicinity 
of Dawson.”
