ideal of education to be awakened? We 
need a broadening of the popular idea 
of what true education is, and that 
broadening can only be accomplished by

And then, to know that all these indus­
tries, together with the mines and for­
ests which supply them, are but the out­
side fringe of an untouched- and prac­
tically unexplored country ! Is it any 
wonder that our Chamber of Commerce 
guests were at once amazed and de­
lighted at these evidences of the bound­
less wealth lying within our borders? 
Keen, practical men of affairs, they 
have come amongst us to see and judge 
for themselves. The verdict has been 
overwhelmingly in 'Canada’s favor, and 
the private meeting of last week in Mon­
treal is but the precursor of great coun­
cils among the financial giants of the 
Mother Land, the result of which will ibe 
the fullest aud most judicious develop­
ment of Canada’s resources, from ocean 
to ocehn, by the brains and capita] of 
our own people.
