The wire was cut between Jerome park and
New York and false winners telegraphed
to all partsof the country. The scheme
was elaborately planned. ~ Agents were sta-
tioned at all the pool rooms and obtained
all the tickets they could on horges named
by the conspirators as winners. After f3e
tickets were cashed the parties dispersed.
The conspic.cy was so wide spread it isrbe-
lieved the conspirators will be detected.

The appearance of bir. "H. R. Jacobs’
smallest man in the world in Toronto, ae-
ocompanied by such a galaxy of ‘midgets,
fenders the far famied Tom Thumb combi-
pation decidedly m the minority. When P,
T, Barnum first took the diminutive Tom to
Evngland s perfect furore of curiosity caused
crowds to flock- to Exeter hall, in order to
seé the smallest specimen of full grown hu-
manity then known. Compared with Hop
O’ My Thumb, the Bsrnum specimen was a
giant, indeed, as also was Miss Minnie War-
ren (Tom Thumb’s wife) a giantess compared
with ‘Miss_Jenny Quigley. Tom Thumb
weighed 100 ponnds and was 42 inches in
height; Hop O’ My Thumb weighs'8 pounds
and is 21 inches in height.  Miss Minnie
Warren ‘weighed 64 pounds and was 42
inches ‘in height; Miss Jenny Quigley
weighs 38  pounds and is 87 inches
in height., Not only does 'the rule of
smaller people apply to the above mentioned
midgets, but also to Baren Littlefinger and
Count Rosebud, the little gentleman who
will soon be the husband of the sensible and
pretty-looking little Scottish queen, Miss
Jenny Quigley, who is as lady like and
graceful in her ownhome as upon the stage,
A brief history of each of the little visitors
to Toronto will nat be smiss,

HOP 0 MY THUMSB,

This little $10,000 specimen of the genus
homo was born in the year 1868, at a
small town in Annopl county, Nova
Scotia, and is the oaly child of Mr, and Mrs,
Thomas W, Foster, his father following the
occupation of a farmer.. At the birth of
the little fellow he was %he wonder of the
entire neighborhood, for wpon weighing him,
according to olden custom, he turned the
scales at the almost ingredible weight of
one pound, and as he wasa perfectly formed
and Healthy child he was soon pronounced
a great curiosity. His ts lived in com-
parative quietude umtil the child was 4

The little lady
has a very clear, sweet soprano voice, and
when singing upon the stage shows more
volume that some of her more prominent
siaters who sometimes appear at the large
theatres. During her Kuropean tour she
was a great favorite, and appeared before
geveral of the continental crowned heads.
She also visited the royal palaces by request
of her mejesty Queen Victoria and the
royal family four times, and was fre-
quently invited to the houses of the no-
bility, who did not fail to visit her at
Piccadilly hall, on Piccadilly street,
in Londcn, where she exhibited for
several months,  The Scottish Queen will
soon change her name by the intervention
of matrimony with Count Rosebud, and it
remaias to be seen whether the future Rose-
buds will follow the footsteps of their
parents as regards size and weight.
