THE NEWS IN TORONTO,
A General Feeling of Regret—Short Sketoh
of thie Doad Senntor’s Life

The news of the death of Mr, Plumb was
received in Toronto with feehings of regret on
all sides, ‘He passed through the city on Sat-
urday on his way home to Niagdra. A gentle-
man who spent an hour with him at the To-
ronto Club says he never saw the Senator more
sprightly and vivacious. He" looked as_if he
had twenty years of life ahead of him. It was
known the hon, gentlemau was a sufferer from
heart disease, aud he bimself was aware that
such a death was liable to overtake him.

The deceased was an American by birth.
He was the son of Rev. E. G. Plumb, an Epis-
copal minister, and was born at East Haven,
Conn. Before coming to.this country (about
30 years ago) Mr. Plumb had been engaged in
banking sud rallway enterprises in the United
Stutes. In 1849 he married the youngest
duughter of : the lats Col. Samuel Strest of
Niugara, sister of the late T. C. Street, who
sat in Parliameut for Welland. Hiw wife
died abous 20 years ago, leaving six children.
Mr, Plumb's first entry mto public life wasin
1874, when he acoapted &- Conservative nomi-
aatton for Niugara, was elected, unseated aud
re-elected by a lérger majority, In the N.P.
cawpaign, whith closed with the triumph of
Vept. 17, 1878, Mr. Plumb took an active
pars, accompauying Sir  John Macdousld
thirough On:acio and. the eastern sownships.
He wiws defeated at that election by Mr. P.
Hughes, who, bowever, -was .unseated and
disqualified, Mr. Plumb securing the seat. In
Parlament he was recugnized as une of the
ablest debaters on the Cunservative benches.
He was appointed to the Senate beiore the
mesting of Parliameut in 1883, of which bodv
he was Speaker at the time of his death, He
was an active member of the Oburch of Eng-
land, and was a leading figure at all the div-
cesan symods and councils of thatbody in
Canada.
