—l.r Haggart Opposes the Scheme as
' Impracticable and Too Costly.

Orrawa, March 14.—It was fully ex-
ted that Hon. John Carling wonld have
introduced to-day, but these who
were on hand to see the littledrama which
will be enacted when the Minister of Agri-
eulture is presented were disappointed.

The central incident of the day was Col.
Denison’s speech on his motion favoring in-
creasing the depth of the Soulanges Canal
to 20 feet and the debate that followed on
It, in which the new Minister of Railways
and Canals took part. !

Col. Denison had come well prepared

with facts to support his contention that

the canals and channels between Montreal

and Port Arthur ‘should be so increased
that vessels drawing 18 feet would be able
to pass between those two points without
transferring cargo, lightering -or breaking
bulk in any way. He said the whole his-
tory of our canalg was that comstruction
was scarcely finished before it was found
that a greater depth was required. He
tock up  the history  of each - canal
and showed that it was a constang move-
ment towards a greater depth, and he
g:ophesied that the Souln.n%es Canal would
no more than finished™sefore it would be
found that it was yet in the requirements
of the age. He pointed out that the Wel-
land Canal was the only -obstacle to the
Fmage of vessels of 18 feet draught pass-
ng from the head of navigation on Lake
Buperior to the eastern end oi Lake On-
tario, & great and magnificen stretch of
navigation.

CALANITY IM‘I'TLE SHIP.

SLVEN MEN PERISH 1IN ONENIGUT
ON THE NAVARRO,

s

Overcome By the Gases of a Fire of Bad
Coal They Are Found Dead in Their
Bunks Next Morning—Fenrful Suffer
ings of the Seven survivors—The Dead
Buried at Sea.

Loxpox, March 14,.—Seven men out of
14 who slept in the forecastle on the steam-
er Navarro, which sailed trom Boston it_)r
London on Feb. 17, were found dead in
their bunks the second morming out. .

In addition' to the crew she carried 14
cattlemen, one boss foreman and two re-
frigerator men.

&he 14 cattlemen slept in the forecastle
in rather close quarters. The weather was
cold and stormy, the men tired and sleepy,
and some one suggested that a fire be piled
high with coal. This was doneg, and some
one else closed the port-holes. None of the
men noticed the lack of ventilation until
too late.

That Fatal Sleep.

One by one the men dropped asleep, aid-
ed, doubtless, by the gaseous atmosphere,
As the hours rolled on the gas became
denser and the men in the upper bunks
were enveloped in its deadly embrace. In
the morning, as the men did not appear ah
the usual hour to attend to the wants of the
cattle, the captain ordered them routed
out. Tne boss cattle man and some of the
crew entered the forecastle and were almost
overcome by the deadly atmosphere. They
found seven men dead aud seven almost
dead. None of the latter were out of dan-
ger for two days, and one man hovered be-
tween life and death for five days.

: Bad Conl Responsible.

It was plam to be seen that the men had
been poisoned by coal gas. The quality of
the coal undoubtedly had a bearing on their
death. The coal was so bad that the vessel
was 24 days on the voyage, and the captain
ascribes the length of the voyage as muc
to tho quality of the coal as to the high
winds, The seven dead men were buried

at sea.

In the Leeds district the strike is
gevercly felt.

out.

He Lived on Forgeries:

Berriy, March 14.—A tragic™ event is
reported from Liebau in Prussian Silesia.
Herr Eckerd, the governor of the district, a
man of high standing and supposed large
wealth, was lately discovered to have been
engaged in extensive forgeries.

t appears that for some time past he
has _really ‘been  bankrupt, and ' has only
kept up his credit on forged bills of ex-
change. Finding that his guilt was becom-
ing known he committed suicide by taking
poison. 2

Since his death additional forgeries haye
come to light, and the aggregate is said to
be enormous. Financial institutions and
individuals who have cashed the forged
paper are seriously embarrassed.

The Healy Family.

M. P., has introduced a bill in Parliament
calling upon all supporters of ‘the Salvation
Army processions to support his bill for
legalizing Roman Catholic processions
through the streets.

Viexxa, March 14. —The parents of the
Austrian lieutenant Lucksitsch, who was a
member of a party sent out to rescue Emin
Pasha, and who died in Africa, have begun
suit against Stanley, the leader of the ex-
pedition, to recover £4000 damages. They
allege that their son was subjected to tor-
tures which caused his death.

A Commission For Ashbridge’s Bay.

I desire again to call the attention of the coun-
cil to the fact that Ithink they are making a
lamentable mistake in parting with their fee to
the land known as Ashbridge’s Bay, as will be
done if they carry out the proposed agreement
with Col. Alexander's syndicate. I think the
public scarcely realize that the proposition means
a clear sale of all the city's interest, for which

'ou will better realize what the i:igz is parting
with if you reflect that a little over ypars ago
the city allowed about 60 acres of land at the foot
of John-street to pass out of its possession to the
railways, for which they bave received practi-
cally uothing. - This lan would be w hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars to the city to-day.

You will also remember that the city was leas-
ing land on the Island a little over ten years ago
at 85 per acre, and would bave lprobably sold the
whole probabketor a vex:{ small amount had an
offer been made for it.

Also remember that the land around Parkdale
less than 20 years ago was sold for about $100 an
acre, while at the present time the city is pur-
chulus 6 acres in the same n:!fhborhood but in
a less desirable locality to add to the Cattle
Market av a_cost of about per acre.
Although we have this knowledge before us, we
now propose to part with the Ashbridge's Bay
property for about $350 an acre. .

Cease Further Negotiations,
