An application will be made to the
Board of Works this morning to grant
a certain company the privilege of sell-
ing electric light and power throughout
Toronto. The application should be per-
emptorily refused on the ground that
the object sought is inimical to the
public interest. Already there are three
companies that exact tribute from the
citisens who use gas or electricity. We
make a mistake in deputing to private
concerns the business of supplying citi-
zgens with light, heat and power, ‘When
we empower the Consumers’ Gas Com-
pany to supply us with this commodity
we make it possible for them to.collect
$160,000 a year in the way of dividends
on capital, whereas it would cost the
municipality only $40,000 or $50,000.
Then these private councerns do not act
in the interest of the citizens, but of
their sharcholders. If the city owned
the! gas plant, and were obliged to pay
10 per cent. on an inflated capital of
$1,600,000, it could afford to reduce the
price of gas to 75 cents per thousand
and still meet that excessive interest
charge. The experience of other places
proves that our statement is correct.
It the city operated the gas plant itself
the price of gas would be at most 80
cents per thousand. That would mean
& saving of one-fifth of the revenue of
the company, or $110,000., We are pay-
ing private shareholders another $110,-
000 more than the city would have to
pay on capital borrowed to operate the
business. Here, then, is a total of
$220,000 ‘that the people lose every
year by delegating to a/company the
business of supplying théTq with gas.
Trily, these private concerns are
terribly expensive luxuries.

Take another instance. If the eity were
in the electric light business, our street
lamps would cost' us to-day about $70
each a year, not more. We are payinZ
$109 a year to a private company. We
The
contract has 15 months more to runm
Our loss from now on ‘till the contract
expires will be $560,000, Add to this sum
what we have lost durinz the preceding
part of the contract and we get a total
of $200,000. That's a frightful commis-

d | sion to pay the men who relieve us of

attendinz to the wogrk ourselves. The
papers that thouzht Secretary MeGowah's
fizures were more reliable than those of
Engzineer Keating are now ready to close
with the Toronto Electric Light Com-
pany for a new five years’ deal at $76
per lizht. The contract will not begin
till Jan, 1, 1806. Before that time the
standard price of an arc light will pro-
bably, be down to $55 a year and before
the expiration of the five years it will
probably drop to $40, or even less. It
won't increase in price, That is certain.
Time' is in favor of the private concern,
as nzainst the corporation.

These two concerns Zive us & fair idea
of the system of handing over public ser-
vices to private corporations. A question
that immediately presents itself, is whe-
ther we shall license an additional light
and power company to prey upon us.
Once these companies secure a foothold
they never cease scheming until they get
their stock up to the 200 point. They
aré satisfied with nothing short of ten
per cent. and a big reserve fund. But,
then, say the defenders of the companies,
the municipality is corrupt and cannot be
trusted to manage a business.  What
about the companies themselves in this
respect ? Why, it is the companies that
lead in this accomplishment! They cor-
rupt our representatives and then raise
the ery that the municipality is a fail-
ure in business. When it was sought to
convince the public and the aldermen
that the actual cost of an arc light was
$108.85 a year, who was it that origin-
ated the conspiracy to deceive the pub-
lic? The parties who hatched the little
game were not aldermen. If a search
were made they would probably be found
among the company’s own directors or
officers. When we reflect on the methods
by which compunies push their business,
it is rich, indeed, to hear them and their
journalistic friends shouting out that
the municipality is corrupt and cannot
be trusted in business. When we have a
company and a mubicipal corporation
working together it not unfrequently
happens that jobbery results from the
combination. But certain it is that the
aldermen working alone will be less apt
to go astray than when working in con-
junction with a rich corporation,

The company that is applying for this
electric franchize should be politely
shown the door when they make their
appearance at the City Hall this morn-
ing, Instead of extending these fran-
chises, we ought to curtail them. That
is the policy, and the only policy, by
which the -people will be freed from the
triangular lighting momopoly to which
they pay tribute to the amount of from
two hundred to three hundred thousand
dollars anuually. An opportunity is pre-
sénted now that may never occur again.
At a surprisingly low figure we can in-
stal a plant that will not only save us
money, eéven in street lighting, but will
frighten the other companies into deals
ing fairly with the people. There can be
no mistake in accepting the most favor-
able tender for enzines and dynamos and
in putting them in place at once.

The compary in question is the so-
called Georgian Bay Aqueduct and
Canal Company. They produce a cer-
tificate of a bank deposit of $100,000
as a zuarantee of their intention to pro-
ceed at once with the Hurontario Canal.
We have no doubt some of the aldermen
will refer to this deposit and to the bona
fides of the allezed company in a serious
manuner, as if they actually believed in
the affair. They will do this as an ex-
cuse for parting with a valuable con-
sideration, Other aldermen will probably
be hoodwinked by the so-called certifi-
cate, or by the statement of the promo-
ter that 5000 men will be at work with-
in o month. But those of our represen-
tatives who wish to keep the city from
being made the laughing stock of the
country will vizorously oppose every
move that is mede.

