Municipal Election Pot Begins 
To Simmer As Candidates 

Prepare For Appeals.

GREAT INTEREST LIKELY 
IN COUNCIL PERSONNEL

Prohibition, Public Ownership, 
Street Railway Probably To 

Be Main Issues.
With the federal election over, and 

decidedly so as far as London is con­
cerned, and the municipal nominations 
but three weeks away, Monday, No­
vember 23, the civic pot is commencing 
to show some signs of simmering. It is 
generally expected that the municipal 
campaign will be on In full swing with­
in a few days or within a week at the 
latest. Considerable more interest than 
usual is being shown on the campaign 
this year for several reasons. In the 
first place there is the abolition of the 
ward system and the election of the 
aldermen from the city as a whole. Con­
ditions will be somewhat changed as a 
result.

The aldermen who hope to "make the 
grade” will have to come out on some 
question that will make a general ap­
peal to the entire city rather than one 
which is sectional in its appeal.

Then in the-pext place, there will be 
only eight aldermen to elect this year, 
instead of 12 as formerly. This will con­
centrate the interest somewhat and 
four of these men will be elected for 
two years and this will be a factor in 
the elections this year. The electors 
will also have an interest in the elec­
tion of every alderman. Where the voter 
was interested in the election of three 
men formerly, he will be called upon to 
decide pn the merits of eight this year. 
This is another reason the average 
elector will take more interest in the 
campaign now than he formerly did. 
GENERAL APPEAL

In view of the fact that the aider- 
men will be forced to make a general 
appeal this year they will probably 
choose broader platforms than have 
been put forward in the past. For in­
stance, ex-Ald. Gordon Drake has re­
peatedly announced himself as a "wet” 
candidate for adermanlc honors. It is 
probable that one or more will come 
out on the temperance slate. Others 
will adopt a public ownership policy, 
with reference to the transportation 
system, while others may take the 
stand that this city would rather grant 
the London Street Railway Company 
x new franchise agreement than to 
enter the transportation field as a 
municipality.

While the prospective aldermen are 
discussing the problems of the day, the 
mayoralty candidates can scarcely re­
frain from taking a prominent part in 
the questions. Thus it is practically 
assured that the public, ownership of 
all "utilities will be one of the large 
questions of the hour so far as> the 
municipal elections are concerned. The 
Labor candidates will take a decided 
stand on this, as Labor as a whole is 
most enthusiastically in favor of pub­
lic ownership and operation of all 
utilities.

FEWER MARRIAGES AND 
BIRTHS, BUT MORE DEATHS 

HERE SO FAR THIS YEAR
London Shows Evidence of Racial 

Suicide In Vital Statistics For 
Year As Compared With 1924 
Births, Marriages and Deaths.1

London's birth rate is falling off in 
comparison to last year, according to 
the vital statistics report given out from 
City Clerk Baker’s office. This is based 
on the totals for thé first 10 months of 
each. There were 1,322 births record­
ed from January 1 to November 1 of j 
last year, as compared with 1,221 for i 
the corresponding period of this year.

Marriages have also fallen off as a 
total of 562 were solemnized in the 
first 10 months of 1924, as against 530 
for the same mon^s of 1925. But there 
was an increase in the number of 
deaths, 805 being recorded for the first 
10 months of last year and 863 for the 
corresponding period of this year.

The month of October showed an in­
crease in births and deaths and a de­
crease in marriages over the corre­
sponding month of last year. During 
the month just passed there were 122 
births, 85 deaths and «3 marriages, as 
compared with 105 births, 78 deaths 
and 69 marriages during October, 1924.

At the 
time Brewer was sentenced the where­
abouts of McDonald was unknown, al­
though he was implicated in the af­
fair. Later he gave himself up to the 
police.

On his first appearance in court, bail 
of $15,000 was set for his release and 
though efforts were made to reduce it, 
it remained at this amount.

In all Justice Lennox will be called 
upon to dispose of six jury and 14 non­
jury civil actions, as Edmund Weld, 
clerk of the court, states no settlements 
have been made in cases set down for 
trial. The first to be tried is that of 
Harold Pudney and George Connelly 
against the London Street Railway 
Company, in which the plaintiffs are 
suing, for $2,600 damages arising out of 
an accident. *

Connelly is claiming $2,000 for in­
juries sustained when an auto driven 
by him, and owned by Pudney, was hit 
by a defendant’s car last spring. Pud­
ney asks $600 damages for the car. It 
is charged by the plaintiffs that neg­
ligence on the part of one of the com­
pany’s agents or servants caused the 
accident.

