Strange as Fiction.Quite(Seuetal {$#»#.Ontario is Not the Dominion.

There le a deal too much of the belief 
among men of small Ideas In the west that 
Ontario comprises pretty nearly the whole 
Dominion. It Is seldom expressed In an 
offensively open way, but an alleged news- 
paper printed in Bobcaygeon, of which 
Toronto Is understood to be a suburb, 
blurts it out In the following fashion :

11 Now let us just for a flew moments talk 
11 common sense. This is strictly between 
" you and this journal, and the poet. 
‘-There Is nobody listening. Well, for all 
•1 practical purpose Ontario Is Canada. The 
“ inhabitants ot Quebec are foreigners ; 
“ the inhabitants of the Maritime Pro* 
" vinces are out to the Atlantic and we 
" never see them, and have not common 
“ Interest; whilst Manitoba has only a few 
“ inhabitant* aod those are Yankees ; the 
“ the Northwest has no inhabitants worth 
“ speaking of ; and la British Columbia 
“ there Is as many inhabitants as there Is 
“ In the riding of Peterborough.”

The Bobcaygeon editor happens to be an 
Englishman, who, to reach his present 
position beside the raging canal where he 
now stagnates, had to pa*s either through 
foreign territory or the provinces which he 
affects to despise. He should know that 
but for the maritime provinces there 
would be no Domlnloo ; that we rescued 
old Canada from political chaos ; that but 
for the maritime provinces, Quebec, with 
“ its population of foreigners,” would have 
still dominated Ontario as before, and the 
upper Canadians might have still bhen 
shrieking In vain for “ rep. by pop.” But 
for the maritime provinces President 
Cleveland’s proposed 
shut Ontario up without a railway outlet 
to the Atlantic ; and hut for the maritime 
provinces this bles»ed Dominion would 
never be known on the sea where we now 
rival the great commercial nations of the 
world. The Bobcaygeon man should take 
a few hours for the study of recent history 
and he would learn further that It was our 
fisheries that brought $4,000,000 to the 
federal treasury in a lump when the treas­
ury was empty. He might also observe 
that it 1* the maritime province coal that 
Ontario roust buy or freeze, and our iron 
and steel that must be looked to if Us 
supply from the United States was cut off.

Ontario forsooth I Where man or woman 
never smelt a salt sea breeze in a life 
time, never saw a full rigged ship or an 
ocean steamer—where the fall wheat win­
ter kills and the spring wheat dies In the 
drought ; where the summer is so dry that 
they have to repeal the Scott Act, while 
the barges run aground in the canals ; 
where the asylums cannot be built fast 
enough and they put lunatics In Jail, with 
the Babcaygeon editor still at large—a 
pretty Dominion this would be if for prac­
tical purposes Ontario was all. Sing 
“Ontayreo Ontayreo,” if you will, ye help­
less inlanders, but it Is about time you 
learned that the maritime provinces make 
the Dominion what it is. Why, they have
not yet got bevond the semi-hifcrbarism ot
toll gates In Ontario. It is painful to 
think that we have been for twenty years 
associated with these people in confédéré» 
lion without having taught them some­
thing more than they uow appear to know. 
Ontario, where they let the Yanks come In

12, sack their capital and carry off the 
mace of their Barebones parliament for a 
tropby ; where they couldn’t get rid of the 
family compact or obtain responsible gov­
ernment without a rebellion ; surely that Is 
not the Canada of to-day ! And yet they 
think up there in Bobcaygeon, and other 
small places like Toronto, that Ontario is 
the Dominion I Well, such ignorance 
would ridiculous if only it were not too 
pitiful.—St. John Telegraph.

The cabin boy was clapped Into prison as 
a pirate. The lieutenant and the surviv­
ing officers chartered a schooner and 
went off lor the treasure.
