So we are going to have a new
school house! There is nothing par-
ticularly interesting in that fact to
many of our town fathers, who only
see in such a statement a little in-
crease of taxation, but we hope that
ic is, nevertheless, a significant fact
and tnat it may mark the beginning
of a new era of school life for the
girls and boys. To the teachers who
have to battle the long winter through
with draughty rooms, smoky furnaces
and many other inconveniences, such
an assurance is undoubtedly encour-
aging, and there must be many fath-
ers and-mothers, who, careful of their
children’s health, will feel a burden of
anxiety lifted when a ‘new school
building. with up-to-date methods of
heating, ventilation and sanitation is
erected. Just here it may be observ-
ed that interest in educational mat-
ters here is not intense. Go examine
the school registers and see how many
parents visit the schools, look in on a
public examination day and count the
few children and childless who are
there, talk to parents about the work
their children are doing, ask the
teachers about the co-operation of
parents and then judge of the truth of
such a statement. However, we take
courage from the fact that so large a
number of ratepayers voted for a new
school building at the recent town
meeting, trusting that the possession
of proper facilities for the adoption
of modern educational methods may
be instrumental in keeping school mat-
ters to the front.

—The Monitor has given the farm-
ers of Annapolis county many good
lessons in practical agriculture within
the past year and we have had many
assurances that the farm department
is being regularly read with pleasure
and to profitable purpose by many of
them. It is our intention to continue
the service and to make it as timely¥
and interesting as general farming lit-
erature may be made. Prosiness is,
of course, wellnigh inseparable from
the practical treatises on soil, crops,
stock, ete., but there will be, as there
has always been in the past, a fund
of information from which every farm-
er may draw reliable helps in advanc-
ing the money earning capacity of hi
herds. The matier should not be
treated lightly; it isn’t mere theory,
mere farming on paper, but the stor-
jes of results that careful experiment-
ing has produced and the editor of
the farmers’ department of the Moni-
tor has gathered for its constituency
many basic rules for successful agri-
culture. From what we have seen of
general farming in this county, we
feel sure that our tillers of the soil
are away behind the times in their
work. The lessons of the very experi-
ment stations that they help to sup-
port have beén entirely lost -on, per-
haps, a great majority of them, and
they continue to farm as their fathers
did before the science of Agriculture
had furnished a remedy for the old
hit and miss methods of extracting
profits and losses from farming prop-

—The Nova Scotia Fruit Growers-
Association is the best example, we
believe, of a useful and successtul fau-
mers’ organization that is in existence
in the province today. In its great
age the value of its work has been
wonderfully increased and each annual
gathering is better and more interest-
ing than its predecessor. We do not
know the secret of its long life of ever
increasing usefulness but it is a pity
that it could not be imparted to
the many farmers’ associations that
fall short of the purpose for which
they were organized, through the lack
of interest that members take in the
scheme that received their sanction
with their membership fee. The value
of co-operation as it is understood in
the business world is some way divert-
ed from a proper appeal to these as-
sociations. The advantages that the
members foresaw seemingly faded with
the first realization that practical ef-
fort was necessary for the develop-
ment of the theories that proved so
attractive. There is an organization
of this kind, with headquarters at
Bridgetown, whose ninety odd. mem-
bers might divide profits among them-
selves, greater, in proportion to the
capital invested, than the dividends of
the Standard 0il Co., but it is drift-
ing about without a rudder, both of-
ficors and men apparently exhausted
with their first great effort. But we-
have digressed. 1t was the success of
another organization that was the
text of this paragraph. The N. 8. F.
. A. has done a work in educating
orchardists and in influencing parlia-
mentary aid to worthy objects that
js of imestimable value to the indus-
try it so grandly represents. We
pect that, after all, the great mecasure
of the success of this association is
due to proper officering. The men
who map out the work and by the
earnestpbss of their own efforts inspire
interest and create sympathy in an
undertaking generally are credited
with the happy results that follow
such co-operation.

—The enforcement of the Dominion
Fruit Marks Act, in the province ol
Ontario, is about the first step 'Lhm
has been taken in the history of the
fruit growing industry in this country
to punish the packer \xho_marl\s his
package with intent to deceive the pur
chaser and realize a false value for
his fruit; Fraudulent packing has been
a wickedness so generally practised,
that up to a year or sO ago W hen the
apple houses were cstub_hshul, flm'
storing and repacking fruit for ship-
ment, it was the exception rather
than the rule to find a lot that was
true to brand. The packing houses
changed things to 2 great extent, for
there inspection is madé by the pur-
chasing ~ speculators and umnless the
fruit conforms to the standard num'ed
the original packer is paid for an in-
ferior grade. To these establishments,
then, belongs the credit for a degree
of correction of a prevailing moral de-
pravity sufficient to establish a new
confidence among English buyers and
have a salutary effect upon our great-
est market. The practice of frandulent
packing is a shortsighted one at best,
but if a certain class persist in barter-
ing a reputation for the sake of a
possible immediate gain, then it be-
comes necessary in the protection of
the general industry to regulate their
dishonesty by act of parliament. The
new# Fruit Marks Aet was intended
for this purpose and the .inspectors
appointed to see that its rulings” are
observed should make it plain to of-
fenders that the law is a woikable
one and its violation punishable.
Though the Nova Scotia inspector
has not attempted to prosecute viola-
tors we presume it is not because he
has not found the necessary evidences.
