Less conventional
than John Bull's women-kind,
more liberal-minded and open
to conviction, of intense per-
sonality, sometimes incongruous,
if you will, but never bores,
American women may (like
Englishwomen) sometimes be
vulgar ; they can be on occasions
(like Englishwomen) snobbish ;
. they are never, like English-
women, dull No women can
touch them for natural straight-
forwardness of manner, and
absence of self-consciousness.
