The Correction of Children.

We often find parents insisting on the duty
their children owe to them in the matter of
obedience, but it ie mot quite certain thabt
they, on their side, are always equally eare-
fful to remember not, if we may use the ex-
pression, to provoke their children. Of one
thing there can be no question, and that is,
that any correction which it is necessary to
administer should never be done in anger.

“and a shake for some trivial fault is not only
most injudicious, but it has far-reaching re-
sults which are frequently unforeseen. The old’
fprecept of sparing the rod and spoiling the
child is very often followed too literally.

Constant correction is most prejudicial to
children, both bodily and mentally, and it is
positively painful to witness the cowed, fur-
tive and preternaturally uneasy look that is
observable in constantly corrected children. In
many cases this injudicious and wholesale cor-
rection has the effect of actually inducing de-
ceit, slyness, and the habit of concealment.
Surely &very one must feel that there should
be as little punishment as possible. There may
be cases when it is absolutely necessary, but
even then the greatest care should be exercis-
ed in administering it.—New York ‘Weekly.

English tweed will prove sefviceable in de-
veloping the practical design here shown. The
knickerbockers are made with outside and in-
side leg‘seams. Provision is made for pockets
in each side and in the back. The closing may
be at the sides or in a fly, and an inside waist-
band finishes the top. Elastic inserted in &
casing may confine the fulhess at the lower
‘edge. Cheviot, serge, pique and duck are all
advieed for the making. The medium size will
require three-quarters of a yard of fifty-four-
inch material. Sizes for 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10,
11 and 12 years, ;
