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The Grand Division wiIl, doubtless, learn withi satisfaction,
that no change bas been miade in the position of Lady -eisitors.
That useful brandi of our Order will continue to be governed as
heretofore.

It inighlt have been expectcd that the trouble in the United
States would have caused a seri ous diminution of OUI. numbers.
1 have te state, itcrofore, xvitli great pleasure, that the failling-
off during the year amounts to on1y ftfty-two inembers; -and the
Grand Division ivili unquestionaily observe, with gratitude, thut
in tic nuinerical returns, Nova Scotia stands fourtit on thec hst;
iii regard te nuinber of meaibers, and third in regard to ad-
mnissions, during Iast year.

The condition of affairs, in the United States, and the aspects
and prospects of tlîe wvar in tint ceuntry, were adverted to by the
speakers in the publie mecetings lield at Cleveland, as -vell as
during the sittings of tie National Division, with great, warmth
of feeling. Soine of our brethren seemed to, have fergotten tiat
ail present were net republîcans, and that tie Order of tic Sons
of Teniperance recognizes no political, no religicus peculiarities,
but exnbraes North~ and South, and East and West, witiout
regard te fornis of geverninent or denomninational distinctions.
Nevertheless, we could ail heartily endorse, the sentiments ex-
pressed in the coneluding paragi'aph cf tie report of the cominit-
tee en the Most Worthy Patriarch's report "The committc
eall upon the mieiubers cf this National Division te congratulate
eachi other, and te give thanks te Almighty God, that the pro-
gress cf thc Order during the past year bas been -e littie affeeted
by the war wieh stili unhappily prevails in a portion cf its juris-
diction. They earnestly hiope that befere tic ncxt session cf tic
.National Division pence and freedom will flonrish in cvcry part
cf tlis northcru continent."

lIn conclusion,. I beg te thank thc Grand Division for giving
Ile the opportuniity cf enjoying a very agrecable tour. t'trust
that thc Grand Division cf Nova Scot*a will bc nlways iereafter
represented at tic annual sessions cf thc National Division.
