PROTECTION OF WOMEN.

The following is the text nf Mr. Davida bill
rejecting the maintenance of wives deserted by
their husbands.

Her Majesty, by and with the ndvice and
consent of the Legislature of Quebec, enacts as
follows :—

1. Any married woman, deserted by her hua-
band, may summon him vefore o Stipendary or
Police Magistrate or before two Justices of the
Peace to ¢-mpel him to provide for her main-
tenance and the support of his family.

Such Magistrate or Justicas, before whom the
complaint is laid may, upon proof that the hus-
band bas really deserted ms wife, that ho isable,
wholly or in part, t» meintain her and her child-
ren and that he wilfully und witbout canses re-
fuees or neglects 8o to uo, condemn him to pay
to his wife such weckly or monthly eum as the
said mag:atrate or justicas may consider to bein
accordance with his meansand those af hia wife.
{Impr Act 49-50 Vich.. ch. 52 8. 1, Rarised
Statutes of Canads, 1887, ¢, 157, 8. 8.)

2. In case of non-payment of the amount to
which the husband was condemced with the
coata, for the space and at the perods specified
in the judgmenb of the court, the magistrate or
jussices issue & warrant of distress whean and so
often as the paymert ga ardered is io arrear,

Such warrant shall be executory upon all
wager, sslary or income, even 1f they be not
transferable and not liable to seizure, due or to
become due to the hushand, snd in the case of
the husband’s interdiction, due or to beoems
due to the curator fur the husbrnd’s benefit (K.
S 0., 1887, chap, 139, 5. 1. 12.)

3. The magistrate skall havo power, from
time to time, to vary the order, on the applic-
ation of either the husband or wife, upon proof
that the means of the husband or wife have
been altered in amount since the making ot the
original order, or may subsequent order vary-
ing itﬁlmp. Act 4950 Viet,, ch-53,8. 1, § 1.)

4. No such order shall be made againss a hua-
band in tavor of a wife who i8 proved to have
committed adultery, unless the adultery has
been condemned ; and any order for psyment
may be disc' arged by the Magistrate or Justices
upon the proof that tha wife has, sinca the mak-
ing thereof. been guilty of adulte.y. (lmp, 49
and 50 Vict, ch. 52,8.1§2

5. A summeonsunder this Actshall be granted,
and served in the rame mauoer a3 rummonses
are now applied for, in cagas of assault, cr in
such other manner as the Magistrate or Justices
shall direct. The said Magistrate or Justices,

1 may rehear the summons, at the instance of the

husband, at any time, and confirm, discbarge,
ot Vary any previous order thereon as he or
they may think just. (bs. 38.)

6. The husbaud or wife may appeal from any
oraor or decision of the Mngistrate or Justices
to the Suparior Court, in ths sasme manner s is
provided for appeals to the vatd Court, in ZThe
Act respecting Masters and Scrvants; The
practice ax to such appenls, and the powera of
the Judge shall be tha sam», as nearly as may
be, aa are by the eaid Act provided for the
appeals therein mentioned, save that no bond
shall be required, and proceedings on the order
appealed from rball zos be staved, poading the
appeal ; and where the husband is the apprllans
be shall pay all costs. (R.S.C, 1887, ch, 134.)
