Government ['epartments and organizations engaged
in the distribution of information about Canada in foreign countries
are the Departments of External Affairs and Trade and Commerce, the
Canadian Froadcasting Corporation (International Shortwave Service),
the National Film Board of Canada and the Canadian Information Service.
They operate in the field through the following channels:

External Affairs: Diplomatic Representatives

Trade and Commerce: Trade Commissioners or

Canadian Broadcasting

Corporation: C R C International Service

National Film Board: Its own Distribution Officers
and through Canadian Diplomatic
Missions and Trade Commissioners

Canadian Information Service: Its own Officers and through
Diplomatic Missions and Trade
Commissioners.