The Hurontario Canal scheme is a
gizantic delusion. The Board of Trade
of Chicazo will have nothing to de with
it. Mr. Cooley. the eminent engineer, who
is superintending the Chicago 26-foot
canal, stated at the canal convention the
otlher day that Chicago didn't want the
canal for two reasons principally: They
would not abandon Lake Erie, the ports

1ol whjch gave thejr vessels more traflic
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than #ny other part of the waterway
system; secondly, it would take as lon
to go through the canal as to sail roun
by the open watér., They wouldn't use
the canal il it were built, However, ae
Mr. Cooley remarked, the people of Chi-

20 | cago will not object to the'canal being

constructed. Neither will we. What we
are particularly anxious about just now
is to-prevent another bloodsucker faster)-
ing itsell .to the civic throat.

NO DUTY ON SKILL AND BRAINS.

The Canadian Wheelman takes excep-
tion to our argument in favor of plac-
ing & high duty on finished bicycles ih
order to zive Canadian workmen more
employment in the fitting together of
the machines, The Wheelman thinks the
Canadian machinist is not able to pro-
duce as good a bicycle as is made in the
United States or in England, and it
would not be fair to wheelmen to be
compelled to buy an inferior article. The
World is not in favor of taxing skilled
mechanics cominy to this country. Oup
idea is to import these machinists if
our own are not expert enough. And, in
order to induce them to come in tens
and fiftys, we ought to guarantee them
the whole work of five million people.
Under these conditions, the man who
puts the bicycle together in the United
Btates will emigrate to Canada and ber
come a resident of this country.

Caught in the Act of Teaching Young Lads
to Steal.

The first meeting of the Children's Aid
Society since June was held yesterday.
The agent's report showed  that ° since
June 27 agents had had under considera-
tion 98 new cases, in which were involv-
ed the interests of 162 children; of these
42 were boys, who, owinZz to the opera-
tion of the law passed at the last sessiop
of the House of Commons, were tried in
the “Children’s Court,” and their casees
looked into. Amonz other matters which
have come under his notice and in which
the society has made itself felt are the
followinz: The investigation of one case
of child insurance, of eizht cases of al-
laged child cruelty, in which the parents
were warned; the prosecution of one case
in which it was discovered that arwoman
was teaching young lads to steal; also
in another case for nezlect and cruelty
to children. The supervision of children
performinz at the Exhibition, by means
of which parents of one child were de-
barred by the magistrate, and parents
of three others compelled by him to secure
licenses. The suppression of a baby farm,
without resortinz to force of law, and
in the case of another baby farm, its
suppression by raiding, filing the s&ix
children found in it as exhibits in court,
and by order of the magistrate obtaining
the custody of the same. And at present
there are nine cases of similar grave im-
port under process of investization.

- THEY. LWVE IN ARMOR,

{ A Pagon People -Who Live in the Cauea

sian Mountains and Observe
Strauge Rites.

g to an elevationof from ten thousand
to twelve thousand teet, enclese a basin,
the home of the Chevsurians, who num-
ber Iq;‘l;outs six thousand souls.

The Chevsurians are pagans, and one
may.get a general idea of their civiliza-
tion when it is related that their miser-
able huts are lighted only by means of
pine torches.

They are a peogle in arms. The men
never lay aside their heavy iron wea-

ns; even while plowing in the fields
they carry them. The mail gives them
a medieval appearance, yet the poor
covering ot the leg shows barbarism. In
a strap on the back every man carries a
whip,heavy and strong enough to break
an arm. Onthe thumb he wears au
iron ring—Sazeruli—with a rough sur-
face, t he may leave an ever-
lasting mark in his enemy's tace when
he strikes him with it.

The Chevsurians, like the old Iberians,
the modern Basques, and other peoples
who preserve traces of a watriarchal
order of society, have perpetuated the

custom of the father “lying-in” on the
birth of & child, as evidence of paternal
parentage. The women are isolated at
pregnancy in sFecial quarters known as
the ‘‘Satschechi,” and cannot return to
their own regidences until after a cere-
monial purification, A Chevsurian
father has his trials too. He must live
very absteminously for seven weeks
while friends and relatives are treated
with liquor and beer in abundance. It
is believed, oi the beliefis pretended,
that the father’s diet reacts on the child’s
health. The children's names are drawn
directly from nature. The boys are
named after animals and the girls after
sun, moon, stars or flowers.

Public oginlon among the Chevsurians
demands that no child be born till four
years after the marriage, and after that
there must be three years, at least, be-
tween births; and no famil ougﬁt to
have more than three children. -Thus
the Malthusian laws rule these r
people as severely as the Code Napoleon
rules the French peasants, who fear too
great a subdivision of their farms.

The main work of the girls is to col-
lect the cows' excrements and to dry
them for fuel. The boys are trained in
eloquence and use of arms. A boy eight
to ten years old endeavors to imitate the
grown man.