CONVENT PURCHASED.
ROME, Nov. 2.—The Holy See has 

purchased for 8,000,000 lire the former 
convent of San Antonia, near Santa 
Maria Maggiore, for the purpose of es­
tablishing therein Lombard College, the 
Oriental institute, and the newly found­
ed Russia seminary. The pope has 
donated to Lombard College 1,000,000 
lire for expenses. The congregation of 
the propagation of the faith will prob­
ably take care of the other institution.

A definite plan for substituting elec­
tricity for coal In the heating plant of 
the Public Utilities building will be in­
troduced for consideration of the com­
mission at its regular meeting on 
Thursday of this week. E. V. Buchan­
an, general manager, stated to-day that 
he has a proposal 1» place before the 
commissioners that he believes will 
mean a large saving of fuel costs. His 
plan involves the placing of an elec­
tric heating device under the present 
boilers to 'be used during off-peak 
periods. During the hours of 11 and 
12 o’clock in the morning and 5 and 6 
o'clock in the afternoon, when the peak 
load is at its height, the electric ap­
paratus would be shut off. In ordin­
ary weather the offices would retain 
their heat for that period. Under ex­
treme condition, however, wood would 
be substituted for these two hours.

“There is one thing, however, that 
we want to guard against,”- Mr. Bu­
chanan states. "That is the possibility 
of a demand for electricity as a com­
mercial heating proposition, and I want 
to state definitely, now, that there is 
not the slightest hope for anything of 
that sort.” The general manager points 
out that in heating the Utilities build­
ing during off-peak periods he would 
be using hydro only as a sort of by- 
orpdqct, for it would not. mean any 
increase of the:.-«restraint .energy. If 4 
were ever made use of commercially,

1 however, the demand would Immedi­
ately exceed the available supply. 
TRY TO CUT COSTS

Incidentally, this move to cut costs 
by eliminating the use of coal as a 
fuel is not only found in the Utilities 
Commission. The local Board of Edu­
cation has just permitted the installa­
tion of an oil burner in Victoria Public 
School as a test, and if the plant now 
on trial is a success, there is a very 
strong possibility that London may, 
within the next year or so, instal oil 
burning plants in all its large schools. 
The Victoria School plant was given its 
first trial on Saturday. To-day it was 
in use on one of the main boilers and it 
is to be given a thorough trial and 
the results are to be compared with 
the other boiler, which is using coal.

There appears to be not the slight­
est doubt but that with coal prices 
soaring, with no coal in sight, substi­
tutes of all sorts will be made .use 
of this winter and the number of oil 
users will increase as time goes on.

Discussing the fuel situation to-day, 
E. V. Buchanan declared that the new 
idea of insulated homes is one that 
should be given greater attention. A 
'building properly insulated can be kept 
warm with a very small percentage of 
heat required for one that has not been 
properly protected.
INSULATED HOUSES

Superintendent Robinson, of the 
works department of the Board of Edu­
cation, is of the same opinion. The plan 
of lining the rafters in the attic with 
some cheap insulation board has al­
ready been tried out with success, he 
stated. A large amount of heat is 
wasted in every home by leaky and 
drafty attics, and old windows that 
have ceased to keep out the wintry 
winds, it is pointed out. A little in­
sulation here and there would aid in 
keeping the interior of a home warm 
in winter and equally cool in summer, 
those in touch with such matter point 
out.

Mr. Robinson states that the steel 
sash of the school buildings are far 
greater protection against drafts and 
heat wastage than the old-fashioned 
wooden sashes. For this reason the 
heating of the newer school buildings is 
not nearly so difficult as the older ones.

A few had 
served prison sentences for serious 
crimes.

According to reports filtering through 
from the cities where men of these types 
have taken up their abode, some have 
changed their ways and have become 
respectable citizens. Others are still fol­
lowing the same pursuits.

It is believed that many of those 
known to police who have migrated to 
the republic to the south did so to 
throw off the mantle of suspicion which 
surrounded all their movements here 
and from a desire to restore themselves 
to a respected place in the community 
of their adoption.

A large number, it Is estimated^have 
taken up their abode in the City of 
Detroit, but their are some who have 
gone farther afield and have found 
employment in New York City.

October Collections of Customs 
Department Totals $395,746.

DROP IN IMPORT DUTIES

Excise Levy Shows Increase of
Over $19,700.