The vendetta takes a peculiar form
among the Chevsurians. As soon as a
murder is reported, all the relatives of
the deceased to ihe village of the
murderer and burn his house. The mur-
der’s relatives dare not show themselves
for a year lest they be killed. At the
end of one year, the murderer in com-
pany of a brother arrives secretly at the
altar of his victim to make an offering
of atonement and ask protection. Word
is sent to the family of the dead one that
the assassin wishes to pay the penalty
for his deed. They all come rushing
and erying “‘Blood for blood,” but enter
upon peace negotiations. 1t is agreed
that the slayer shall make a memorial
feast and pay four hundred and sixteen
shee, the regular price for homicide.
Every year thereafter he must
sacrifice a sheep to the raemory
of the slain ome. Only one ex-

eat penalty. If one of the family of
the deceased is dangerously ill, the
peacemaker announces that the sick one
will die unless the murderer is forgiven,
This is done ; the slayer pays a smaller
penalty : and, in this case, to the ma-
ternal side of the family. This custom
of payving to the maternal side is un-
doubtedly a survival from the matri-
archical times.

The Chevsurians have no money. The
standards of value are the ox, the cow,
the sheep and the horse. A stallion is
equal to four cows, a mare to six, a cow
to four sheep. A wound in the head
which exposes the brain is worth six,
teen cows ; the same price is assessed
for an injury to a legor an arm. If
one destroys the use of a thumb he
must pay the sufferer five cows, four
for the next finger, three for the next,
two for that after, and one for' the last.
An eye costs thirty cows.

If A owes B one sheep and does not
pay, B may select C, who pays him the
sheep and requires two from F. If A
does not pay, C may go to D to get his
two sheep, while D demands four from
A, and thus ad infinitum.

Very prominent among the Chevsur-
jans are the Kadagiens or soothsayers.
Next in importance are the Dasturiens
or sacrificial priests. Their religion is
mainly pagan with a few Christians
and Mohammedan ceremonies. They
are not monotheists. Sacred groves
and altars everywhere to the gods of
trees, etc., prove that. The *'god of
the cast and west” and the ‘“‘cuckoo”
and “swallow,’ are prominent deities.

Mrs. Hungerford is known o her im-
mens® circle of readers as the authoress
of‘Molly Bawn.” Like a_good many
other women writers she did not care to
put forth at first her own name in_con-
nection with her litetary work. Now,
however, she does not mind acknow-
ledglng that the ‘“Duchess’s” real self is
the wife of an Irish gentleman and that
she finds in the Kmerald Isle all the
material for her charming and brilliant
studies of British social life.

The daughter of a well-known County
Cork clergyman, Canon Hamilton,
Mrs. Hungerford comes of a _clerical
and military stock ; her first Irish an-
cester having come from nd
the reign of James I. Even when
quite a child, shc delighted in liter.
ary compositioh, and by the time she
was 18. managed to spend & d many
hours at story-writing. ‘‘Phyllis” was
completed before she was 20, and was
accepted by Mr. James Payn for Smith
and Elder. Mr. Payn,as is his wont
with young authors in whom he takes
an interest, was exceedingly kind to the
new Irish novelist and gave her many
valuable hints which she has been able
to carry out in her later works.

The *Duchess” resides near Randon,
only an hour from Cork by rail. There
the Eopular authoress lives remote from
the haunts of men in an old-fashioned
Irish house renowned for its hospltnlltf,
and surrounded by a husband and six
children. who never find that her liter-
ary work interferes in any way with
her duties as house-mother. She does
all her writing during the mornin,
hours in a room which, ol:ﬁb Suppose
to be her study, is not_sdcred from any
household intruder. Were it not that
IMrs. Hungerford possesses the secret
of methobd, she could - not get
through all she does. Each story is
the outcome of a bundle of notes
taken at all times on odd scraps of
paper—the back of a letter, the edge of
a newspaper, or on the address side of a
postcard. She is a conscientious worker
and takes care that all her references
and the bits of verses with which she
embellishes her stories are correct and
apposite. Not content with being a
novelist,” Mrs. Hungerford contrives to
get through a certain amount of jour-
nalistic work. Most of her novels are
syndicated in America, and also run
through in serial form some prominent
English society magazine.

though very popular with her fel-
low writers and a member of the society
of authors, Mrs. Hungerford can seldom
find time to come to London, and she is
thus much less known than many a less
famous writer who has nothing like her
record.

Small and dark, she has the vivacious
Irish temperament, and thorouihly
enters into all she does, be it work or

play.

THR LIGHINING PHOIOGRAPHED.
An Interesting Exhibit at the Meeting of
the Astronomical Seciety.

At the recent meeting of the Astrono-
mical Bociety some photographs of the
partially eclipsed moon were shown,
taken at a 10-inch reflector, on the oe-
easion of the eclipse of the 14th inst.

Mr. E. Staunton presented two suec-
cessfully executed photographs of the
lightning flash, On one of these the streak
is seen to have formed a distinct loap,
small, but on the negative particularly
well defined. This phenomenon is very
rarely noted in photos of thé lightning.

The proposal to take some steps to-
wards the erection of a popular obser-
vatory was discussed by the meeting,
the views of several members elicited and
the matter referred to the council of
the society for consideration, with a
recommendation to take immediate ac-
tion.