A total of $395,746.35 was collected for 
the Dominion treasury through the cus­
toms offices here during the month of 
October. This sum was made up of 
$139,742.79 income taxes, the fourth and 
last installment for the current year: 
$133,746.36 in excise levies, and $122,257.- 
80 In customs taxation.

Only the grand total for customs and 
excise is comparable with. October,. 
1924, the income taxes not then being 
collected through customs channels. 
Thus the figures for customs collec­
tions show a decrease of $6,777.4» dur­
ing the month just ended and an in­
crease of $16,484.24 over October a year 
ago. Customs revenue a year ago 
amounted to $129,934.65 and excise 
revenue was $117,262.12. The net in­
crease in both customs and excise is 
$9,706.79.

The greatest single decrease is to be 
found in import duties, which fell to 
the extent of $4,441.59, and the greatest 
increase was manifest in excise taxes, 
which were boosted by $19,701.12. The 
latter figures represent an increase in 
retail sales in London of approximate­
ly $380,000 over October, 1924, indicat­
ing that a period of good times is set­
ting in.

GREAU BRITAIN PROTESTS

Public Security In Syria Is Non- 
Existent.

LONDON, Nov. 2.—A dispatch to 
The Daily Mail from Beirut, Syria, says 
large bodies of Turkish troops are mov­
ing toward Mosul from Turkey.

The Daily Express has a similar re 
port. It puts the number of Turks at 
5,000 and alleges that the French have 
given them permission to cross Syria.

The report says Great Britain has 
protested to the French Government. 
Special dispatches dated Damascus, 
November 1, confirms previous reports 
of the dangerous situation.

The Morning Post’s correspondent 
says public security in Syria is non­
existent. A large area around Dam­
ascus is in perpetual turmoil and 
brigand bands are " creating havoc bn 
lives and property. The situation 
seems quite out of hand, notwithstand­
ing the fact that Gen. Gamelin, the 
French commander, has taken control 
at Damascus and reinforcements have 
arrived.

The correspondent adds that a return 
to anything approaching normal condi­
tions can be achieved only by the in­
troduction of large bodies of highly 
trained troops. ,At present there is no 
indication of improvement and Euro­
pean prestige generally is suffering:

NAHUNTA, Ga„ Nov. 2.—Six were 

killed and approximately 24 children 
injured when the Atlantic Coast Line’s 
fast New York-to-Florida passenger 
train No. 81, crashed into a loaded 
school bus at a grade crossing here to­
day.

The bus, which collected children in 
this vicinity, was nearing the town 
school when it was struck in mid-sec­
tion by the train. The force of the 
impact threw the children out of the 
bus and scattered them about the 
track and road. The six bodies and 
the injured children were placed on 
board a special train and taken to 
Waycross, where the injured were plac­
ed in a hospital.

L. Roy Strickland, 18, the driver of 
the bus, was said to be seriously In­
jured. The dead have been Identified as 
Pearl Strickland. 16;. Audrey May 
Johns, 14; "Dorris Herrin, 14; May 
Thornton, 12; a brother and sister 
named Lewis, aged 10 and 12.

Reported Lord Peel To Become 
Governor'General.

MUCH IN PUBLIC SERVICE

Secretary of State For India From
1922 Ta 1924.

LONDON, Nov. 2.—('Canadian Press 
Cable.)—A report in The Sunday Ex­
press that Lord Peel would probably be 
the next governor-general of Canada, 
in succession to Lord Byng, is em­
phatically denied by Lord Peel.

"I have not heard a word about it,” 
his lordship says; “it is entirely incor­
rect.”

Lord Peel was secretary of state for 
India from 1922 to 192d. Among the 
public positions he was occupied are 
the following: Undersecretary of state 
for war, 1918-22; chancellor of the Duchy 
of Lancaster, 1921-22, and minister of 
transport, 1921-22.

■Lord Peel was Conservative member 
of the House of Commons for the south­
ern division of .Manchester from 1900 to 
1906, and member of Parliament for the 
Taunton division of Somersetshire from 
1908 to 1912.

FOUR KILLED IN CRASH.
COPENHAGEN, Nov. 2.—A new 

Fokker airplane on its first flight here 
yesterday crashed at the Kastrup air­
drome. The pilot. Military Air Lieut. 
Murtensen, and three passengers were 
killed. Two other passengers were 
gravely injured.

In connection with the reported 
movement of Turks toward the Mosul 
frontier, it was reported in mid- 
September that 70,000 Turks already 
had been massed on the Irak frontier 
of Mesopotamia as a means of forcing 
a favorable decision of the dispute over 
Mosul between Turkey and Great 
Britain.

With regard to Syria, the League of 
Nations has received protests from 25 
Arab bands over the recent operations 
of the French, who hold a mandate 
over Syria, against the Druse tribes­
men and their bombardment of 
Damascus.

In the bombardment approximately 
one-eighth of the city was destroyed 
and more than 5,000 natives are report­
ed to have been killed. Both. Great 
Britain and the United States have 
made strong representations to France 
against the bombardment. The League 
of Nations has postponed until Feb­
ruary a hearing on the Arab protests.

NORMAL CARS*ST0P
SCALE ADJUSTMENT

Jar of street Cars On Central Avenue 
Hinders Scale Inspector

The condition of the tracks on the 
Central avenue section of the Normal 
street car line has been the cause of 
considerable comment of late, but here 
is the very best evidence of their con­
dition that has yet come to light. A 
grocer who conducts a store about a 
block away from the railway line, on 
William street, reports that the other 
day he called in an inspector to test 
his scales.

The inspector ’ had spent an hour on 
the job when he finally reported that 
he could hot make the test. Every 
time a street car went by the vibration 
jarred on the sensitive springs of the 
scales to such an extent that it was 
Impossible to test them.

MILK PRICES ADVANCE 
TWO CENTS AT WINDSOR

WINDSOR, Nov. 2.—Milk prices 
along the border jumped 2 cents a 
quart to-day. The increase, it was 
reported, was general on the part of 
all dealers. Milk now sells for 15 
cents a quart and 8 cents a pint. The 
heavy exportation to cheese factories 
is the reason given for tjjèt advance.

Conservative Leader In Senate 
Pneuhionia Victim.

LONG POLITICAL CAREER

Was Minister of Soldiers’ Civil 
Re-Establishment.
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OTTAWA, Nov. 2.—The death occur­
red here this morning of Senator Sir 
James A. Lougheed, Conservative leader 
in the Senate, who had been critically 
ill at the Ottawa Civic Hospital for 
several days, suffering from pneurivgpla 
in his left lung. Sir James held 
folios in the Governments headed 
Sir Robert Borden and Rt. Hon. Ar­
thur Meighen. He had been a member 
of the Senate since 1888.

Suffering a serious breakdown last 
winter, which confined him to his room 
for several months, Sir James' made 
such a good recovery that he was able 
to take his place towards the .end of 
the session as leader of the Opposition 
in the Senate.

About 10 days ago he developed bron­
chitis and later pneumonia set in. 
Since Saturday, however, slight hopes 
were held out for his recovery and the 
end came shortly after 10 o’clock this 
morning. During his illness Sir James 
was attended by Dr. Lafleur, of Mon­
treal.
BORN AT BRAMPTON.

During his long political career Sir 
James had won for himself numerous 
friends among all political parties. He 
had been leader of the Conservative 
party in the Senate since the retire­
ment of Sir Mackenzie Bowell, during 
the session of 1906-07. Sir James was 
born at Brampton, Ont., 71 years ago. 
He first practiced law In Toronto and 
subsequently in Calgary. He wag made 
a Q. C. by.the Dominion Government 
and summoned to the Senate in 1889. 
Upon the formation of the Borden Gov­

ernment in 1911, Sir James became a 
member of the Cabinet. In 1915 he was 
appointed president of the military hos­
pitals commission and in February, 1918. 
became minister of soldiers’ civil re­
establishment. Upon the formation of 
the Meighen Government in July 1920, 
Sir James was • appointed minister of 
the interior. He held that portfolio un­
til the resignation of the Cabinet 'in 
December, 1921.

Sir James married the eldest daugh­
ter of the late Wm. Hardisty, chief fac­
tor of the Hudson Bay Company. Led y 
Lougheed, a daughter, and three sons 
survive. Lady Lougheed, with her son 
Clarence, arrived in Ottawa yesterday. 
Mrs. Hussey, of St. Louis, Mo., a daugh­
ter, grrived to-day. The two other 
sons are Edgar and Douglas.

CHATHAM, Nov. 2.—Lyle Papp, a 
local young man, sentenced to the On­
tario reformatory at Guelph on a theft 
charge a few days ago, last night 
broke out of the county jail, where he 
has been held pending his removal to 
the prison farm.
